eather election’ brewing

The long-rumbling controversy over cloud-seeding is spilling
out of the halls of state government and into the local ballot-box.
THE ANTI-cloud seeding forces, organized as ''Citizens for
Natural Weather,'’ started circulating petitions in Castro County
this week to call a public election which they hope will force a
halt to the hail suppression programs of two weather-modifica-

tion groups in this area.

Members of Citizens for Natural Weather met with the Castro
County Commissioners’ Court Monday to learn the procedure for

calling an election.

After consulting with County Attorney Robert Buntyn, County
Judge Weldon Bradley told them that they must present
petitions signed by 10 percent of the county's 4,000-plus

. | registered voters. Also, Bradley said, the CNW must put an

estimated $1,000 in escrow to pay the election costs in the event
the county voted to continue cloud-seeding here.

But if the public were to vote to prohibit cloud-seeding
programs in the county, Bradley said, the election costs would

be paid from county funds.

COUNTY commissioners must call the election within 30 days
after the signed petitions are presented and the money is placed

in escrow, Bradley said.

There’s still a dispute over whether the two hail-suppression
groups that work in Castro County— Better Weather, Inc., and
Plains Weather Improvement Association, Inc. —could be forced
by election to stop immediately. Their current permits—issued
by the Texas Water Quality Board earlier this summer after
another round of heated pro-and-con hearings—authorize the

two groups to conduct their
sometime in October.

It’s frustrating,’

BWI director says

““What's frustrating is that
all the hearings before the
Texas Water Quality Board
have proved with facts and
scientific data that weather
modification works and is ben-
eficial—but they're still trying
to stop the program and blame
the drought on us,”” a board
member of Better Weather,
Inc., said this week as op-
ponents of cloud-seeding work-
ed to force a public election on
the issue.

CHARLES AXTELL of Sun-
nyside, a director in the farm-
ers’ organization that conducts
cloud-seeding operations in
Castro, Lamb, Bailey and Par-
mer Counties, charged that op-
ponents of the program '‘are
trying to use political means to
accomplish what they can’t ac-
complish in the courts.”

““We've had to go before the
Texas Water Quality Board for
hearings on our permits three
times, and the board has ruled
in our favor all three times,"
Axtell said. ‘‘So now the op-
ponents have gone the political
route, realizing they can’t win
on the evidence."'

He said he thinks most of the
opposition to cloud-seeding
‘““comes from the simple fact
that the cloud-seeding program
is a handy scapegoat to blame
the drought on."”

““WE'RE getting blamed
here for a natural drought
that's occurring over a large

part of the nation,"’ Axtell said.
“‘Back in the 1950s, they were
blaming atom bombs, and now -
they're blaming us.

““The drought is hard on
everyone, but especially on the
dryland farmers, and we sym-
pathize with them,” Axtell
said. ‘‘But we haven't con-
tributed to their problem, and
we feel we've proved that."

He added, ‘‘Anyone who
really understands the program
is for it."”’

THE MOST prevalent charge
against cloud-seeding is that it
causes rain clouds to dissipate,
thus cutting down on natural
rainfall.

“‘All the experts who testi-
fied at the Lubbock hearing
said that any cloud that is of
adequate size for seeding—
either to reduce hail or stim-
ulate rain—cannot be broken
up,’’ Axtell said. '‘Most people
don't realize a lot of factors
about cloud formation."”

““We have an area that's
always short on water,”" he
said. '‘We're talking about
importing water, and that's
fine. But we should think also
in terms of making better use
of the available moisture we
have—of making our clouds
more efficient. If those fighting
the program would put as much
energy into helping build the
weather modification program,
it would benefit all of us.”’

FLB reduces
interest rate

Totch Upshaw, manager of
the Federal Land Bank Assoc-
iation of Dimmitt, announced
this week that the Federal Land
Bank of Houston will reduce
the interest billing rate on
variable rate loans to 7% %.

Jack W. Flynt, CLU, of
Dimmitt, has been named a
recipient of the prestigious Na-
tional Sales Achievement
Award by the National Assoc-
iation of Life Underwriters.

FLYNT, agency manager of
the Castro County Farm Bu-
reau, representing the Texas
Farm Bureau Companies, has
qualified for this award for one
year.

The NSAA award was estab-
lished in 1966 and is presented
annually. This honor recognizes
successful life insurance un-
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faced with an embarrassing
predicament—too much gas
and no place to keep it. Even
though one of the most severe
winters in history has just pass-
ed, interstate pipelines are
being forced to cancel emer-
gency purchase agreements
and gas producing states are
shipping only 90% of the gas
they could produce.

THE CURRENT surpluses
may disappear as soon as the
weather turns colder this fall,
but at the moment there is em-
ergency gas available but no
market for it. Transcontinental
Gas Pipe Line Corp., which last
year saw storage fields drop to
dangerous lows, applied for
permission from the Federal
Power Commission to buy 150
million cu. ft. of emergency gas
for its customers from an in-
trastate pipeline. By the time
approval was granted by the
FPC, the weather had warmed
up, gas was being pumped
back into storage and Transco’s
customers took only 20 million
cu. ft.

Pipeline company officials,
remembering sleepless nights
when they were negotiating for
more gas last winter, don't like
the present situation any more
than they did last year. But
they do not have enough stor-
age facilities for any more gas
than they are presently taking.

Many gas utilities and dis-
tribution companies have long
lists of curtailed industrial cus-
tomers, but it is doubtful that
those customers could take any
gas immediately if present cur-
tailments were lifted. Many in-
dustrial customers along the
East Coast were shut off so
long that they have converted
to alternate fuels. In some mar-
kets fuel oil is now cheaper
than natural gas. In other in-
stances, industrial customers
negotiated directly with the
producers in the spot gas mar-
ket, or have made take or pay
contracts for fuel oil good in the
summer as well as the winter.

THESE industry fuel con-
versions have added to the dif-
ficulty in the FPC’'s estimates
Q&vinter natural gas shortfalls.

Irene’s Ideas

Parents should know
child’s moral stages

By IRENE KEATING

We often label children as
our greatest resource. I agree
with this statement as do many
of you. Therefore, it is im-
portant that we do our best to
rear them to be good citizens.
Children learn right from
wrong mostly at home, during
three major periods, research-
ers say. It is important that
parents understand and in-
fluence these stages of their
children's moral development.

DURING the first stage, from
birth to age eight, children can
not understand the needs of
others. Their main concern is
meeting their own needs. How-
ever, children are completely
dependent on adults for guid-
ance so this is the time to begin
teaching obedience, because
the child wants to please

others. 4
Firm, but gentle, discipline

is the first step in teaching
obedience. Other ways include
reading stories to young child-
ren about real people dealing
with real moral decisions.

HOWEVER, excessive
amounts of moral reasoning is
usually wasted on young child-
ren, as they are too young to
understand this type of think-
ing.

In the second stage, between
ages 8 and 12, children develop
respect for rules. They express
this in their play:; listen to them
say things like ‘‘it’s not fair’’ or
“‘but those are the rules.’’ This

Is a good time for parents to
teach children to help out

around the house, take respon-
sibility and learn to cooperate
with others. Parents must con-
tinue to teach their children
moral values and judgment
during these years or the moral
conscience will weaken.
During this stage children
begin to establish values which
will follow them throughout
life. For example, who they will
associate with, what kind of
living they plan to make, how
they will choose friends, and
who they feel comfortable with.
Such training also will help
them weather the storm when
adolescence occurs.

THE THIRD stage begins in
adolescence and continues to
adulthood. What may appear to
be "‘orneriness’’ during these
years is actually the adoles-
cent's striving for indepen-
dence. He is expanding his own
moral awareness and ques-
tioning many of the injustices
he sees in adults’ lives. The
question '‘why?"' becomes key
in his life.

Adolescents will only accept
rules and authority if they
believe that the principles be-
hind them are sound.

Discipline for children should
be in accordance with the
child’'s development. His par-
ents’ expectations of him
should be consistent with what
the child is capable of under-
standing.

Knowing these three stages
you can better guide your child
(or children) in his or her social

development.

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BDT leader states view
on referendum failure

0. J. Barron Jr. of Spur,
chairman of the national Beef
Development Taskforce (BDT),
has issued a statement con-
cerning the beef referendum
which last week fell short of the
necessary two-thirds affirma-
!.ive vote in nation-wide ballot-

ing.

A PRELIMINARY count from
county ASCS offices indicates
that over 100,000 producers, or
about 55 percent of those vot-
ing, supported the program. In
Castro County the vote was 79
to 36 in favor of a fee on cattle
sales to use for beef promotion.

The BDT, a broad-based
group comprised of leaders
from nearly every producer or-
ganization in the US, has
worked over three years for the
industry self-help program.

A full text of Barron's state-
ment follows:

““THIS IS a dark day for the
American cattle industry. The
beef referendum has failed to
receive the necessary two-
thirds majority. We have pass-
ed up an opportunity for a re-
search and information pro-
gram aimed at helping all
cattlemen. This opportunity
may never come again.

“Ironically, while it was a
self-help program aimed at
keeping the government out of
our business and producers in
control, some opponents falsely
labeled it as a government
program and scared many cat-
tlemen into voting against it.

“It would be inaccurate to
say that cattlemen don't want
this program. A majority of all
cattlemen voting did want it.
And an overwhelming majority
of the cattle industry leaders,
who had studied our current
plight and understood the ob-
jectives of this program, vig-
orously supported it.

““Never before has the cattle
industry had more problems
than we have now.

‘“AS WE look to the future,
we hope that leaders in our
industry, who are dedicated to
a better future for all cattle-
men, will not be too discour-
aged.

As we have previously ad-
vised you, reports of actual
planted acreages of all crops
are required by Aug. 1 to keep
all farm records current and
maintain allotments and yields
as currently established.

FAILURE to accurately re-
port your crop by Aug. 1 will
mean:

First: Under current legisla-
tion, we will be required to re-
duce your 1978 allotments by
20 percent;

Second: We will be required
to reduce your yield by about

Acreage reports due
on all program crops

one-third;

Third: You will be ineligible
for disaster consideration if a
loss occurs later in the year;
and

Fourth: Under proposed leg-
islation, your eligibility to par-
ticipate in the 1978 programs
might be restricted or reduced
in some way.

WE HAVE reports from only
about one-half of farm opera-
tors, so we urge you to come in
immediately. You report the
acreage on a '‘field by field”
basis, so it will assist in making
the report if you keep a record
of each field acreage as you are
measuring the fields.

Unless there is an increase in
wheat prices over the naxt four
months, area wheat farmers
will receive federal payments
this fall, according to Charley
E. Hill, executive director of
the Castro County office of the
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service.

‘“UNDER THE current wheat
program, deficiency payments
are to be made to producers if
the national average market
price for the first five months of
the marketing year is less than
the target price of $2.47 per
bushel,”” Hill explained.

The preliminary national av-
erage wheat price for all
farmers was $2 a bushel in
June, compared with $2.19 in
May. June is the first month of
the five-month period used to
determine whether deficiency
payments will be made to farm-
ers this fall, he said.

‘‘Because many wheat farm-
ers are faced with serious ec-
onomic problems due to low
market prices, it’s important
that the provisions for this
additional income source be re-
viewed for area wheat farmers.
Also, this is the first time such
payments would be made to
wheat farmers under the 1973
Farm Act,” Hill said.

THE DEFICIENCY payment
rate is determined by sub-
tracting from the $2.47 target
price the higher of the June-
October national average price
or the national average loan
rate. Using the national av-
erage wheat loan rate of $2.25
per bushel as an example, the
deficiency payment rate would

Payment to wheat
growers expected

Ihe 22 cents per bushel,

Deficiency payments to farm-
ers are calculated by multi-
plying the farm's established
yield times the farm’'s allot-
ment acreage, and multiplying
the result times the deficiency
payment rate.

“For example, if a farmer
has an established yield of 25
bushels per acre, a 200-acre
allotment, and the deficiency
payment rate is 22 cents per
bushel, the farmer’s deficiency
payment would total $1,100 (25
X 200 X 80.22 = $1,100).”"

ALL FARMERS having
wheat allotments are automat-
ically eligible for deficiency
payments, regardless of the.
disposition of their wheat, Hill
said. Whether the wheat has
been sold, placed under loan
with the Commodity Credit "
Corporation, or is stored on of -

For" -
example, Hill said, if the above '
farm produced 2,000 bushels
on 200 acres of wheat and was '
eligible for and received a low
yield disaster payment based
on the 3,000 bu. loss, the
deficiency payment would be
$440. (2,000 bu. X .22 = $440.) °

Southwestern Public Service
Co. will hold open house at its
newest generating facility, Har-
rington Station, Saturday and
Sunday.

THE PLANT, located north-|milli

east of Amarillo, one mile north
of Nichols Station on Lakeside
Drive, will be open to the
public Saturday from noon to 6
p.m. and on Sunday from 1 to 6
p.m. '

Harrington is the first gen-
erating plant on Southwest-
ern’'s system to use coal as its
primary fuel. The first unit,
rated at 356,700 kilowatts, was
put into service in mid-1976
and is using about 3,500 tons of
coal per day. During some of
the, summer months this con-

_sumption will be in excess of
4,000 tons per day.

The second generating unit
at Harringlon is under con-
struction and is about fifty
percent complete. It is sched-
uled to go on the line next
summer and will also have a
capability of 356,700 kilowatts.
Construction of the third unit of

«the same size will begin in the
. next few weeks and is sched-
. uled for completion in 1980. All
“three of the Harrington gen-
. erating units will use coal-fired
: boilers.
*. THE COAL used at Harring-
« lon Station is low-sulphur west-
- ern coal, mined and brought in
by unit train from Gillette,
Wyo. The trains have about 110
_cars and are designed and built
“specifically to haul coal. Each
“train brings about 11,000 tons
of coal to the plant on a twice-
-a-week schedule.
-~ The boilers at Harrington
Station are equipped with the
most advanced equipment
available at this time for
‘preventing objectionable pro-
ducts of combustion from
reaching the environment. Both
electrostatic precipitators and
stack gas scrubbers were in-
stalled on the first unit at a cost
of approximately $20-million.
The No. 2 unit will utilize a
fabric filter stack emission con-
trol system known as a ‘‘bag-
house.”" This environmental
control equipment is necessary
for compliance with the Texas
and Federal air control reg-
ulations.

The use of sewage effluent
for boiler and cooling water—a
practice pioneered by South-
western Public Service Co. at
Jones Station in Lubbock, Nich-
ols Station and Harrington Sta-
tion in Amarillo—will continue
to save millions of gallons of
fresh water per day.

THE THREE plants use an
average of nine million gallons
of sewage effluent a day,
saving enough fresh water to
serve the residential, commer-
¢ial and industrial needs of a
¢ity of 100,000 people. It takes
about 450 gallons of water per

month to generate the power
for a residential customer using
600 KWH per month. The
investment for water quality
control equipment was about $6
on.

The principal plant capability
of Southwestern Public Service
Co. is presently 2,746,800 kilo-
watts. This includes 2,613,200
in steam plant capability and
133,600 kilowatts in gas turbine
and expander turbine capabil-
ity. With the completion of the
No. 2 unit, Harrington Station
will become the largest plant of
Southwestern's system. In
1980, when the third unit goes
on the line, Harrington will
have a capability of over a
million kilowatts and at that
time, approximately 30% of the
system generating capability
will be coal-fired.

The design, engineering and
construction supervision was
done by Southwestern's own
generating plant design depart-
ment, under the direction of
Jim Matthews, manager of
generation and design con-
struction.

rain.

Others cite theories that the anti-hail program does not reduce
total rainfall but produces more widespread, less intense rain
that means a given area is going to get less rain.

PWIA and BWI began seeding this year on June 2 after they
were issued permits to conduct weather modification and control
operations in parts of 13 Panhandle-Plains counties.
