The winter's first major snowfall here was a 

six-inch "drifter" that choked city streets, iced over 
highways, forced Dimmitt schools to close for only 
the second time in 10 years, and put harvest 
activities on "hold." 

The snow started shortly after 9 o'clock Saturday 
night and continued off-and-on until after midnight 
Sunday. 

Meanwhile, temperatures plunged into the low 
20's and a steady wind whipped the powdery snow

into deep drifts and banks. 
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Blind comers ordered cleared 
Dimmitt High School was isolated as snow settled 

almost a foot deep on Western Drive and drifts 
blocked off parking lots and entranceways. Streets 
and walkways were similarly hazardous around 
Richardson Elementary and Dimmitt Middle School. 

It was the first time since the 1972-73 school year 
that Dimmitt Public Schools had cancelled classes 
due to bad weather, Supt. Robert Ryan said. 

Classes also were called off at Hart and Nazareth 
Monday as school employees and road crews 
worked to clear the surrounding streets, sidewalks 
and parking lots so school could resume Tuesday. 

Another victim of the snow was the 64th District 
Court, which had to cancel its jury trial session that 
was scheduled to start Monday. 

District Judge John Boyd said he felt road 
conditions posed too great a hazard for jurists. He 
remarked that this was the first time in his 12 years 
as district judge for this area that he has been 
unable to hold court because of the weather. 

Drifting snow in alleyways prevented city 
employees from reading water meters this week, 
and it will affect November billings. 

City Manager Garnett Holland said water 
customers will be billed for the same amount in 
November as they were in October, and that 
adjustments will be made in December's billings. 

The storm interrupted the harvest of cotton, 
carrots and sugarbeets. Depending on the nature of 
the drifting, it could be from two days to as long as 
a week before farmers can get back into their fields.

Hazardous intersections in 
the city provided the main 
topic for the Dimmitt Board of 
Aldermen at their regular 
meeting Monday. 

The five-member board 
decided to send letters to 
property owners who are in 
violation of a zoning law 
which states that no shrub-
bery or other obstruction is 
allowed within 20 feet of any 
intersection. 

Police Chief Ron Mitchell 
told the aldermen that he was 
especially concerned about 
several intersections "where 
the yield signs and stop signs 
are not visible" because of 
shrubbery growing next to the 
streets. 

"The city could be held 
negligent," Mitchell said, in 
case of an accident at any of 
the intersections "where 
people have to pull out into 
the streets to see." 

City Attorney Jack Edwards 
checked the City Code Book to 
find a ruling on the matter. 

City Ordinance 137 states: 
"On any corner lot . . no 
wall, fence or other structure 
shall be erected, nor any 
hedge, tree, shrub or any 
other growth permitted to be 
maintained in such location . . 
so as to cause danger to 
traffic by obstructing the 
view." 

The fine could be as much 
as $100, Edwards said, for 
each offense for each day that 
the property owner is in 
violation of the code. 

"I'm certain everyone will 
be willing to cooperate," 
Alderman Wayne Collins 
said, adding, "but let's 
handle this in a diplomatic 
manner." 

The city governing board 
decided to send letters to 
offenders requesting that any 
obstruction be removed which 
is within 20 feet of an inter-
section and its curb. 

As follow-up, the police will 
then check with property 
owners to see that the ordin-
ance is obeyed. However, if 
some obstruction is still not 
removed, the daily fine of not 
more than $100 will be 
enforced. 

James Horton revealed 
Dimmitt Aerial Spray's plans 
to build a 10,000-sq. ft. 
hangar with offices, shop, fuel 
facilities and lounges on its 
land adjoining the city airport. 
Presently the spray company 
rents four hangars and land 
from the city. 

The Federal Aviation 
Administration was upset 
with the plans, Horton said, 
because the city will lose 
revenue from the rentals. 
FAA wants the city's approval 
of the spray company's plans 
and a letter from the Board of 
Aldermen giving such per-
mission, he added. 

Not only did the board give 
its approval, but it apparently 
felt that fuel facilities, 
lounges and phones being 
closer to the runway would be 
an asset to the city airport.

Approximately 25,363 bales 
of cotton had been ginned in 
Castro County as of Tuesday. 

KDHN Radio, official 
weather observer here, has 
estimated the snowfall at five 
to six inches, netting the area 
about .31 of an inch of 
moisture. 

That moisture, while it may 
be a blessing for the wheat 
farmers, has posed a slight 
setback for farmers harvest-
ing cotton. The results of the 
snow may keep farmers out of 
their fields for as long as a 
week.

The City of Dimmitt will 
receive a city sales-tax rebate 
of $23,779.70 from the state 
comptroller's office this 
month. The check will bring 
the city's year-to-date total in 
sales-tax 	rebates 	to 
$130,507.52, Comptroller Bob 
Bullock reported. 

The City of Hart will 
receive a check for $2,670.68, 
boosting the city's payments 
for the last 11 months to 
$16,217.45. 

The City of Nazareth's 
$1,983.38 payment for 
November will push its 1980 
total to $14,713.79. 

Together, the three local 
cities' sales-tax rebates total 
$28,433.76 for November and 
$161,438.76 for the first 11 
months of 1980. The money 
goes into the cities' general 
operating funds. 

Bullock reported that 
rebates to Texas cities of the 
optional one-percent city sales 
tax climbed to more than a 
half-billion this year. 

The city sales tax is 
collected along with the state 
sales tax by merchants and 
businesses, and sent monthly 
to the state comptroller's 
office. The state then rebates 
the sales tax monthly to the 
cities where it is levied. 

The "brown-line" copy of 
the Castro County History 
Book has been corrected by 
the history book committee 
and returned to the publish-
ing company. 

The book will include 552 
pages instead of the 660 
originally planned, due to a 
shorter index. 

There will also be a two-
page family tree on which 
each individual may compile 
his or her own family tree. 

The books are currently 
scheduled to arrive Dec. 15.

We have received an 
important announcement from 
the VA Regional Office in 
Waco concerning persons who 
were discharged from the 
armed services with less than 
honorable discharges. 

As a chaplain in WWII, I 
witnessed many veterans who 
in the service went AWOL 
and only received company 
punishment; but there were 
other hard-line officers who 
had them court-martialed. 
There was inequity in some 
cases. The law provides some 
relief. 

Jack Coker, Waco VA 
Regional Office director, 
reminded former servicemen 
and women who received less 
than honorable discharges 
that the 15-year limitation on 
applying for review, of such 
discharges has' been waived 
until April 1, 1981, giving 
these veterans an additional 
six months to apply. 

Coker pointed out that 
applications for a discharge 
review, or for correction of a 
veterans records, may lead to 
eligibility for VA benefits in 
cases where former service-
men and women were 
previously ineligible.

VA benefits eligibility is 
based upon discharge from 
the service under conditions 
other than dishonorable. 
Coker said, however, that 
upgraded discharges do not 
lead automatically, in all 
instances, to eligibility. 

For example, discharges 
awarded as a result of 
unauthorized absence in 
excess of 180 days can result 
in ineligibility for VA benefits 
regardless of discharge 
review board action, 

Boards for the Correction of 
Military Records, or VA itself, 
may assist veterans to over-
come this restriction if the 
veteran can show compelling 
circumstances in extenuation 
of such-an absence. 

Discharge review boards 
and correction boards are 
maintained by the Army, Air 
Force and Navy, and applica-
tions for such reviews may be 
obtained from any VA 
regional office, from national 
veterans' service organiza-
tions, and veterans' county 
service officers.

Mud tube on foundation is a sign of termites

WHAT ABOUT TERMITES? 

Many know what termites 
are, but few become 
acquainted with this insect 
until an infestation is dis-
covered in the home. Ter-
mites are often mistaken for 
ants, and damage attributed 
to termites is sometimes a 
result of ants, wood-boring 
beetles, or dry rot fungi. 

Termites are 1/10 to 1/2 
inch long, white, cream or 
dark brown in color, and 
unlike ants, do not have a 
narrow "waist." 

There are several termite 
species in Texas. The sub-
terranean termite, which is 
the most common one infest-
ing homes in this area, builds 
nests only in the soil. Infesta-
tions often develop in lumber 
scraps, wood or stumps 
buried in the soil near or 
beneath the house. Termites 
reach the woodwork through 
cracks in concrete slabs, 
expansion joints and around 
utility openings. Any wood in 
contact with the soil can 
become infested, such as 
steps, porches or house 
siding. 

Termites will travel inside 
of mud tubes which they 
construct up foundation walls 

colony in the soil. 	Spot 
treating infestations are 
ineffective as termites will 
move to another part of the 
woodwork. 

Termites need moist soil to 
survive, and good ventilation 
beneath the home can keep 
soil moisture low and reduce 
the possibility of infestation. 
Moisture caused by condensa-
tion or leaking plumbing 
invites termites. 

It is important during home 
construction and maintenance 
to avoid contact of the wood-
work with the soil. Treatment 
of the building site with a 
recommended 	insecticide 
before construction is the best 
way to prevent termite 
infestations. Termite shields 
are ineffective, as termites 
will build mud tubes around 
them to reach wood. Annual 
inspections for mud tubes will 
help detect early infestations. 

Termites play an important 
role in the ecology of forests 
and grasslands as they 
consume dead wood and 
grass, helping to recycle these 
materials back to the soil. We 
t-ke little notice of the termite 
world until they begin to 
recycle our homes and 
property, forcing us to take 
action and acknowledge their 
presence. 

to connect the nest with the 
wood structures above. These 
mud tubes protect termites 
from ants and dryness as they 
feed on the wood and carry 
food back to the colony. Mud 
tubes are evidence of termite 
infestation, and may be found 
on the foundation and pillars 
beneath the house. 

Swarms of winged termites 
emerge from the colony in the 
spring, often after a rain or 
when the lawn had been well 
irrigated near the house. 
These termites, incorrectly 
named "winged ants,-  are 
queens and males that can 
initiate a new colony. The 
first evidence of an infestation 
is often a swarm of winged 
termites found inside the 
home, especially around 
windows. 

Colonies are started in 
moist soil and increase slowly. 
Four or five years may pass 
before there is evidence of an 
infestation. However, if a 
home is constructed near a 
large colony, infestation will 
occur more rapidly. 

A colony consists of a male 
and queen and several 
thousand workers and 
soldiers. The queen produces 
most of the eggs while 
workers care for the eggs, 
excavate wood, and carry 

food back to the nest. Soldier 
termites defend the colony 
from predators, especially 
ants. 

Locating and properly treat-
ing termite infestations is 
often difficult and strenuous, 
and is best left to experienced 
professionals trained in 
termite inspection-and the use 
of 	effective 	control 
procedures. 	Treatment 
requires specialized training, 
equipment and chemicals not 
available to the homeowner. 

A reliable operator will 
thoroughly inspect the build-
ing, indicate the points of 
infestation, explain the 
methods of control, and 
provide a written estimate of 
the control .and repair costs. 

Immediate action is rarely 
necessary if an infestation is 
found, as it takes a long time 
for termites to do significant 
damage in addition to what is 
found by the inspection. Take 
time to compare the 
diagnosis, cost, reputation 
and services of other 
operators if you wish. 

Treatment involves apply-
ing a chemical barrier 
between the building and the 
soil. Termites die as they 
contact the barrier. 	Those 
remaining in the woodwork 
soon die as they are 
prevented from reaching the

Mexican cooking is found 
south of our border all along 
the mountains and coasts to 
the border of Guatemala. By 
no means is it to be associated 
with the foods in Mexican 
restaurants. (When told of 
how Americans prepared 
Mexican foods, a well known 
Mexican cook remarked, 
"Gracious! You must give 
bicarbonate of soda for 
dessert!)

condiments. They use very 
little hot peppers. There is 
only one dish which uses hot 
peppers and it is called Xato, 
pronounced Chah-to. Xato is 
a red sauce prepared with 
peppers and eaten with white 
endive. The most popular 
sauce in Spain is Ali-oli or 
garlic sauce. It is made 
completely with garlic and oil. 
To make it one crushes a 
whole head of peeled garlic 
mixed with oil into a mayon-
aise looking stuff. This writer 
imagines it to be strong 
enough to kill a horse. 

Mexican dishes are related 
to Spanish dishes somewhat 
but Mexican foods include 
chilies of many kind, corn, 
corn meal and different kinds 
of spices. 	Many dishes 
feature the mole, pronounced 
moe-leh, which is a sauce that 
can be prepared with lots of 
things including semi-sweet 
chocolate. Each cook makes 
her own favorite mole. 
Mexicans are known to eat 
things like tamales, enchila-
das, other foods like that but 
not all at the same meal. 

In Spain a tortilla is a small 
omelette prepared with one of 
several fillings, such as 
onions, chick-peas, (a heavy 
tasting sort of peal. or what-
ever is at hand. In Mexico 
the tortilla is the corn meal 
patty or the white flour 
variety of patty. 

In Mexico and also in this 
country corn is staple. 	In 
Spain the corn is never 
consumed by humans. The 
hogs eat it.

Cotton harvest is here and the 
Coop urges extreme caution when 
operating farm equipment near 
electric lines. 

In recent years, many 
incidents have involved 
cotton module builders. 
The extended portion of 
the cotton module builder 
can easily come into con-
tact with overhead electric 
lines if the operator is 
not careful. The same 
problem exists with over-
head baskets on cotton 
strippers. I 

We urge farmers and their employees to be alert to these potential hazards and 
take every possible precaution to avoid serious injury or death. When moving a 
module builder, be sure the packer arm is lowered as far as it will go. When 
using a stripper with an overhead basket, be sure to check for overhead lines 
before dumping. 

We have had lines torn down with cotton 
harvesting equipment this year. Also, some 
incidents have resulted in injury to the 
operators; but, fortunately, no fatalities so 
far. 

If some piece of equipment does contact 
these 7200 volt overhead lines, it's important 
that you or the operator not try to simply 
back away. The Line could break, or if it's 
already broken, it could tangle in the 
equipment and break again, compounding 
the problem and increasing the danger. 

Jump clear of the machine, being sure not to 
touch the ground and the machine at the 
same time. Move quickly away at a right 
angle to the power line. Then call Bailey

806) 272-4504 whether the line is broken or 
not.

effect on gross income." 
"Since this is the first year 

in which the windfall profits 
tax is being administered, 
individuals affected by the tax 
should be sure to deduct the 
depletion allowance from 
gross rather than from net 
(after tax) income. 	If 
individual taxpayers have 
specific questions they should 
contact their tax preparers or 
the Internal Revenue Service 
(IRS)." 

Hance said he plans to 
introduce legislation in Jan-
uary during the new session 
of Congress to repeal or alter 
drastically the windfall profits 
tax. He earlier sponsored 
legislation to exempt royalty 
owners and independent 
producers from the majority 
of the windfall tax. 

US Rep. Kent Hance has 
issued a reminder to persons 
who have oil and gas 
interests, concerning the 
correct application of the 
depletion allowance deduction 
on income taxes. 

Hance, who opposed the 
windfall profits tax, said the 
depletion allowance deduction 
becomes doubly important 
because of its relation with 
the windfall tax. 

"If you have income from 
oil and gas interests you may 
want to make sure the deple-
tion allowance deduction is 
applied to gross income 
before windfall profits are 
subtracted," Hance said. 
"Failure to do so could 
substantially increase your tax 
payment." 

"The Crude Oil Windfall 
Profits Tax of 1980 does not 
deny the percentage depletion 
allowance for the portion of 
receipts treated as windfall 
profits," the Texas congress- 
man said. 	"The standard 
p.ocedure for treating the 
depletion deduction is still in
