Monday night's big rain, 
the heaviest recorded in 
Dimmitt this year, was "one 
of the most beneficial rains 
this area has ever seen," said 
Edwin "Goose" Ramey, who 
has been keeping local 
weather records since 1920. 

KDHN Radio Station, the 
official weather observation 
station here, recorded 2.05 
inches after Monday night's 
heavy rainfall. The station's 
gauge showed an additional 
.67 of an inch at 7 a.m. 
Wednesday from the gentle 
rain that fell during Tuesday 
night. 

"The rain actually got 
heavier after we read the 
gauge at 7," KDHN Manager 
Jerry Marvin said Wednesday 
morning. He predicted the 
three-day total might top the 
three-inch mark. 

The rain was a lifesaver for 
local crops — especially corn 
— that had been subjected to 
five straight days of 100-plus 
temperatures and four more 
days of 90's since the last 
trace of rainfall. 

"I don't know how it could 
have come at any better time 
for the corn," said Bill 
Dannevik, local agricultural 
engineer consultant. 	''An- 
other 10 days of that hot, dry 
spell and it could have been 
disastrous." 

The rain not only spared 
crops from further stress, but 
is saving farmers hundreds of 
thousands of dollars in irriga- 
tion costs. 	Dannevik said 
most farmers in the Dimmitt 
area can shut down their wells 
for at least five days, depend-

Southwestern corn borer 

egg lay was very heavy in 
corn this past week, and borer 
moths filled the light traps. 
Many fields recently checked 
have reached or surpassed the 
treatment 	threshold 	of 
20-25% infested plants. 

A total of 3,280 (1,630/ 
night) corn borer moths were 
trapped July 24-25, breaking 
the old record of 1,370 
captured July 31, 1978. 

Peak moth flight occurred 
July 28-Aug. 2 in 1978, and 
July 16-Aug. 2 in 1980. This 
would indicate corn borers 
will continue to infest fields 
for at least another week. 

Young corn borer larvae 
now can be found feeding 
behind leaf sheaths, under 
ear husks, and on the ears. 
These young larvae can be 
controlled by insecticides 
applied before the borers 
tunnel into the stalk. 

In addition to the Front 
Line Camp, Hardin-Simmons 
University and Southwest 
Camps also hosted two 
sessions of cheerleader camp. 

CORN LEAF APHIDS 
Corn leaf aphids and 

honeydew are abundant on 
the upper portion of corn 
plants. They will cause no 
damage, and are being 
eliminated by lady beetles. 

The new Extension Corn 
Guide, entitled "Insect and 
Mite Pests of Texas Corn-
Management Approaches," is 
now available from the Exten-
sion Office.

Reserve Program (Reserve 
IV). Basic provisions are: 

PERMETHRIN 
The Section 18 label for 

permethrin (Pounce' and 
Ambush4  ) for corn borer 
control specifies the following 
restrictions: (1) Minimum 
volume of three gallons 
finished spray by air or 10 
gallons by ground rig per 
acre; (2) Rates 0.1-0.2 lbs. Al 
/ acre; (3) Maximum of two 
applications per field; (4) Do 
not apply within 30 days of 
harvest and do not plant 
rotational crops within 60 
days of last application: 15) Do 
not reenter treated fields until 
foliage is dry. 

SPIDER MITES 
Spider mite infestations are 

spotty in some fields. Indi-
vidual plants can be found 
with colonies in the middle t3 
of the plant, while the major-
ity of the plants may have 
colonies only on the lower 
leaves, or no mites at all. 
When damage is found, be 

SORGHUM 
Lady beetles numbers have 

increased in sorghum and are 
reducing corn leaf aphid 
populations. Hopefully, they 
will begin to concentrate more 
greenbugs. Here's a guide in 
determining the need for 
greenbug control:

days." 
Dannevik said the rain was 

"really a lifesaver for any 
crops that had gone five days 
or more without water during 
this hot spell." 

County Entomologist Allen 
Knutson said the rain will 
help with the spidermite 
problem "because the cool 
weather will cause them to 
reproduce slower." 

The evening rains also 
interrupted the egg-laying 
activities of corn borer moths, 
Knutson said, "and will also 
help wash some of the green-
bugs off of the sorghum." 

"There are no bollworm 
eggs on the cotton yet, but 
the rain will provide a lusher 
crop that will be more attract-
ive to the bollworm, and their 
eggs survive better in cool 
weather," Knutson said 

Monday night's rainfall, 
accompanied by a severe 
thunderstorm, was heaviest in 
the northern, central and 
western parts of the county, 
and lighter in the eastern 
part. And it almost missed 
the Sunnyside area. 

"We just got a very light 
shower Monday night that 
just settled the dust a little 
bit," Gale Sadler of Sunny-
side reported. 

However, Sadler said, he 
received .9 of an inch in 
Tuesday night's rainfall and 
was able to shut down nearly 
all his wells Wednesday 
morning. 

Heaviest rainfall Monday 
night was north of Dimmitt 
and in the easter area, where 
four-inch readings were 
reported. Other spot reports 
were 11/2  inches in the Jumbo

ways and means committee, 
will also be placed before the 
house. A third bill, said to be 
sponsored by a non partisan 
liberal group, may also be 
introduced. 

Lobbying has been intense 
on both sides of the aisle, and 
all over Washington and the 
whole country for that matter, 
and every trick and type of 
pressure imaginable is being 
used to swing votes. It is 
believed that the voting will 
be close, due chiefly to a 
number of democrats desert-
ing their party. However, a 
number 	of 	democratic 
congressmen that voted for 
the republican budget bill are 
reported to favor the 
democratic tax bill. Our 
neighbor to the east, Con-
gressman Jack Hightower, a 
democrat, says he favors and 
will vote for the democratic 
tax bill. 	He deserves the 
plaudits, not only of his con-
stituents but everyone who is 
not fortunate enough to be 
wealthy, or at least in the 
highest income brackets. 

It would take weeks of 
study, and probably a lot of 
counseling, to become famil-
iar with either tax bill. But 
just from what we are able to 
hear and read about the two 
bills, the democratic bill 
favors the middle and lower 
income groups, while the re-
publican bill will make it 
easier for the rich to get 
richer. The two bills, report-
edly, in the aggregate, will 
result in the same amount of 
tax savings with the differ-
ence being in who needs and 
gets the biggest tax break. 
The president's bill would 
give a twenty-five percent tax 
discount across the board to 
all tax payers over a three 
year period. 	The tax bill 
written by the democratic 
ways and means committee 
would be for two years with a 
fifteen percent tax reduction 
with greatest advantage going 
to tax payers with incomes of 
fifty thousand dollars or less. 
The democratic tax bill will 
also provide for a ten percent 
tax cut the third year, 
provided the initial tax cut 
proved to be a wise decision. 
Sounds reasonable. 

The recently passed budget 
bill provided for drastic cuts 
in a number of budget items, 
but offset the savings by 
increases in spending for the 
defense department. The 
president has said he would 
balance the budget, but it is 
hard for some of us to figure 
how you can cut income and 
increase spending and hope to 
balance the budget which is 
already running in the red. 

During the thirty-eight 
years that I have been 
publisher of. the Castro 
County News I haven't seen 
prospects for a bumper crop 
as good as they are this year, 
especially at this stage of the 
game. This has been a 
growing year. so  far as 
vegetation of all types is 
concerned. Weeds, lawns, 
vegetables, corn, cotton, milo, 
or you name it, has been 
lush. 	Drive any direction 
from Dimmitt, in the confines 
of Castro County, and you will 
see the finest crops that have 
ever decorated this part of the 
Plains country. 

r. 
The vegetable harvest is in 

progress and although I can't 
give definite figures, I have 
been told that the yield is 
good and of excellent quality 
and that current prices are 
making this a very profitable 
crop in spite of high produc-
tion costs. It is encouraging 
that at lease one segment of 
agriculture is bringing satis-
factory returns on farmers 
efforts and investment. 

If the prices for corn, cotton 
and milo would just get up 
there in line with the cost of 
other products, such as gas 
and other fuels, we could 
expect some prosperity in this

GPCP helps farmers and 
ranchers solve problems of 
wind and water erosion, 
drought, and other resource-
related problems with techni-
cal and financial aid based on 
conservation plans tailored to 
each farm or ranch. 

The first Great Plains con-
tract in the local Running 
Water Soil and Water Con-
servation District was signed 
by Gip Hudson. 54 contracts 
protecting 75,918 acres have 
been signed in Castro County. 

"Grass seeding, terraces, 
grassed waterways, livestock 
water facilities, cross-fences, 
and 	livestock 	grazing 
programs are among GPCP 
practices on which a land-
owner can receive technical 
and cost-sharing assistance," 
Lee said. 

The conservation practices 
in a GPCP plan are scheduled 
to be applied over 3 to 10 
years.

Tassel length doesn't 
necessarily count for high 
yield when selecting corn 
hybrids, according to the 
research director of a major 
seed company. Corn varieties 
selected for high yields, he 
said, have smaller tassels and 
are more stress-tolerant than 
unimproved counterparts. 
Research has indicated hybrids 
which can consistently resist 
barrenness, particularly at high 
plant populations, have short 
tassels. The reason has to do 
with the dominant flower 
developing from the primary 
growing point. The flower 
receives most of the nutrients 
and water during develop-
ment. This causes competition 
between the tassel and the ear 
shoot and, if that competition 
is strong, enough, the ear 
shoot - the female flower -
comes out the loser, and the 
ear won't develop. Small 
tassels also provide less shade 
and enhance light penetration.

"When is my medicare 
claim going to be paid? I filed 
it in April and I still haven't 
heard a thing!" 

We have heard this 
question time and again over 
the past few months. 

To determine just what is 
happening, I spoke recently 
with James Crawford, the 
division manager of corporate 
communications for Blue 
Cross-Blue Shield of Texas. 
Blue Cross-Blue Shield 
processes Part B Medicare 
claims in our state. 

Crawford explained that on 
May 4, 1981, they began 
converting from the computer 
system they were using to a 
new, more sophisticated 
model. 

"We anticipated a four-to-
six-week conversion period at 
the outset, as well as a claims 
inventory of approximately 
one million," stated Craw-
ford. He further estimated 
that the entire process of 
conversion and delayed claims 
would be completed by mid to 
late August. 

"It appears we will meet 
that schedule,'' Crawford 
assured. "We are currently 
experiencing a downward 
trend in working this inven-
tory of claims. Part of this is 
due to the substantial over-
time we have been working 
and part is a consequence of 
fewer new claims arriving in 
the past few days." 

Medicare receives an 
average of 35,000 claims each 
day. The new system 
processes these more effic-
iently and with greater speed. 
The goal of the company is to 
process the claims as they 
come in. This means approxi-
mately 400,000 claims will be 
in process at any given time 
when the new system is work-
ing at full capacity. Crawford 
noted that the new system is 
not refusing as many claims 
as the old one. 	In other 
words, it is able to handle 
more without requiring 
follow-up requests to the 
person submitting the claim. 

He emphasized, however, 
that proper completion of your 
claim depends on proper 
information submitted. Each 
claim must have the benefic-
iary's Medicare number, 
name and address of the 
doctor performing the service, 
as well as his provider 
number. It must also include 
each charge separately listed 
according to service and 
charge, as well as a diagnosis 
of 'the illness being treated. 
If: all this information is 
present, the system is able to 
process the claim quickly and 
accurately. 

In conclusion, . Crawford 
expressed his appreciation of 
the patient attitude of Medi-
care beneficiaries during this 
interim period. 

"If you have not heard 
anything on your claim after 
six weeks, you may call our 
toll-tree number, 1-800-442-
2620. The operator will check 
your claim and if it is not in 
process she will advise you to 
refile." he said.

Despite the public uproar in 
California about use of Mala-
thion to control Mediterran-
ean fruit flies, the material 
has a proven track record of 
being safe and free of health 
hazards. 

"Malathion has been with 
us a long time — since the 
early 1950s — and is one of 
the most commonly used 
insecticides by farmers, 
homeowners and gardeners," 
points out Dr. Phil Hamman, 
entomologist with the Texas 
Agricultural 	Extension 
Service Texas A&M Univer-
sity System. 

Hamman says he has been 
inundated with telephone 
calls since the California 
controversy from people 
wanting to know about the 
safety of malathion. 

Tests sponsored by the 
National Cancer Institute have 
shown malathion to be both 
non-carcinogenic (not causing 
cancer) and non-mutagenic 
(not causing genetic changes). 

According to Dr. Bill Plapp, 
research toxicologist with the 
Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station, malathion is 
one of the least dangerous 
insecticides in use today. 

"Malathion is routinely 
used by many homeowners 
and gardeners to control 
insects and mites on trees, 
shrubs, houseplants, flowers 
and vegetables. 	It is also 
used to control external para-
sites on pets," says Hamman. 

In addition, he explains that 
malathion is used widely to 
control many different insect 
pests of crops. For instance, 
it has been used in large area 
control programs for boll 
weevils and grasshoppers in 
West Texas. 

Another major use of 
malathion in Texas has been 
for 	mosquito 	control 
programs. 

"Malathion is used almost 
exclusively to rid urban and 
suburban areas of disease-
carrying mosquitoes," says 
Hamman. "In 1966-67 and 
again in 197/, vast areas of 
Texas, including major cities 
such as Dallas, Houston and
