At Seminole Fri. 
County Judge E. L Ivey and Mr. 

T. A. Singer accompanied by Mr. 

Bill Swanson of Vega, attended a 

highway meeting at Seminole last 
Saturday. The meeting was spon-
sored by the Seminole Chamber of 
Commerce in the interest of High-
way 51. Although not called by 
the International Parks Highway 
Association, the meeting was call-
ed to reactivate that association 
and to urge the completion of un-
finished portions of the road. Chief 
discussion at the meeting was cen-
tered around the southern section 
of Highway 51, especially concern-
ing its approach to the Big Bend 
National Park. 

While citizens on the southern 
part of the highway are showing 
increased interest in the Highway, 
the City of Amarillo and the Am-
arillo Chamber of Commerce are 
bending every effort to secure a 
dam across the Canadian River 
which will serve the dual purpose 
of assuring Amarillo an adequate 
water supply and eliminate the 
need of a costly bridge across the 
Canadian, the chief bottleneck to 
date in securing the completion of 
the highway in the state. 

When completed Highway 51 will 
be an international trunk road, and 
will probably carry as much long 
distance traffic as any other high-
way in the state. 

Another meeting of interested 
citizens in the highway project 
will be held in Littlefield during 
the latter part of May.

Add frozen vegetables to briskly 
boiling, salted water. Do not de-
frost (except corn on the cob.) Be-
gin counting cooking time when 
boiling begins again after frozen 
vegetables have been added. 

Cooking time varies with variety 
and maturity of the vegetable, size 
of pieces and method of prepara-
tion. Less water may be needed if 
heavy utensils and controlled heat 
are used. 

Finally, watch cooking time care-
fully. Freezing weakens the cell 
walls, and it is easy to overcook 
vegetables. 

Miss Seago says the ten to four-
teen ounce package of frozen vege-
tables will usually serve four peo-
ple.

THE LEADERS of three railroad unions, rep-
resenting less than one-tenth of all railroad 
employees, have called a railroad strike that 
would paralyze the nation. 

These leaders refuse to accept a 15% cents 
an hour wage increase retroactive to Novem-
ber 1, 1947. This increase was recommended 
by an impartial Emergency Board appointed 
by President Truman. 

This increase of 15% cents already has been 
accepted by the lamther railroad unions. But 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers, 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen and 
Enginemen, and the Switchmen's Union of 
North America won't accept what more than 
90% of all railroad employes have accepted. 
They have called a strike to get more! 

Unions refuse rules discussion 
Certain rules changes demanded by these 
union leaders—which would increase wages 
still further — were recommended by the 
Board. But the union leaders want more—
they demand that the railroads put into effect 
ALL the changes they asked for, including 
those the Board felt should be denied. 

On top of this, they insist that certain rules 
changes proposed by the railroads be with-
drawn—in spite of the fact that the Board 
recommended them! These union leaders 
have refused to negotiate except upon these 
arbitrary terms. 

Greater wage increase not justified 
Engineers and firemen are among the high-
est paid of all employes in America, as figures 
in the box show. This strike threat doesn't 
justify giving a greater increase than other 
railroad workers received. 

Emergency Boards are a means provided 
by the Railway Labor Act in the public inter-
est to avoid strikes. The President's Board; 

In contrast: this small group of railroad 
union leaders are attempting to flout the 
intent and spirit of the Railway Labor Act, 
and dictate their own terms. 

They have dictated a paralyzing railroad 
strike. 

You will be the victim! 

How long will the American public stand 
for the undemocratic, arbitrary, and abusive 
use of the right to strike and the disregard 
of the obligation to provide transportation? 
How long can the American people permit 
a few dictatorial union leaders to defy the 
processes provided for peaceful settlement 
of disputes? 

Force seldom produces settlements that are 
either fair or lasting. Moreover, a point is 
often reached when personal interests must 
be held subordinate to the greater public 
welfare. That is why the railroads have ac-
cepted the Emergency Board recommenda-
tions. That is also why the leaders of these 
three unions should reconsider their decision 
to call a paralyzing strike.
