Eastland County 
Group Home From 
H o p k i n s  County

How Hopkins county developed 
a prosperous and permanent dairy 
program on the poorest soil in that 
county—a soil of eroded black 
land and washed out sand—was 
shown a group of Cisco and East- 
land county business men and far­
mers who made a trip through 
constant rain to Sulphur Springs 
last week.

The group leaving Cisco Wed­
nesday consisted of five Ciscoans 
—J. J. Callaway, Edward Lee, 
Nick Miller, J. L. Thornton and 
B. A. Butler—and three others. 
County Agent Floyd Lynch of 
Eastland, J. B. Webb of Romney 
and John Love of Alameda. Two 
others, Felix Boland of Scranton 
and Buck Weston of Carbon, who 
were scheduled to go, were pre­
vented from doing so by last min­
ute developments.

The Eastland county group was 
hospitably entertained by Sulphur 
Springs business men, who spent 
practically the entire day in meet­
ings with them at Sulphur Springs 
chamber of commerce. In these 
meetings agricultural leaders, 
business men, dairy cattle breed­
ers and the president of the Sul­
phur Springs bank gave them in­
timate details of the problems that 
were faced in the dairy develop­
ment of the county and how these 
were solved.

A great deal of information, 
both encouraging and sobering, 
was brought back by the group. 
Fundamental conditions and meth­
ods essential to sound farm-dairy 
development were revealed, and 
common faults and concepts which 
doom many such programs to fail­
ure were brought out. Specifical­
ly, some reasons for lack of pro­
gress in past efforts to develop 
dairying in this county were 
shown.

There is nothing elaborate about 
the Hopkins county program, the 
group learned. As a matter of 
fact dairy institutions exist in 
Eastland county which, in physi­
cal equipment seem far superior 
to the best in Hopkins. But there 
was no doubt in the minds of the 
Eastland county visitors that Hop­
kins county has made a great suc­
cess in this field and that hither­
to destitute farms are prosperous. 
This prosperity was the more con­
vincing to those of the group who 
stayed over a day and visited the 
huge Carnation Milk company 
plant and the Kraft Cheese plant 
there.

The most encouraging fact se­
cured by the group is that Hop­
kins county developed its industry 
not on the best land in the county, 
but the poorest and most thickly 
settled by small farmers. The 
sandy land area of the county, 
similar country in most respects 
to that existing in southern East- 
land county, is the best dairying 
section.

A full report of the findings of 
the trip and detailed conclusions 
from these findings is now being 
prepared by the chamber of com­
merce for distribution to associate 
members and members of the 
board.

TO CAPITAL
WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—Mer­

chants from all over the country 
are on their way to Washington, 
at the request of OPA, for an “ab­
sorption conference” Monday.

They will be told that the re­
tail price line must be held, de­
spite constant increases in manu­
facturing ceilings. New costs 
must be "absorbed” out of retail 
profits. The merchants have an­
other word for it—"squeeze.”

“Squeezing" has been going on 
for some time, but OPA constantly 
widens the list of commodities 
Subject to it. Complaints, partic­
ularly from small merchants, have 
mounted in volume and sharpness. 
So OPA called the industry con­
ference to tell them things will 
get worse before they will get 
better.

Merchants have denounced the 
"squeeze" as profit control; twice 
OPA administrators have told 
congress they were not trying to 
control profits. Now, with two 

| OPA court appeals decisions say­
ing it is the duty of OPA to force 
“ absorption" where profits justify 
it, OPA is showing its teeth. In 
reply to complaints it invited mer­
chants to apply for relief when 
hardship can be shown.

Merchants are most vocal about 
the cotton textile “squeeze."

The Bankhead Amendment call­
ed for a readjustment of manu­
facturing ceilings, effective last 
July. OPA naturally wanted to 
audit applications. The job lag­
ged, and manufacturers complain­
ed.

So OPA invoked a device mer­
chants have always fought. It 
permitted manufacturers to seil 
on "open cost” agreements. In 
other words the merchant buys on 
a promise to pay the current price 
and then to pay the manufactur­
er whatever additional price OPA 
may set. Meanwhile the merchant 
sells the goods and has no chance 
for recovery from the customer.

Nazis Are Fight­
ing V i c i o u s l y  
In Alsace Area

PARIS, Jan. 20.—American 7th 
Army troops hurled back a savage 
attack on their Magi not Line de­
fenses in the Alsace corner of 
Northeastern France today but 
field dispatches said the Germans 
were pouring reserves across the 
Rhine in a developing offensive 
rivaling their drive into the Ar­
dennes.

Driving snowstorms blanketed 
the entire western front this 
morning, shackling the Allied air 
forces and slowing down the An­
glo-American counter - drives 
ageinst the enemy's Ardennes and 
Roer river salients.

Under cover of the miserable 
weather, the Nazis were reported 
massing strong armored forces in 
their bridgehead north of Stras­
bourg, which now had been link­
ed up to their main from facing 
the Maginot Line along the north­
ern edge of the Hugenau Forest.

American 1st and 3rd Army 
troop^ retained the initiative all 
around the shrinking Ardennes 
pocket, where there were increas­
ing indications that the Germans 
were pulling their remaining pan­
zer divisions back into the Sieg­
fried Line.

Soviet's Onrush 
Could End War 
In a Few Weeks

LONDON, Jan. 20.—Informed 
persons in military circles here 
make no secret of their impression 
that the astounding progress of 
the winter Soviet offensive may 
crush Germany and end the war 
in a matter of weeks.

No responsible military figure 
will predict the outcome—but the 
wave of hopeful excitement spark­
ed by the Soviet advances has be­
come quite evident.

As far as can be ascertained, 
there is no system of fortifications 
in eastern Germany comparable 
to the Siegfried * line. However, 
from Stockholm came the state­
ment of a Swedish engineer, just 
back from Germany, that the 
Nazis are rushing to completion 
a deep circle of defenses in the 
Berlin area.

A dispatch from Bern. Switzer­
land, said it was believed that 
Gei man propaganda is deliberate­
ly stressing the critical side of the 
Russian drive to cloak Nazi plans 
for a further defense.

Navy-minded congressmen are 
not happy about reports that some 
sort of an Allied commission is 
being organized to administer Pa­
cific islands taken from the Japs 
by our forces. These islands, they 

I believe, should be ours, to serve 
j as part of our defense system un­
til our military leaders decide they 
are no longer necessary.

The Red Army has invaded East 
Prussia from the south and ram­
med another spearhead into the 
Prussian fortress town of Gum- 
binnen, only 16 miles from In- 
sterburg, Berlin reported today 
as the Nazi retreat became a chao­
tic rout along a front stretching 
600 miles south to the Carpathians.

Moscow dispatches said five 
Soviet Armies, striking progres­
sively stronger blows, had set 
their sights on Danzig, Puznan 
and Breslau as the next major ob­
jectives in their "winter victory” 
offensive, now in its eighth day.

Ernest von Hammer, military 
commentator for the official Ger­
man DNB agency, acknowledged 
that Russian tanks had penetrated 
East Prussia from the south as far 
as Gilkenburg. just inside the bor­
der at a point 90 miles south of 
Komgsberg and 85 miles south­
east of Danzig.

The thrust represented a 14- 
mile advance north from the Pol­
ish town of Dzialdowo, captured 
only yesterday by the Soviets. Von 
Hammer claimed the Russians had 
been halted at least temporarily in 
fierce fighting at Gilgenberg.

He also conceded that Soviet 
forces pushing eastward along the 
Kniiigsberg - Kaunas railway bat­
tled into the eastern outskirts ol 
Gumbinnen, 20 miles inside the 

j eastern borders of East Prussia 
and 4 miles east of Konigsberg, 
capital of Germany's eastrenmost 
province.

Two-thirds of Poland already 
has been liberated, Moscow dis­
patches jubilantly reported.

At least 10,000 Nazis were killed 
and 3100 captured in the past 24 
hours alone and the enemy’s loss­
es in men and material were 
mounting at a staggering rate.

Alarmed German leaders strug­
gled to rally their people against 
the oncoming Red Army tide 
which already had overrun the 
northeastern corner of East Prus­
sia and more than half of Poland 
and was threatening momentarily 
to spill over into Silesia. Berlin 
accounts said the Soviets had 
broken across the Silesian border 
for their first invasion of Ger­
many proper, but there was no 
confirmation from Moscow.

The four kingpins of tVi elab- 
rate German defensive system in 
Poland-Tarnow, Krakow, Lodz 
and Mlava — all have fallen into 
Soviet hands in a day of whirl­
wind advances that engulfed more 
than 2100 Polish towns and vil­
lages.

Another 600 towns in the north­
eastern border area ol East Prus­
sia were captured, rounding out 
the biggest 24-hour sweep since 
the Russians launched their “ win 
the war” offensive from the Vis­
tula river eight days ago.
