A l l i e s  Prepared 
For Fall of Ger­
many. — Churchill

LONDON. Feb. 27.—Prime Min­
ister Churchill declared today the 
great powers were completely 
prepared for the collapse of Ger­
many, asserted the proposed Pol­
ish frontier would “ not sow the 
seeds of future wars," and gave 
his personal assurance of Rus­
sia's good faith in plans for the 
peace. Poland’s sovereignty will 
be maintained, he said.

He promised drastic and effec­
tive steps “ to render offensive ac­
tion by Germany utterly impos­
sible for generations to come, ’ 
and called on Germany again to 
surrender.

Churchill said the United States 
would play “a vitally important 
part" in a new, far-reaching 
World Security league “which will 
not shrink from establishing its 
will against the evil-doer” by 
force of arms.

“The impression I brought back 
from Crimea and from all my 
other contacts is that Marshal 
Stalin and the Soviet leaders wish 
to live in honorable friendship and 
equality with the western democ­
racies. I feel also that their word 
is their bond. I know of no gov­
ernment which stands on its obli­
gations more solidly than the Rus­
sian Soviet government.”

He declared the objective of the 
great powers was "to save the 
world—not to rule it," and that 
“ the \Vorld organization cannot be 
based upon the dictatorship of the 
great powers.”

LONDON. Feb. 27.—The Red 
army, breaking through for 30 
miles in Pomerania in a bid to 
slice Danzig and Gdynia from the 
Reich, has thrust to Bublitz and 
Rummelsburg, 28 and 36 miles 
from the Baltic, the German high 
command said today.

A Berlin broadcast said the So­
viets had forged even beyond 
Rummelsbiyg on the military 
highway running 31 miles north 
of Stolp, a communications junc­
tion 62 miles east ot Danzig.

The German communique said 
the Russians had thrown bridge­
heads over the Neisse river 50 to 
60 miles southeast of Berlin, but 
that these had been knocked hack

Nazi reports of tank battles 
raging along the Oder-N'eisse riv­
er suggested the first White Rus­
sian and First Ukrainian armies 
might have opened an offensive 
to topple Berlin.

The Germans located the Neis­
se bridgehead between Guben and 
Forst, 51 and 57 miles southeast 
of the capital, and southeast of 
Forst. This might indicate Sovi­
et attempts to outflank the river 
bastions ol Guben and Forst.

Moscow remained silent on ac­
tivities at this gate to Berlin.

One-mile gains in East Prussia 
and capture of five localities there 
were announced in the Soviet 
communique, which said that 
heavy fighting on both sides of 
Kocnig9berg brought death dur­
ing the day to more than 2,000 
Germans.

Ft. W o r t h  Area 
Hard Blow Today

FORT WORTH. Feb. 27.—Fort 
Worth was in the grip of its worst 
ice storm in several winters to­
day and much of the northern 
hali of the state fought ice. snow, 
sleet and freezing rain.

Communication lines were 
down in many directions, electric 
service was interrupted in prac­
tically all sections of the city, ap­
proximately 100 telephone lines 
were down inside the city.

Trees and utility wires were 
sheathed in ice. The weight of 
the ice broke lighter lines, and 
many were snapped by tailing icc- 
burdened tree branches.

Probably the only way to pre­
vent another world war is for 
nations like America. England 
and Russia — who have all to 
lose and nothing to gain by war— 
to keep a wholesome force of 
well-equipped men ready to g ' 
anywhere on earth and extin­
guish incipient threats against 
!>eace betore such threats devel­
op into wildfires.

If well paid — and certainly 
army volunteers should be—this 
country in time of peace could 
easily build up and constantly re­
plenish through the years an ar­
my of volunteers eight times the 
sue of any peace-time army 
America has ever had.

Such a force, backed by similar 
allied armies would be almost 
positive guarantee against future 
wars — IF UNITED M  
FOLLOWED SWIFT UPON THE 
HEELS OF SECRET SERVICE 
WARNINGS.

An alternative to the volunteer 
system — which has always been 
the American way — is to invoke 
the draft in times of peace and 
Thereby compel ALL young men 
of 18 to serve a year in the army, 
like the Germans.

As "bait" to build up sufficient 
backing to influence congress to 
put its okeh on “peace-time 
draft.’' some supporters of the 
movement are holding out attrac­

tive promises of "special educa­
tional advantages’’ for the draf­
tees while serving their year. 
And some of our surface-think­
ing educators have aligned them­
selves with this angle of the 
peace-time draft scheme.

What drafting of all 18-year- 
olds. year in and year out. would 
cost American taxpayers in 
money could only be estimated 
by nrst determining how many 
boys reach that age each year.
