Senate Would Hike 
Truck Load Limit 
to 48,000 Pounds

AUSTIN. March 29.—The senate 
voted, 22 to 8. with little debate 
and for the second time in four | 
years to increase the truck load. 
limit on Texas highways, the lat-i 
est ceiling being 48,000 pounds. | 
The bill now goes to the house for 
consideration.

Four years ago the legislature 
raised the load limit from 7.000- 
pound net to a gross 38,000 pounds 
and adopted a formula prescrib­
ing the type of equipment and 
weight per axle which is retained 
in the present bill.

The senate turned thumbs down 
on an attempt to set for special 
order a bill which would establish 
a board to regulate chiropractors. 
The vote was 12 ayes and 18 noes.

House Favors Lib­
eralizing T e x a s  
Welfare Program

AUSTIN. March 29.—The house | 
has approved two proposed 
amendments to the constitution,, 
both for liberalizing the welfare 
program, and killed a resolution 
which would allow the legislature | 
to increase interest rates on un- j 
secured loans. The amendments j 
which passed the house and go 
next to the senate would be sub­
mitted to the people at an elec­
tion in August this year.

The first adopted would author­
ize the legislature to regulate aid 
to dependent children. The Con­
stitution now limits expenditures 
to $1,500,000 a year and the eligi­
ble age of children to 14 or low­
er. Companion bills which have 
been introduced in the house, in 
anticipation of the constitutional 
limitations being lifted, would al­

low spending up to $3,000,000 a 
year on the program and make 
children through 17 years old eli­
gible for help. The resolution 
bore the name of O. H. Moore of 
DeLeon, vote was 108 to 14.

The second resolution passed by 
the house would provide for pay­
ments up to $20 a month from 
state funds to aid physically han­
dicapped persons not eligible for 
other welfare assistance. It also 
would authorize the legislature to 
accept federal funds for aiding 
the physically handicapped. This 
proposal received a favorable vote 
of 120 to 4.

The house tabled, 74 to 55. the 
resolution of Obel McAlister, Fort 
Worth, to let the legislature pre­
scribe exceptions to the 10 per 
cent annual interest rate maxi­
mum. McAlister said this proce-1 
dure is the only answer to the! 
need for a source of small loans 
without security.

The house refused to set the ju­
dicial redistricting bill of C. M. 
McFarland. Wichita Falls, for spe 
cial order of business.

Barkeley C o n f i ­
d e n t  Manpower 
Bill Be Passed

WASHINGTON, March 29—Ad­
ministration forces claimed enough 
senate votes today to send the 
long-disputed manpower control 
bill to a receptive President.

Contesting the contention of 
Senator O’Mahoney that the com­
promise measure would be reject­
ed, Majority Leader Barkeley .said 
he did a little nosecounting him­
self.

“ And I feel pretty confident,’ 
he told reporters.

Barkeley’s confidence was for­
tified by a letter from President 
Roosevelt, read yesterday by Sen­
ator Thomas, floor maneger for 
the revised bill. Mr. Roosevelt said 
he earnestly hoped the senate 
would accept the measure which 
squeezed through the house by a 
seven-vote margin. He declared 
the manpower situation still is se­
rious, and said the days ahead 
hold "great temptation" for work­
ers to leave war plants.

Quick Victory In 
Europe Would Cut 

Huge Cost Army
WASHINGTON, March 29 — 

The end of the war in Europe, 
should it come within the next 
two months, may mean a cut of 
about $8,000,000,000 in the army’s 
appropriations for the 1946 fiscal 
year.

But it probably will have no ef­
fect on a $23,000,000,000 navy 
supply bill that will be ready for 
the house when members return 
to business April 10 after their 
current legislative recess.

Because of the pace of the Eu­
ropean conflict, the war depart­
ment budget for the 12 months 
starting July 1 has been held up.
