HELPING
TH EM SELVES

A small Arkansas town named 
Walnut Ridge has done something 
about its unemployment problem 
By popular subscription it has 
raised $65,006 to erect a factory 
building that will furnish jobs for 
returning veterans, discharged 
war plant workers and people w ho 
are tired of farming.

They will donate this money to 
a responsible firm that will build 
a plant in their midst, or they will 
build the plant themselves and 
i harge the firm a pro-rated rent. 
Further, additional local capital 
can be forthcoming if the manu­
facturer is interested in a commu­
nity co-operative venture.

Here is a sound idea based on 
the economic principle that if pro­
duction la atimulated unemploy­
ment will cease to be a problem
