If 
industry were free today as it was 
then, people who want homes 
would be getting them a great 
deal faster I believe Hubert U. 
Nelson of the National Associa­
tion of Real Estete Boards has 
proved that Washington bureau­
cracy is chiefly to blame for to­
day's housing shortage.

Fact:, to Remember.
It's an old story that America 

has housing a plenty, and it was 
always true until right lately. 
France, England and other Euro­
pean countries that have endured 
regulation of home building since 
World War I have been short of 
housing meanwhile. Bureaucracy 
got a firm grop on American 
building during World War 11 and 
now hates to let-go, shortage or 
no shortage.

The OP A is the sorest bunion 
on the toe ot oui progress. Here 
is an illustration: Manufacturers 
of fir doors got caught behind in­
creased manufacturing costs and 
asked OPA for permission to raise 
prices 75c per door. It was refus­
ed. Result: No doors by mass 
production. Carpenters can build 
do< rs where they hang then, of 
course, at much loss of time and 
at several times normal cost. 

Industry lu Ready.
A similar man-made muddle 

built a bottle-neck in window sash. 
There's almost no end to the ros­
ter of crippling rules in this one 
industry. Miles Colean, a thor­
oughly respected Washington eco- 
i mist, says that industries produc­
ing building materials are fully re­
converted. full capacity restored. 
Still the most productive nation 
of history is handicapped and can't 
house itself. Why ?

A price fixing agency, while 
proclaiming Its loyalty to the peo­
ple. has refused many small stra­
tegic upward revisions, thus halt­
ing production. Consumers do 
without things or pay amazing 
prices for makeshifts. It savors 
of the Marie Antoinette sohixil of 
thought. On being informed that 
by reason of her extravagance her 
subjects had no bread, she said 
“ Let them eat cake.”

A quick look at census figures, 
years before Pearl Harbot, would 
have convinced almost anybody 
that an unusually big share i say 
20 per cent) oi the U. S. popula­
tion would reach an age to be 
married between 1940 and 1916. 
Patently this would call for more 
places to live a%1, true to form 
under free enterprise, business 
men began getting ready quietly 
to serve this market, but war in­
terfered.

riaie. no. Executed.
Wars always frustrate plans and 

few were revised more in World 
War II than those of the building 
trades. Priorities on materials, 
shortage of labor and the compell­
ing uige for victory changed most 
things but the predicted need for 
more housing came right on sched­
ule. It is even bigger than ex­
perts estimated ten years ago be­
cause war retarded building and 
accelerated marrying.

Plans made before the war for 
meeting this expected peak de­
mand are still workable plans. If 
industry were free today as it was 
then, people who want homes 
would be getting them a great 
deal fastei. I believe Hubert U. 
Nelson of the National Associa­
tion of Real Estete Boards has 
proved that Washington bureau­
cracy is chiefly to blame for to­
day's housing shortage.

Fact!, I« Remember.
It's an old story that America 

has housing a plenty, and it was 
always true until right lately. 
France, England and othet Euro­
pean countries that have endured 
regulation of home building since 
World War I have been short of 
housing meanwhile. Bureaucracy 
got a firm grop on American 
building during World War II and 
now hates • to let-go, shortage or 
no shortage.

The OPA is the sorest bunion 
on the toe of out progress. Here 
is an illustration: Manufacturers 
of fir doors got caught behind in­
creased manufacturing costs and 
asked OPA for permission to raise 
pi ices 75c per door. It was reius- 
ed. Result: No doors by mass 
production. Carpenters can build 
dn< rs where they hang then, of 
course, at much loss of time and 
at several times normal cost.

Industry la Ready.
A similar man-made muddle 

built a bottle-neck in window sash. 
There's almost no end to the ros­
ter of crippling rules in this one 
industry Miles Colean, a thor­
oughly respected Washington eco- 
i mist, says that industries produc­
ing building materials are fully re­
converted, full capacity restored. 
Still the most productive nation 
of history is handicapped and can't 
house itself. Why?

A price fixing agency, while 
proclaiming its loyalty to the peo­
ple, has refused many small stra­
tegic upward revisions, thus halt­
ing production. Consumers do 
without things or pay amazing 
prices for makeshifts. It savors 
of the Marie Antoinette Bchool of 
thought.

In making the demand. Lewis 

raised his sights and shifted his 
strategy. Last year he asked for 
a 10c royalty on each ton of coal 
mined to finance the health fund, 
a program which would have yield- 

' ed his union $57,500,000 a year on 
the basis of 1945 production.

j H( wevei. President Truman at a 
news conference last week ex­
pressed the opinion that a royalty 
would violate the Wagner Labor 
Relations Act.

A few days earliei. a decision by 
the Wage Stabilization Board pro­
vided a possible direction sign for 
Lewis. In a ease involving electri­
cal workers, the board ruled that 
a 1 per cent pay-roll levy to re­
plenish a union pension fund did 
not constitute wages and hence 
was not subject to government 
wage controls.
