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1985 Farm Bill leading to ag collapse

Two reports issued this week indicated 
farmers are not making ends meet, and will not 
be able to survive with the 1985 Farm Bill if a 
$25,000 payment limitation is implemented. 

"By every indication, the farm crisis in 
Texas will be much worse in 1986," said Texas 
Ag Commissioner Jim Hightower at a press 
conference last Friday held in conjunction with 
the release of a report by the 15-member Farm 
Credit Task Force chaired by State Rep. Steve 
Carriker of Roby. "Texas farmers just finished 
their worst year since the Great Depression, 
with producers in almost 75% of the state 
unable to break even on a single major crop. 

"Unfortunately for Texas farmers, farm 
prices are headed even lower . . . thousands of 
Texas farm families are living a personal 
nightmare." 

Meanwhile, a report issued Friday by the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service sug-
gests "moderate size farms will have the 
greatest difficulty surviving" during what the 
report calls "a period of major structural ad-
justment, which could easily extend over the 

next decade." 
The TAES report says the 1985 Farm Bill 

"will allow for the level of exports to expand. 
The expansion, however, will not be sufficient 
to substantially increase the level of farm 
prices in the near future. Crop producers will 
continue to be dependent on government in-
come subsidies for their financial survival and, 
as such, farm program participation will con-
tinue to be critical." 

To substantiate those conclusions, TAES us-
ed simulated farms on the northern High 
Plains (1,280 acres, wheat and sorghum), 
southern High Plains (1,088 acres, cotton) and 
Coastal Bend (2,000 acres, sorghum and cot-
ton), and studied the effects of the 1981 Farm 
Bill, the 1985 Farm Bill with a $50,000 pay-
ment limitation, and a scenario with the pay-
ment limitation under the newest bill cut to 
$25,000. 

Simply put, a $25,000 payment limitation 
would virtually destroy all Texas farm opera-
tions. 

Under the 1981 Farm Bill, 88% of the nor- 

lowered under the terms of the 1985 Farm Bill, 
and are practically nil with a $25,000 payment 
limitation. 

Even farms with a relatively high probabili-
ty of survival, such as the High Plains wheat 
and sorghum farm with a 40% debt/asset ratio, 
have practically no chance of earning a 
reasonable return on invested capital. 

"To an important extent," TAES report 
says, "these farms are surviving and opera-
ting off their equity. When (the equity) is gone, 
they will become vulnerable to financial 
failure" under the terms of the 1985 Farm Bill, 
even with the $50,000 payment limitation left 
intact. 

The TAES report says the results of their 
study suggest commercial lenders will 
scrutinize farm loans "with considerable care, 
putting more pressure on the government to 
supply the debt capital needed by higher risk 
farmers," but the task force, in its report, says 
a survey of bankers indicates commercial 
lenders will not finance 8.3% of their farm 
customers this year. 

them farms, 62% of the southern farms, and 
100% of the Coastal Bend farms would remain 
solvent with an initial debt/asset ratio of 50% 
or less. 

Under the current bill, only 22% of the nor-
thern, 44% of the southern, and 64% of the 
Coastal Bend farms would survive with a 
debt/asset ratio of 50%. That might sound bad, 
but it's still better than what would happen if 
the payment limitation was just $25,000. 

Under that scenario, the northern operations 
would completely go out of business if they 
had a debt/asset ratio of 50%, and only 2% of 
the farms with a debt/asset ratio of 40% would 
survive. Slightly more than half, 56%, would 
survive with a debt/asset ratio of 30%. 

On the southern farms, chances are actually 
better at 40% and 50% (36% and 22%, respec-
tively, would survive), but are worse (44% sur-
vival) at a 30% debt/asset ratio with a $25,000 
payment limitation. 

The probability of making a 6% rate of re-
turn, what the TAES report terms "the pro-
bability of economic success," is remarkably

2943 (Big Daddy's cutoff). 

Ernesto Castor Mora, 48, 
was killed when he was thrown 
from a 1978 Ford LTD he was 
driving. The car reportedly ran 
off the roadway and turned 
over four times. 

Mora was not wearing a seat 
belt, but a passenger in the car, 
25-year-old Jesse Robles of 
Dimmitt, was wearing a seat 
belt and was uninjured in the 
accident, according to Dept. of 
Public Safety reports. 

The car was southbound on 
FM 2943, just inside the Deaf 
Smith County line, and ran off 
the left side of the roadway and 
ran through a fence before tur-
ning over.

Callers 
will remain anonymous and rewards will be 
paid through a drop system that will ensure 
anonymity. 

A $2,500 reward is being offered through 
Castro County Crime Line for information con-
cerning the June 6, 1985 murder of Robert 
Glen Ballard near Sunnyside. 

The reward will be paid for information 
leading to the arrest and indictment of the per-
son or persons responsible for the slaying, 
which occurred near a vacant farm house 
Ballard and his wife, Patti, were planning to 
move into before Ballard was stabbed to death 
while investigating a burglary attempt.

The budget looks like a 
whopper—estimated revenues 
are expected $1.9 million, up 
over $200,000 from last year, 
with expenditures of $1.87 
million, up almost $170,000 
from the adopted 1985-86 FY 
budget. 

The current fiscal year ends 
April 30, but the City, as has 
become common practice, will 
operate "without a budget" 
until a new budget is adopted, 
possibly at the May 5 meeting. 

The budget is somewhat in-
flated because of grants from 
the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration ($322,440) and the 
Texas Aeronautics Commis-
sion ($95,000) for proposed im-
provements at Dimmitt 
Municipal Airport. Without 
those grants, the revenues 
are only $1.48 million. Dis-
bursements would drop by 
almost $450,000 for the same 
reason, and would total only 
$1.43 million. 

The revenues are based on 
the city tax rate remaining at 
28 cents per $100 valuation. 

The budget also does not call 
for any salary increases for city 
employees, but aldermen 
reportedly discussd the 
possibility of salary increases 

during a two-hour executive 
session Monday night, but no 
action was taken. 

The board okayed the release 
of prices paid for property pur-
chased adjacent to the airport, 
although the action was never 
voted on in a public meeting. 

"We want to release this in-
formation to the news media 
in the interest of being good 
sports, although according to 
our attorney we are not re-
quired to do that," said Mayor 
Wayne Collins, who reported 
the city paid $20,500 for a 
128'x757' tract belonging to 
Joe Carver which fronts on US 
385, and $4,500 for a 
63.3'x1100' tract bought from 
the Elmer Youts Estate im-
mediately behind the Carver 
parcel. 

"We invested in the real 
estate because of the need for a 
new access road to the airport 
demanded by the FAA," Col-
lins said. "The FAA indicated 
it will pay 90%, with the City 
to pay 10%.

In the strictest sense of the 

word, workers' compensation 
insurance is not "mandatory" 
in Texas. There is no fine or 
penalty for not carrying it. But 
there can be dire financial con-
sequences for the uninsured 
employer who is covered by the 
law if one of his workers suffers 
an injury. 

Once it is determined that an 
injured worker should have 
been covered by worker's 
comp, an employer liability 
policy is of no avail. These 
policies, by law, cannot be used 
to pay a claim if workers' com-
pensation insurance was re-
quired. The employer's finan-
cial exposure in such a case is 
without limit. "Jury awards 
under such circumstances at 
best are unpredictable and can 
be astronomical," Johnson cau-
tions.
