Sheriff Hunts Man 
who raped and then 
Beat young woman

DALLAS, Jan 24. Sheriff s 
deputies searched intensively yes­
terday for a sadist who criminally 
assaulted a 19-year-old girl, flog­
ged her with barbed wire and left 
her unconscious at the roadside in 
eastern Dallas county.

The girl married and living 
neai Little Rock. Ark, Thursday 
night was in critical condition at 
Parkland Hospital. She was taken 
there after Homer Gardner, a 
passing motorist, saw her lying 
unconscious about 8 a. m. fifteen 
yards off Highline Read, a mile 
north of Grove Hill Cemetery, east 
of Dallas.

The woman's slacks and under­
clothing had been ripped from her 
body. Her partly clad body show­
ed signs of the severe beating ad­
ministered with a two-foot strand 
of barbed wire lying near by.

Her assailant had lashed her 
face, arms and legs with the wire.

Parkland hospital attendants 
treated external and internal cuts 
inflicted by the wire and admims-
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tered blood transfusions through 
the day. They said her condition 
was critical and complicated by 
excessive loss of blood during the 
hours before she was discovered.

Sheriff Steve Guthrie and two 
of his homicide lieutenants ques­
tioned tkv girl at the hospital, 
pieced together the details of her 
story, and obtained a description 
ot her assailant

She told them she had met a 
large, black-haired, heavy-set man 
in Fort Worth about 8 p m. Wed­
nesday and accompanied him in 
hij large blue sedan to Dallas.

He drove directly to the road in 
the eastern part of Dallas county 
whore she was found, she said. 
There he stopped the car and forc­
ed her at the point of a knife into 
the back seat of the car where he 
assaulted her.

Afterward he dragged her from 
the car and began whipping and
jabbing her with the length of 
barbed wire, she said.
