WASHINGTON, Feb. 11. (UR) 
Secretary of War Robert P. Pat­
terson threw his support behind 
David E. Lilienthal today in the 
face of a major shift in senate Re­
publican sentiment that threaten­
ed to block Lilienthal's confirma­
tion as chairman of the atomic 
energy commission.

Patterson's surprise appearance 
before the joint congressional com­
mittee on atomic energy under­
scored the administration's grow­
ing alarm over the long delay in 
getting confirmation of Lilienthal 
and the four other atomic commis­
sioners appointed by President 
Truman last fall.

Congressional sources indicated 
that Army Chief of Staff Gen. 
Dwight T. Eisenhower also might 
testify before the hearings close.

TEACHERS’ PAY BILL.

AUSTIN, Feb. 11. Rep. Wood- 
row W. Bean of El Paso today in­
troduced a "Teachers Pay Bill" to 
be financed by an increased natu­
ral resources tax rate. He esti­
mated the increase would put an 
additional $22,000,000 per year in 
the available school fund. "The 
bill is a reasonable compromise for 
finding funds to pay the teachers 
a decent salary." Bean declared

AUSTIN. Feb. 11. Rural school 
teachers, state employees and wel­
fare recipients in Texas got a $9.- 
305,765 financial boost from the 
legislature Monday.

It finally passed emergency bills 
releasing $1,784,400 to 15,948 
teachers, at a rate of $300 a year 
each: a $3,140,000 supplemental al­
location to old ago assistance reci­
pients. needy blind and dependent 
children, and appropriating $1,315,- 
713 to raise salaries and $65,652 
for traveling expenses of state em­
ployees.

All three bills go next to Gov. 
Beauford H Jester, who recom­
mended them to the legislature 
two weeks ago.

The welfare bill raises to the 
constitutional limit of $35,000,000 
a year for allocation for the aged, 
the blind, and dependent children 
Its final approval in the legisla­

tu re  came when the senate accept­
ed a house amendment which will 
apply to future transactions, but 
not the past, a prohibition against 
granting state funds to any person 
who has transferred property with­
in the preceding two years in order 
to qualify for a pension.

The house acted finally upon the 
other bills, passing them over­
whelmingly and without changing 
the terms laid down by the senate 
The teachers' aid bill will pay $75 
a month for the next four months 
to those paid under the state 
equalization (rural aid)) law, 
which fixes the salaries. Other 
Texas teachers received raises la-if 
fall from a supplemental payment 
of state per capita apportionment 
funds.

Four bills were enacted in the 
house raising salaries of depart­
mental. eleemosynary, college and 
judiciary employees and increasing 
from $4> to $5 a day the amount 
allowed them for room and meals, 
while traveling. The salary hikes 
apply equally: 15 per cent for the 
first $3,600 a year of any salary 
and 5 per cent for the portion be­
tween $3,600 and $5,000.

Chairman Styles Bridges, It . N

tion was $31,500,000,000.

"Whether we ll wind up with 
that figure by the end of this
meeting I can't say," he told the 
United Press. The chances arc 
that if there are any revisions, 
they would be upward."

House Democratic Leader Sam 
Rayburn said meantime thjit the 
Democrats cannot decide on their
tax policies until they find out
what kind of program the Repub­
lican majority in congress offers.

It 
pears that this would weaken rath­
er than strengthen our present 
medical laws.

If. as is probable, examinati

in the six subjects not mentioned 
in the basic science bill should 
also be required, enactment of the 
proposed bill would not be an im­
provement over the present law 
We then would be just where we 
are now It would be legislation 
without apparent purpose

Out present medical laws, with 
minor revision, have afforded the 
public adequate protection ever 
since 1907. Let's leave well 
enough alone:
