Editor Braswell o f the Clarendon 
News is opposed to li e use o f the re­
vised version of the Bible, and says 
the King James version is decidedly 
the best. He avers that if it alone 
were use,I there would be no such a 
thing as higher criticism, etc.

That is a question. There has been 
much additional material secured 
beating on the Bible and the ways of 
the people o f Bible times, which was 
not available when the King James 
version was written three- hundred 
years ago, also words that were in 
common use in those days are now 
obsolete or o f changed meaning— for 
instance, the word “ charity’* hail a 
different meaning in King James' 
day than it does now, for then it 
meant love, now it means giving of 
aims.

The revised version was compiled 
by able and godly men o f each de­
nomination. and they had in addition 
to the Jsmrs version at their dis­
posal thousands o f manuscripts that 
were not available in King James' 
time, and unquestionably these men 
wrote the revised version prayerfully 
and conscientiously, and we believe 
that the result o f their work is more 
trustworthy than the old version, and 
reveals God's program with human­
ity more clearly.

But. if  a man will live according 
to either version he will measure up
to what God would have him lie.

Mott o f the Young Men’s Christian 
Association; B is h o p s  McDowell, 
Burke. Anderson and Mitchell o f the 
Methodist Episcopal Church, Bishop 
Caper* o f the Episcopal diocese of 
Western Texas. Miss Evangeline 
Booth o f the Salvation Army, the 
Rev. Dr. Nehemiah Boynton o f New 
York. President McCracken of Yas- 
-ar College and Mrs. Anna A. Gor- 
• lon. Prt -ident of the National W o­
men's Christian Temperance Union.

The statement issued says;
“The conference is liased upon the 

following facts:
“ First, there is in certain sections 

an alarming and unnecessary degree 
of violation o f the statutes and a 
dangerous, widespread indifference 
to al Iki nds o f laws which seem to 
interfere with so-called ‘personal lib- 
erty.’

“ Second, this disregard o f ’ he 
fuixiamental procr- es o f law en-| 
actment and law enforcement, if  |mr-1 
mitted to go unrestrained, will even­
tually manifest itself in increased I 
violation o f all law', and the rule o f I 
the mob will become the method o f I 
the vicious.

“ Third,— There is abundant evi­
dence that the enemies o f the Kis'i-I 
teenth Amendment and the Volstead I 
act are carrying on a wide campaign! 
o f publicity, which is entirely ful-e, I 
concerning the degree o f the viola­
tion o f the prohibitory enactments, 
the purpose tieing to poison the p"'>-1 
lie mind ami bring bark the open sa­
loon under the deceptive disguise o f l  
legalization in favor o f 'light wines 
and beer.'

Fifth—The overwhelming majority 
o f the people o f the United States 
are law-abiding ci'izens; they are 
unchangeably opposed to violation of 
laws; tbe> do not respect those who 
are seeking to break down the Con 
stitution, either as so-called ‘ boot- 
loggers’ or those who illegally buy 
intoxicating liquors.”

The Stuart painting of Wash­
ington, said to lie the best o f the first 
President, was heroically saved by 
Dolly Madison, wife o f President 
James Madison.

Until 1*57, during the Buchanan 
administration the portraits of the 
President* were purchased unofficially 
arul that year congress authorized a 
commission to purchase the portraits 
of the Presidents to lie hung in the 
White House. In this executive’s art 
gallery also are some remarkable 
portraits o f some former mistresses of 
the White House, the most of which 
were presented to the government. 
That of Mrs. Roosevelt was presented 
by th epeople of France. The picture 
o f Mrs. Yun Buren shows her adorn­
ed with an enormous plumes! head­
dress ami displaying a handkerchief 
of large proportions. Mi Folk i- 

i depicted in a headdress o f pink fea 
thers. There is also a White House 
library started by President Filmore 
under a special appropriation from 
congress. Grover Cleveland added to 
this a noted collection o f children’s 
books. The Presidents often bring 
their own favorite books to the White 
House ami take them away when their 
terms expire.

The White House conservatory ha- 
delighted thousands o f guests. Flow­
ers from the White House have given 
cheer ami new hope to the mained , 
inmates of Walter Reed Hospital ami 
to other invalids and shut-ins. Th, 
floral decoration for White House re 
ception* and dinners have been lav­
ish and particularly artistic. To pro (
