JAFAN ASSAILS U. S
ANTI ALIEN LAW

Fa.ion's Formal Protest On Land 
Ownmltip Rule Is Presented . 

To United States.

Washington. I>ec L‘ f. Japm has 
made for nal representation to the 
I'nited States amounting to u pro­
test ag.ii.iist the antl-allen land law*; 
of California and other western 
states, tt w* s |carn-d on reliable au- I 
thorlty here today.

The protest ts understoo*! to have 
been made in a communication to I
the state depart meat by Ambassa 
dor llanihara, Japanese envoy to 
Washington.

The step by Japan follows closely 
upon the recent decisions of the 
I'nited St-ites supreme court, con- 
flrminr the constitutionality of the
western laws barring Japanese from 
holding lands in any way In those 
. tates for agricultural purposes

Th Japanese convmmilcat ton It j 
not under*tood to protest against

the opinions of the supreme court, 
*-ut to object to the situation that 
•esult* from the court's decision.

The protest from J-<pan, accord­
ing lo the view in some uuarters 
here. Is th natural conieunence and 
c lim ax 'to  the long history of the 
western anti-alien land legislation, 
as the diplomatic correspondence 
that previously has passed between 
the I ’ nited Stat s and Japan on the 
subject has foreshadowed such a 
step as vbe prevent note front Toklo

The American government has 
not replied to th Japanese, but Is 
expectnd to do so In the neur fu­
ture.

Since Secretary Hughes came In­
to office it has be-n the tacit under­
standing of the two governments 
that nothing pracUru.ble could be 
done towards negotiations for a 
settlement of this question until the 
stipt- me court had passed on the 
constitutionality of th* untl-allea 
land few*

HIGHWAYS AFTER JAN 1, 1924

The last legislature placed upon ' 
the State Highway Department the 
responsibility of maintaining l#,0O# 
mike of road In Texas the entire 
State System of hlghwuys which 
curries approMututely *5 per cent 
of the motor vehicle truffle. This 
responsibility falls upon th** Depirt- j 
ment January I, IS24, In tote not 
1,1*00 miles the first three month*, 
then 5.000 the next six months, then 
10,000 I he first year, but |H,«0o 
miles the first day of January l!*2t 
This la without a doubt the biggest 
<<di peer undertaken in the lu  ted 
Slates, not only from the a mount of i I 
nouey involved, but from the ter­
ritory covered and from the point 
of Intereat with which -It will he 
v. atched throughout the Suite and 
Nation

This responsibility was not thrust
upon the Highway Commission It 
was solicited by them, because ihey 
real!»ed that it was utter folly to 
build expensive roads w.thout a ays 
tematb method of preserving them 
tnd that this was the only way we 
could ever have a complete system 
ot stite highways. The members 
of th» Highway Commission realize 
fully the responsibility which rests 
upon them and th«!r organization, 
and they are alive to the fact that 
the r standing in the public eve is 
dependent upon theti ability to han­
dle this situation 'T h e  State High­
way Engineer and hla assist.tits In 
charge of this work realize the gra» - j| 
itv of the responalbility and they 
know that their reputation as engi­
neers and as public servants depends 
upon th Ir ability to discharge the 
duties which will be imposed upon 
them

It will be ImpvtMdblc to secure the 
desired results within a month or In 
two or three months. It will lake 
time and hard work to get an or- 
calilsatlon of this size to working 
smoothly. It* rdJea being a uiolnetl- 
tous task, lit Is an unexplored field 

to speak, there are bo defined 
Unes to follow, mistakes will he 
made xperience and practice must 
teach them much.

January 1st will not find a fully 
manned and equipped organization 
ready to spring into play. The peo­
ple ahould know that though Jan­
uary 1*1 was set as the date for the 
department to take over the road*, 
no authority to purchase ma> bin­
ary or equipment before this date 
was given, und no funds were avail­
able before January 1st for the pur­
pose. therefore, aft-r this date, all 
equipment must tie purchased and 
distributed patrolmen must be hir­
ed and Instrxtcted - assignment! 
must be made and many other de- 
talla worked ottl.

All preliminary reports and sur­
veys h-ive been made— theoretical 
plans have all been drawn up and 
the theoretical organization com­
pleted. but the real organization Is 
yet to be fornwd
