the early day you could sight 

a covered wagon on the horizon, and 
the joyous yell* would go up from 
the trail blazers, as they knew that 
a new family wa* going to join them 
m their pioneering in this Great Wes­
tern country.

Coming to a 
place, a section of the country where 
they have l»een told in former years 
was a great desert, where people 
could not exist, where you would 
starve to death if you tried to make a 
living farming. These people have 
found that all the«e tale* about the 
the Great Plains country being a des­
ert were untrue, they have found out 
that there i» more god pure water to 

.the square fot on the Plains than 
there is to the square mile in Central 
and F.astern Texas, they have found 
out that you can raise more of any 
crop you plant on the Plains than you 

'can raise in Eastern or Central Tex­
as, and that by proper farming you 
can make a better crop every year on 

I the Plains than you can any where 
el«e in the state.

It is a sad sight to see scores of 
these people, who have wasted their 
 ̂lives in other parts of this and other 
I states, renting land, and making crop 
failure, coming into thi* section of

pletely starved out down in the state,

* pe< pic are all good people, most of 
them are hard working and good fa r­
mers, they have been brought to a 
poverty stricken condition by bad crop 
year* and a mortgage busine**, they 
have had to depend upon a cotton crop 
to pull them out, year after year the 
mortgage ha* grown, one year a fair 
crop, the next a failuure, not enough 
money in the good year to take care 
of the bad. They have fought a good 
fight and lust, now they are turning 
to a country where there ran be some­
thing raised he*ide* cotton, where if 
the season i* unfavorable for one crop 
yo* ran plant an harvest another, 
where you are sure o f a feed crop ev­

ery year. Think of it there has been 
farming in Floyd county for 42 years, 
und never has there been a total fail 
,re Here tf a man fails to raise a 
wheat crop in the spring, he has plen 
ty of time to raise a cotton and feed 
crop in the summer, and we never 
have failed to have enough ram to 
raise at least one crop each year, and 
many years we raise both large wheat 
and feed crop* in the same year, and 
cotton does as well on the Plains as 
in any other section of the state, mak 
ing from a quarter to a bale to the j 
acre each year. Then you don't have 

l to worry with the boll weevil up here, 
Mr. Boll Weevil ha* no u*e for the 
Plains country, he like the cattle tick, 
don't dare to take a chance on the 
Plains, it is not suited to his well-be­
ing.

The past week more than a hundred 
good farmers, from North Texas. Cen­
tral Texas, Fast Texas, South Texa«, 
Oklahoma, New Mexico, and various 
other parts of the country have been 
in Lockney looking out locations 
Most of these men are good farmers,' 
but they just staid down in the stick* 
one year too many. Most o f these 
men want to rent farms, they have 
not got the money to pay down on a 
place. They want to move here and 
live, they want to farm on the Plains. 
The Lockney Chamber of Commerce 
is endeavoring to induce land owners 
to build houses on the larger tracts of 
lands that are not in cultivation in the 
county, and rent farms to these men. 
It is hoped that such arrangements 
can l>e made, that at least two or three 
hundred farm houses will be built, and 
that many o f the tenants of the drouth 

! districts can be located in this section 
of the country. We believe in giving 
a man a chance. These people are 
mostly ambitious and good workers, 
as very few people come to West Tex­
as who are not ambitious. Thi* coun­
try is inspiring to men, to live here
