HISTORY REPEATS ITSELF

“ It is a gloomy moment in history. 
Not for many years -not in the Iif>- 
time of most men who read this pa­
per— has there been so much grave 
and deep apprehension; never ha* the 
future seemed so incalculable as at 
this time. In our own country there 
Is universal commercial prostration 
and panic, and thou-ands of our poor 
est fellow-citiaens are turned out 
against the approaching winter with- 
cut employ in, tit, and without the 
prospect of it.

"In  France the political caldron 
seethes and bubbles with uncertainty; 
Russia hangs, as usual, like a cloud, 
dark and silent, upon the hurt ion of 
Europe; while all the energies, re­
source* and influences of the British 
Empire are sorely tried, and are yet 
to be tried more sorely, in coping 
with the vast and deadly Indian in­
surrection, and with its disturbed re­
lations in China.

" It  is a solemn moment, and no 
man can feel an indifference (which, 
happily, no man pretends to feel I in 
the issue of events.

“O f our own troubles no man ran 
see the end. They are fortunately, 
as yet, mainly commercial; and if we 
are only to lose money, and by pain­
ful poverty to be taught wisdom— 
the wisdom of honor, of faith, of 
sympathy and of charity— no man 
need seriously to despair. And yet 
the very haste to be rich, which ia 
the occasion of this widespread ca­
lamity, has also tended to destroy the 
normal forces with which we are to 
resist and subdue the calamity.'*

The paragraphs quoted shove were 
not written yesterday, although they 
are eery much the same sort of thing 
that many people are saying today 
They were printed in Harper's Week­
ly on October 10, 1857. seventy-four 
years ago

If  in these seventy-four years there 
had been mi change we would have 
good ground for pessimism now But I 
everybody knows that during moet ,,f 
that time this country has experienc 
ed good times steadily getting better

Whs» happened before will happen 
again. From all that we ran see and 
hear we believe that the worst of the 
present situation is over and that 
d*tion« are on the mend And wi

There are a number of contributing 
causes to present day conditions, hut 
the chief one is the contraction of the 
currency.

And yet we have one-third more gold 
than we hail in 1920.

When money is scarce, it becomes 
more valuable because of its scarcity, 
and property becomes lower in value. 
Nothing would do more to restore 
normal conditions than an ircrcaie in 
the volume of money. This would 
make money more plentiful and would 
increase the value of property ti us 
stimulating prices of property and 
products, encouraging trade anil fur­
nishing work to a vast Somber of the 
uneniployrd.

Naturally this centralization of 
money has resulted in mergers, mo­
nopolies and the lessening of individ­
ual opportunity.

In the meantime some immediate 
changes need to lie made. Th , lopsid 
ed tariff, which is destroying our for­
eign trade, should be revised.

Provision should Ik- made for tak­
ing up the current installments due 
the Farm Ixian Banks and placing 
them behind the other installments.
1 introduced a measure a year ago. 
H. R. 16.258, to d«> this. Several 
other members introduced similar 
measures. But due to the opposition 
of the bank officials and the adminis­
tration they were defeated.

These measures will be reintroduc­
ed, and in view of a recent statement I
by the President, indicating that he 
now recognizes the necessity for such 
action, it is to be hoped that some 
such measures will be enacted. This 
is more important than any foreign 
moratorium, as home ownership is 
one o f the greatest safeguards of our 
national life.
