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Areas Of Five Texas Counties
In Cattle Scabies Quarintene

According to OCharles Hottel,
County Agricultural Agent, notice
has been given that the Admini-
strator of the Agricultural Re-
search Service, Animal Health Di-
vision of the U. S. Department
of Agriculture on January 14, 19
66 issued a Federal quarantine
restricting the movement of all
cattle from certain portions of
5 Texas Counties (Castro, Lamb,
Hale, Swisher and Floyd). This
applies to cattle being offered
for shipment to points out of the
state of Texas only. Such quar-
antine will appear in the next
issue of the Federal Register.
The two Federal Cattle Scabies
quarantine areas are described as
follows:

“That portion of Castro, Swish-
er, Hale and Lamb Cocunties sur-
rounding Hart in Castro County,
Texas lying within the area
bounded by a line bezinning at
a point in Dimmitt where State
Highway 86 intersents U. S. High-
way 385; thence running in a
southerly direction along Highway
385 for a distance of approxi-
mately 22 miles to U. S. High-
way T0 for a distance of ap-
proximately 25 miles to Farm
Road 1424; thence runningz in a
northerly direction along Road
1424 for a distance of approxi-
mately 24 miles to State Highwav
86; thence running in a westerly
direction along State Highway 86
for a distance of approximate-
ly 22 miles to point of beginning
in the town of Dimmitt."

Producers antcipating sale of
cattle into a market which offers
cattle for movement to other
states should request Federal In-
specton prior to movement from
any premise lying within the quar-
antined areas. All requests for
federal inspection should be
routed through Inspector V. H.
Holland, Congress Inn, Plainview.

Anyone wishing their cattle to
be inspected before movement
out of the quarantine area, which
is Precinct 1 in Castro County,
please notify County Agent Char-
les Hottel. Arrangements are to
be made through the county a-
gent's office.

Texas Dedhs
Show Decline
During 1965

The Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety estimates that fewer
people were killed in Texas traf-
fic accidents during 1965 than in
1964. It is estimated that the
firal count will be ahout three
per cent less than the 1964 all
time high of 3,006 traffic deaths.

The Texas Highway Patrol in-
vestigated 16 accidents on rural
highways ir Castro County dur-
ing the month of December, ac-
cordinz to Sergeant W. E. Wells,
Highway Patrol Supervisor of this
area.

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for Castro County for the
calendar year of 1965 shows a to-
tal of 117 crashes resulting in
seven persons killed, 90 injured,
and an estimated property dam-
age of $78,512.00.

The patrol supervisor remind
ed all motorists to think about
reducing the deaths even more n
1966 than in 1965. This reduction
can be brought about by stric
observance of traffic laws and de-
fensive driving practices.

Livestock Price
Prospects Are
Bright For 1966

Prospects for livestock prices
for the year ahead are bright.

Ed Uvacek, livestock marketing
specialist at Texas A&M Univer-
sity, says lower cattle numbers, a
smaller calf crop, and a reduced
slaughter level should hold fed
cattle and feeder calf prices a-
bove 1965 levels.

He adds that 1966 may well he
one of the most profitable years
since the early 1950's for sheep
and lamb producers.

The specialist believes by
prices during the first half of
1966 will again establish new
highs. A large production expun-
sion of the spring pig crop could
provide an over-correction on the
number of hogs and force price
levels during the last half of 1966
to levels slightly below those cf
last year.

Uvacek says the inventory count
of cattle and calves on farms on
January 1 is expected to be down
about one and a half million
head from a year ago. He be-
lieves herd liquidation to continue
through 1966 but at a slower rate,
thus reducing the number sfill
further on next January 1. This,
he adds, may well be the end of
liquidation and the start of ano-
other build up phase for a new
cycle.

He noted that cow slaughter in
1965 was up about 26 percent over
1964 and was a major factor in
the January 1 inventory reduc-
tion figure. But there were oth-
er factors which added strenzth
to the 1965 market; steer slaugh-
ter was down and heifer slaughter
up and slaughter weights of both
steers and heifers were down,
thus reducing the total production
of beef.

Ucavek expects cow prices to
seasonally move higher into the
spring and then slack off during
summer and fall. The demand
for replacements plus lower lev-
els of imports strengthened cow
prices during 1965, and will con-
tinue to influence 1966 prices, he
adds.

Fish should be strung through
the lower jaw only.

What’s wrong with stringing
through both lips?

A fish’s nostrils are only shal-
low pits not opening back, and
his lips are stiff, hard. If your
lips were taped together in the
middle, you «could breathe
through your nose, or open your
lips at just one side to do so;
but a fish obviously can do
neither. Therefore, if his lips
are practically fastened to-
gether in the middle, so little
'water can get through that he
immediately begins to weaken
and slowly die.

Also, when a bass is strung
through both lips, his flopping
around tears the thin parts of
his upper jaw very badly and
it soon becomes suffused and
discolored with blood — so when
you bring him in to show him
off to your friends, he presents
a disgusting rather than an ad-
mirable appearance. A walleye
is much like a bass in this re-

spect. “A pike has a still more
extensive area of very thin tis-
sue on his upper jaw, so he’ll
look terribly mangled and nasty
if strung through lips,” warns
Jason Lucas, Angling Editor of
[Sports Afield Magazine, :
Remember not to leave that

stringer of fish out when run-
ning full out—it will pull your
boat sidewise and slow you
down, At slow speeds, there is
little problem of drag, as the
fish’s mouths are not held open.
There’'s another important
angle to the question of how to
string your fish: You may have
on your stringer as many as you
want to take in — which, if
you're a sportsman rather than
a fish hog, will often be fewer
than the law allows. But you
keep on fishing for sport—with
artificials, so as not to hook the
fish deeply and injure them bad-
ly — and releasing them. And
you happen to land one much
larger than any you already
have. :

hind his hard lip, there will be
only a tiny hole there (which
will soon heal), and he’ll look
as fresh as when you first
caught him—so you can feel
justified in liberating your
smallest to put that big one on
instead. Of course nobody with
the most rudimentary notions of
sportsmanship, or even decency,
would turn a fish loose with hijs
upper jaw badly mutilated by
two-lip stringing.

Washington Report

The President’s State of the Un-
jon address marked the first im-
portant session of the Congress
this year. In his talk the Presi-
dent made a number of proposals
of special interest to Texans.

I was most pleased with the
President’s reaffirmation of our
intention to guarantee the inde-
pendence of South Vietnam; I
was, however, most disappointed
that he called for elimination of
our Texas Right-to-Work law and
that he failed to call specifically
for a Viemam G, I. Bill to aid
our fighting men.

During the coming year, I will
continue to support a firm stand
against Communistic aggression
in Asia. I will continue to ad-
vocate a Vietnam G. I. Bill. And,
I will continue to fight for pre-
servation of the Right to Work.

The President also suggested
that we trade more with the com-
munist nations of Eastern Europe.
I do not think we should in-
crease trade nor grant trade bene-
fits to communist nations whieh
are suppoerting the North Vietna-
mese and the Viet Conz in their
attack upon South Vietnam's in-
dependence and thus are assisting
in the KkKilling of American bovs.

The President also asked for
an increase in excise taxes which
were just cut, effective the first
of this menth. I do not think this
is necessary. It envisions the
shortest tax reduction in all his-
tory if the newly-effective cut
ncw is to be wiped out. Reim-
posing the telephcne and automo-
bile evc'se taxes would bring in
very limited revenue and weuld
strike hardest at those Americans
who use these necessities every
day. If additional funds really
are needed, there are better
places to get them. Indeed, cut-
backs in presently wasted fede-
ral expenditures could easily
match the revenue this proposed
tax increase would bring in.

The President also mentioned
the possibility of making some
changes in ‘the trial-by-jury sy-
stem. I hope Congress will pro-
ceed with utmost caution in this
area. The trial by jury is a ba-
sic American freedom that has
stood the test of time. We must
be very careful not to damage
that right.

In behalf of the Officers and
Members of the Texas Safety
Association, T want to thank you
for your cooperation in present-
ing the case for safety to the
people of Texas during the past
year.

I especially want to commend
you for your news coverage dur-1
ing holiday periods. We firmly
believe that without the support
of the media that the holiday
death tolls in our state would be
much higher.

During the recent Christmas -
New Year's 10day holiday period,
145 persons died accidentally in
Texas. The traffic toll was held
below the estimate. It was esti-
mated that 110 persons would be
killed in holiday traffic. The toll
was 93.

It appears that the public edu-
cation programs in the area of
traffic safety were efeective. How-
ever, there were more persons
killed in other types of accidents
than expected. It was estimated
that 42 persons would be killed
in non-transport accidents. The
toll was 52. A preliminary re
view of fatality reports indicates
this increase was related to death
asscciated with fires,

Each year over 6,200 persons
are being killed accidentally in
Texas. And, as our state grows
and prospers, accident prevention
problems can be expected fto
grow also. The need for creat-
ing a public awareness of all
types of accident hazards remains
a challenge.

We urge you to continue your
current support of accident pre-
vention programs and to expand
your efforts to meet the needs
of our rapidly growing state.

A number of hot controversies
are going to develop in this Ses-
sion of Congress over points and
programs mentioned by President
Johnson in his proposal for a
Constitutional amendment to ex-
tend the terms of Members of
four years, concwrrent with that
of the President. Terms of House
members are now two years, as
they have been through all of the
Nation’s history,

I'm opposed to any change in
the length of term of House mem-
bers. There are sound and sub-
stantial reasons for not tamper-
ing with the present, proven sy-
stem, and I'd like to review a
few of them with you.

First, a reference to history:
Many Delegates to the Constitu-
tional Convention in 1 87 felt that
annual elections should be held
for members of the House of Re-
presentatives following the colo-
nial practice which was designed
as a check on royal Z0Vernors.
Other Delezates argued that the
terms should be for three years
in order to enable Represenntan-
tives to acquire knowledge of the
interests and needs of States oth-
er than their own. James Mad-
ison, supporting the three-year
term, argued that one year would
be almost consumed in preparing
for and traveling to and from
the seat of national business. On
the other side, Elbridge Gerry of
Massachusetts considered annual
elections the only defense of the
people against tyranny. He stat-
ed that he was as much against
a triennial House as against a
hereditary Executive.

Finally, the Delegates to the
Constitutional Convention decided
in favor of three-year terms while
meetig in Committee of the
Whole — but the Convention it-
self later fixéd the term at two
years as a compromise between
a one-year and three-year term
Thus it has remained.

It is essential that the House
of Representatives remain fully
accountable to the people, that its
members reflect the will of the
people they represent. Members
of the U. S. Senate represent
broader interests, as our Consti-
tution determined the system;
Senators speak for their States
and are more truly trustees of
broad interests than representa-
tives of specific districts or areas.
The argument as fto whether
House members should be trust-
ees or representatives has run
through history, but I believe (as
I think most of my colleagues
in the House believe) that the sol-

emn responsibility of House mem-
bers is to reflect the majority
will of the people of their dis-
tricts when that will can be deter-
mined. When it is not possible to
know how constituents would feel
on a particular issue before the
House, it is the obligation then
of the Member to make the besl
decision possible.

Whatever the approach to vot-
ing, it is essential to the system
that the people who elect Mem-
bers of the House be able to re-
view their work and make chan-
ges, if they see fit, at frequent
intervals. In this way, the House
— and thus national legislation
remains fully in the hands
of the people. Power resides in
the people acting through their
representatives and it is incum-
bent upon the representatives to
remain fully responsive. Govern-
ment by the people requires
as an indispensable element the
continuing power of the people to
control those who represent them.
Texans recently reemphasized the
validity of this point by turning
down a proposed amendment to
the State Constitution to extend
the terms of members of he
Texas Legislature. The principle
is the same as in the current con-

troversy.

Four-year terms might make
for an easier life for the office
holder but good government would
suffer. And, again, as President
Harry Truman said of his job,
“If you can't stand the heat get
out of the kitchen."”

On these cards, the claim-
ants should report to the Veterans
Administration, their total annual
income for the calendar year of
1965 and the total income they

endar year of 1966.

From the information shown on
these cards, the Veterans Admin-
istration determines the amount
of pension benefits a person is en-
titled to receive.

To qualify for certification, a
plant operator must have accimu-
lated a prescribed amount ct-
ual work experience. He mugt al-
so have attended both regional
and statewide short schools at
which the techniques of water
treatment and waste water dis-
posal are taught, and must have
passed an examination given by
State Health Department sanitary
engineers.

State law requires that at least
one operator per shift be certi-
fied for competency by health de-
| | partment  engineers, but many
| |operators  seek certification on
heir own time and at their owr
expense to increase their efficicne
cy as key puble servants.

The engineers said the attain-
ment is evidence of Cowart's ef-
forts to better prepare himsell
for the duties of his profession.

Low-Cost Windbreak
Planting Stock

Offered Landowners

Texas farmers and ranchers
can get low cost tree and shrub
planting stock to set out as wind~
breaks, according to Bill Smith.
Extension forester, Texas A&M
University.

Seventeen species of trees and
shrubs are available from the
Texas Forest Service at a deliv-
ered cost of $1.50 a hundred, plus
sales tax. The plants will be
shipped to landowners beginning
in mid-February.

Application forms for ordering
the trees are available from off-
ices of local county agents,
The trees and shrubs can be
used for windbreak, soil stabiliza-
tion, or Christmas tree plantings,
but can't be used or resold for
shade or ornamental purposes.
Orders for the trees must be in
multiples of 50, and orders for
less than 100 plants cannot be ae-
cepted.

Some of the planting stock ayail-
able includes black walnut, ca-
talpa, mulberry, bois d' arc, 1ob-
lolly pine, red cedar sycamore
and euonymus.

Seedling orders will be packed
in moss and moisture proof paper
PURCHASER. SAID Smith.
