Inflation has been in the news 
more in the past few days than 
ever before. Even a television net-
work devoted an entire program 
to the subject and the last admin-
istrator of OPA, Michael V. De-
Salle, was in the news again, ad-
vocating some type of voluntary 
price controls. He even suggested 
that the president use the per-
suasive powers of his office to en-
courage the big corporations and 
businesses to initiate self impos-
ed price controls. 

I am no part of an economist. 
In fact I have had very little con-
tact with money or anything of 
very much cash value, it follows 
that I can't speak with anything 
approaching a large hunk of auth-
ority concerning things financial. 
However, try as I would. I couldn't 
find the logic in the idea that ten 
percent added to everybody's in-
tome tax would put a damper on 
inflation. Apparently about all that 
little gimmick did was to make it 
harder for everybody to pay their 
light bill and green fees. 

Far be it from me to presume 
to tell the powers that be, or that 
was, how to run their business but 
somebody is going to be forced to 
make some changes. Ours is a rich 
and powerful country and wealthy 
as all get out, but everything has 
its paint of exhaustion, even the 
United States of America. 

In addition to the subject of in-
flation another matter of general 
interest that has been appearing 
in the papers recently has to do 
with munitions and armament fac 
tories reaping exorbitant profits 
from the production of war mater-
ials. To me. this seems to be the 
most likely cause of inflation. This 
segment of our economy is not in 
the business of cleating wealth 
but actually are engager) in the 
business of destroying wealth and 
devouring the growth potential of 
the nation's economy. We are not 
knocking our defense establish-
ment, we are proud of it and it 
must be maintained.

Up in the air 

with Nancy

Well, here I am again to telt 
about my flying experiences. This 
week we only flew twice because 
of bad weather. We did start 
ground school on Tuesday and 
Thursday nights. 

IN MY first lesson this week, 
I practiced 360-degree turns (a 
whole circle) while trying to keep 
the same altitude. That is kind 
of hard for me. We practiced 
approach and departure stalls 
again, and I'll say that I am get-
ting more used to them. I think 
thc approach stalls are worse. 

We practiced an emergency 
landing and then went back to 
the airport to practice a few take-
offs and landings. Then we filled 
in my log book and set a time 
for me to fly every day. It is 
supposedly "the best time of a 
Golden Spread morning" — 8 a.m. 
It really isn't as bad as I let 
on. 

The next lesson, at 8 a.m., we 
practiced those stalls again, but 
after this time Brice Dowell, my 
instructor, said I could take a 
rest from them for a while. I 
didn't mind at ALL! 

THEN WHILE we were flying 
along, Brice pulled the throttle 
off and said, "Now we've lost our 
engine so what do we do?" Sc 
we practiced an emergency land-
ing without actually completely 
landing out in a field. Then we 
went back to the airport and 
practiced take-offs and landings 
with a cross wind. 

Now to tell about ground school. 
We have it every Tuesday and 
Thursday nights at 8. Tuesday 
we studied principles of flight, 
which includes: forces acting on 
the airplane, functions of the con-
trols, and loads and load factors. 
Thursday night we studied air-
craft structure and engine oper 
ation and started the Federal 
Aviation Administration regula-
tions. 

I was told to be sure and tell 
who was in the class so I will .

State DPS
