More than 30 IValhart firms 
have already joined the com­
munity-wide effort to Kte.p up 
sales of defeiiae saving stamfis. 
It was revealed at noon.

But this is just a starter in the 
opinion of J. T. Mann, Jr., chair­
man of the Dallam County De­
fense Bond Committee: and Post­
master Jack M. Wade, who is a 
member of Mann’s committee and 
also is chairman of the Dallam 
County Postmasters committee foi 
sale of defense savings bonds and 
stamps.

The plan for stepping up sales of 
defen.se savings stamps briefly is 
this:

All stores, retail outlets, banks 
and similar institutions are hence­
forth to keep a supply of defense 
savings stamps in their cash reg­
isters and when a customer makes 
a purchase he can, if he likes', take 
the stamps in change; or he can 
take part of his change in stamps

It his, however, been emphasized 
time and again that no one will be 
urged to take the stamps. They 
will simply be offered to men and 
women, boys and girls.

Behind this national program, 
which was organized locally by the 
County Defense Bond and County 
Po.stmasters committees, headed by 
Mann and Wade ,1s this reasoning: 
A person with a spare dime or 
quarter might not take the trouble 
to go to the posi office to huy a 
defen-s«* savings stamp, but if one 
was offered to him in the store or 
firm where he happened to be at 
the time he would jump at the 
chance to take it.

Mann and Wade, with help they 
have been able to enlist, have tried 
to contact every firm in Dalhart 
and ask them personally to join 
the campaign. That, of course, has 
been impossible in the short time 
allotted. The two men had their 
own businesses to look after, pre­
venting them from making all the 
contacts they had mapped. In ad­
dition, they missed some managers 
and owners when they made the 
call.

For that reason the 33 firms 
whose names are signed to the 
page ad in today’s Texan repre­
sents just the start of the cam­
paign, Mann and Wade said. The 
ad sets forth the necessity and ben­
efits of defense savings purchases.

“ We expect to keep right on un­
til we do contact every business in­
stitution in the city,” Mann said. 
“We would like to have 103 pet 
cent cooperation, and the splendid 
response secured so far indicates 
that the goal is not at all impos 
slble.”

While the local program was be 
ing perfected by Mann and Wade, 
it so happened that about the 
same time a similar program', plan­
ned on a national «basis, was being 
developed.

Part of the national program was 
to put the defense savings stamps 
on sale in the nation’s several mil­
lion chain stores, his phase of the 
program was organized down to a 
state and community basis. More 
than a thousand chain stores in 
Texas lined up. A. G. riplett. man­
ager of the J. C. Penney Co. store 
in Dalhart, was made chairman of 
the Dalhart Chain Store Managers 
Association.

When he got his literature and 
instructions for starting the chain 
store defen.se savings stamps cam­
paign locally the program originat­
ed by Mann and Wade was already 
in gear.

Planned Sabotage 
Strongly Implied

WASHINGTON — "Sinister and 
planned sabotage” may be back of 
charges tt.hat there is no Eastern 
gasoline shortage, and that reports 
of it are only Administration ef­
forts to whip up war propaganda, 
declared Assistant OH Coordinator 
Davies today.

The Eastern gasoline situation 
unfortunately is a weak spot in 
the nation's defen.se program, he 
added. And because of that might 
be tthe target of saboteurs who are 
using it to create confusion and 
spread dissension.

As proof of the fact that there 
is a real gasoline shortage, he said 
he could get no bidders on a con­
tract to furnish 2,500,ÜÜÜ barrels of 
oil to the U. S. Navy. .

Tankers were so busy hauling 
gasoline to tihe Atlantic seaboard, 
that companies would not consider 
the oil contract unless *he Navy’s 
own tankers would haul the oil 
from the Gulf coa.st.

Finnish thrusts against Leningrad- 
But observers agreed that a morn 
significant action is the •bristling 
Russian drive that is hammering 
toward Gomel, taken by the Germ­
ans several days ago.

Some observers said at noon that 
Gomel might have been re-taken by 
the Reds. The Soviets said this 
drive had already smashed fivn 
enemy divisions, and that their 
forces were slicing steadily thru 
heavy German resistance.

This counter-attack is significant 
because ,lf successful, it will elimc 
inate the chance of a German 
flank attack against the Russian 
lines stretching from Gomel south­
ward to the Black Sea.

If that flank attack ever de­
velops. the Nazi conceivably could 
cut in behind the Red defenders, 
and paralyze all Soviet resistance 
south of Moscow and west of the 
rich Donetz industrial basin.

Nazis reiterated their last night’s 
report that they had reached and 
cut Russia’s vital Leningrad-Mos- 
cow railway.

Pierre Ltival. vice-premier in the 
Vich.v government before he was 
shown the door b.v Premier-Mar­
shall Petain and long an ardent 
pro-Nazi, is reportedly resting well 
this afternoon after ph.vsicians had 
operated to remove the bullet of 
his would-be as.sassin.

Paul Colette. 29, who made hi» 
attempt yesterday under the very 
thumbs of Nazi watchdogs, injured 
three other persons, apparently 
pro-Nazi Frenchmen, who were 
trying to protect I.3val. The poli­
tician was shot in Versailles as he 
accepted volunteers to fight the 
Russians.

The attempt accelerated the 
ruthless German and Vichy pro­
gram to stamp out terrorists and 
Communists. Three persons were 
guillotined today in Paris. Many 
others drew' long prison terms.

Most commentators see special 
significance in the fact that Col­
ette contends and may have prov­
en that he is a supporter of Gen­
eral Charles de Gaulle, leader at 
the Free French forces, that have 
never stooped to lick the Nazi 
boots.

Germany has been claiming all 
along that the unrest and wave of 
sabotage in France were due to

BUT Y O U ’VE GO T TO BE EQUIPPED FOR IT

It shortens the Pacific 
route for U. S. supplies to the Near East, whence they can be trans- 
s^hi]>ped to Russia, the Suez area or North Africa.

There’s .a lesson in this, it seems to us, for the farmer. He 
wants to plan his work so he’s through on one front before he has 
to shift to another; or so each front he opens will be a help.

W ith good equipment he can do this. He gets his plowing 
done in time to take advantage of the most favorable planting 
season. He gets that done in time to start cultivating at the right 
moment. The weeds never get the jumi) on him.

EPe gets hai'vesting done on time. Then if he has vei-satile 
equipment, like Farmall tractors and the McCormick-Deering 
line, he can make ensilage, or do a thousand and one other things 
that all add up to more farm profits.

WASHINGTON, D. C.. Aug. 30.— 

The nation should be run for the 
good of the people as a whole. Be­
cause a person has money—espe­
cially if inherited he should hate 
no special privileges. Likewise, no 
special privileges should go to ant- 
group because they happen to he 
organized.

,\re e I'ree?
Government should run a nation 

on a "free and equal” 'basis. For 
selfish political reasons. Congress 
has thrown out this basic principle. 
We are giving speci.al jirivileges to 
special groups. Real freedo.Ti' no 
longer e.xists for any except those 
belonging to the CIO or those on 
lelief. Neither politics nor socialism 
will win World War II.

One of the oldest American sports 
is horse racing. Yet. the story is 
told that a certain New Dealer ob­
jects to it "because it is inhuman.” 
He recommends that the horses be 
e.xamined and judged by their 
“ points." Says lie. ‘ Better still, 
rnarch them before the grandstand 
and let the audience VOTE, in a 
truly democratic manner, which is 
the best horse”

Ways of S«>l*“Cting I e iders
Leaders arc absolutely necessary- 

under every form of goiernment - 
Monarchist, Fascist. Socialistic, or 
American. The main difference in 
these four forms is in their methods 
of selecting lcade“s. Heredity- de­
termines who shall be leaders un- 
ci^r Monarchies; brute force deter­
mines them under Fascism; college 
professors determine them under 
Socialism. “Survival of the Fittest" 
should (and did until 1900) deter­
mine the leaders of the United 
States and Canada.

We are no longer free to work, 
employ, buy. sell, or in any way- 
earn a living, except under rules 
laid down by college professors. 
These men are honest and anxious 
to do right; 'but they lack prac­
tical experience.

Profevsors Are I’oor E\o'’titives
We all respect lollege professors 

as men. All of us know some to 
whom we owe much. But they won 
their posith ns by iieing good teach­
ers in non-competitive work sup­
ported by taxation or endowments. 
Y'et, you and I know that getting

our daily bread is a constant strug­
gle under \ery comi^etitive condi­
tions. These college professors have 
had little experience in factories, 
stores, or on farms either as work­
ers or employ-ers. They do not un­
derstand our problems.

This is why Washington is in a 
jam today-. This is why national de­
fense is being held up. Theorists 
are useful in colle.ge halls; hut they 
will never win a war nor sohe un- 
e.r.-ploy-ment problems. When we 
need a surgical operation, we do 
not send for a jerofessor of phy siol­
ogy. hut rather for one who ha.s 
had actual experience in surgery. 
Washington and Ottawa today need 
men with more practical experi­
ence.

Th«* I)*‘bt QiH“̂ tion
Some of these professors have a 

wrong conception of debt and taxes. 
In 1900, U. S. taxes were only 6 
per cent of the national income. Be­
tween 1900 and 1929, ta.xes doubled 
to become 12 per cent of the na­
tional income. By 1941, ta.xes have 
'become over 25 per cent of the na­
tional income. In 1900. it w'ould 
have taken only S150 of ever.vone’s 
savings to wipe out the public debt. 
Today-, it would take about S1.509 
from e\ery man, woman, and child. 
Have we got it? Yet, these pro­
fessors say- we must expect our 
government to run on a deficit for 
years to come!

Many- citizens believe these pro­
fessors are o\er-emphasizing ”hu- 
manitarianism" which is linked up 
with this debt question. Of course 
we should help others; but the 
present method of giving relief 
may be doing others a wrong. The 
solution of the unemployment prob­
lem lies with emplo.%ers and the 
unemployed. The pre.sent relief 
system desig.ned by college profes­
sors who never hired an.vone— 
makes men more unemployable.

Where ,4re Sii|M‘r-.Men?
A nation perhaps could toy with 

the alphabet—AAA. NRA. OPM, 
OPACS, etc.—if more super-men ex­
isted, but "a river cannot rise 
higher than its source.’’ The capac­
ity- of every- man has limitations. 
The real difficulty today is that 
tremenlous undertakings are 'being 
carried on by only- average men.

Government should run a nation 

on a "free ami equal" 'basis. For 
selfish political reasons, Congress 
has thrown out this basic principle. 
We are giving speci.al privileges to 
special groups. Real freedo.Ti' no 
longer exists for any except tho.se 
belonging to the CIO or those on 
relief. Neither politics nor socialism 
will win World War II.

One of the oldest American sports 
js horse racing. Yet, the story is 
told that a certain New Dealer ob­
jects to it “because it is inhuman." 
He recommends that the horses be

•points." Says he. ‘ Better still, 
march them before the grandstand 
and let the audience VOTE, in a 
truly democratic manner, which is 
the best horse.”

Ways of S«*Icctlnii I e idcrs
Leaders arc absolutel\’ necessary 

under every fuiin of government 
Monarchist, Fascist.
American. The main 
these four forms is in their methods 
of selecting leader's. Heredity de­
termines who shall be leaders un­
der Monarchies; brute force deter­
mines them under Fa.scism; college 
jirofessors determine them under 
Socialism. "Survival of the Fittest” 
should (and did until 1900) deter­
mine the leaders of the United 
States and Canada.

We are no longer free to work, 
employ, hu.v. sell, or in any way 
earn a living, except under rules 
laid down by college professors. 
These men are honest and anxious 
to do right: 'but they lack prac­
tical experience.

Professors Are Poor Exe’ iitivî s
We all respect college professors 

as men. All of us know some to 
whom we owe much. But they won 
their positions hy being good teach­
ers in non-competitive work sup­
ported by taxation or endowments. 
Yet, you and I know that getting

our daily bread is a constant strug- 
gle under very competitive condi­
tions. These college professors have 
had little ex{>erience in factories, 
stores, or on farms either as work­
ers or emplo.vers. They do not un­
derstand our problems.

This is why Washington is in a 
jam today. This is why national de­
fense is being held up. Theorists 
are useful in college halls; liut they 
will never win a war nor solve un- 
e.r.ployment problems. When we 
need a surgical operation, we do 
not send for a professor of ph.vsiol- 
og.v, but rather for one who ha.s 
had avtual experienre in surgery. 
Washington and Ottawa today need 
men with more practical experi­
ence.

The I>«‘bt <)ii«*stion
Some of these professors have a 

wrong conception of debt and taxes. 
In 1900. U. S. ta.xes were only 6 
per cent of the national income. Be­
tween 1900 and 1929. ta.xes doubled 
to become 12 per cent of the na­
tional income. By 1941, ta.xes have 
'become over 25 per cent of the na­
tional income. In 1900, it would 
have taken onl.v $1.50 of ever.vone’s 
savings to wipe out the public debt. 
Today, it would take about $1.509 
from ever.v man. woman, and c-hild. 
Have wc got it? Yet. these pro­
fessors .say we must expect our 
government to run on a deficit for 
>ears to come!

Many citizens believe these pro­
fessors are over-emphasizing "hu- 
manitarianism” which is linked up 
with this debt question. Of course 
we should help others; but the 
pre.sent T.ethod of giving relief 
may be doing others a wrong. The 
solution of the unemployment prob­
lem lies with employers and the 
unemplo.ved. The present relief 
s,\stem designed b,v college profes­
sors who never hired anyone— 
makes men more unemployable.

\Miere Are Su|M‘r-Men‘?
A nation perhaps could to>- with 

the alphabet—AAA, NRA, OPM, 
OPACS, etc.—if more super-men ex­
isted, but "a river cannot rise 
higher than its souice.” The capac­
ity of every man has limitations. 
The real difficulty today is that 
tremenlous undertakings are 'being 
carried on by only average men.

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IN THE ARMY NOWI ] 
WHY AND HOW
By.S. T. WUUMnson

If your name is on a voters’ list, 
if >x>u have a post offiee box, or 
if you are in a telephone direc­
tory, it’s a safe guess that some­
time during the year you have re­
ceived the mailed arguments of 
one of at least a half dozen organ­
izations which are raising iiob with 
the morale of the Army of the 
llnited States. Some are hell-bent 
for war; some ate lOiT war, a lit­
tle bit; some are for war, maybe; 
some are for war. if, as and when; 
and some are for war "nohow.”

They are affecting Army morale 
because they are doing more to 
divide than to unite the country; 
and it is civilian morale which 
makes Army morale. Upon one im­
portant matter these organizations 
and their spokesmen agree—at 
least publicly. All protest that they 
are for an impregnable national de­
fense—and then they concentrate 
upon their pet arguments.

That being so_ ask one question 
each of the interventionist and the 
non-interventionst leaders. Ask the 
interventionists: "How much effort 
are you making to '’oe sure that we 
are fit to fight?" Ask the non-in- 
terventionits: “What have you done 
to further military preparedness in 
this country?” Then urge both to 
put forth dead-cats on ice until we 
have an ar.ry sufficiently trained 
to be a defensive force.

In the past year these organiza­
tions have collected and spent some 
$2.000/)00. That is nearly one-sixth 
of what the United Service Organi­
zations st'ek for community work 
for soldiers while.on leave. It is 
too late to do anything about that 
two million, but partly because of 
its expenditure the country has 
been divided .and Army morale has 
suffered. To bolster that morale. 
U.S.O. will need a deal more money.

Army officers permitted to write 
for publication without War Depart­
ment censorship?

No restrictions apply to non-mili- 
tarV topics, or to military subjects 
"which contain nothing prejudicial 
to military discipline.”

Ohio: Are 
drafted men paid the same as reg­
ulars and national guardsmen?
