Oklahoma Governor Leon Phil­

lips, Senator Ray Jones, Jim Gar­
ibaldi of the Oklahoma Higlhway 
patrol and Foster Estes of the gov­
ernor’s office staff in Oklahoma 
City stopped in Dalhart for lunch 
today.

The Dallam County I.and I'se 
Planning committee yesterday 
adopted resolutions asking for an 
8.5 i>er cent parity grain sorghiini 
loan rate, the sam<‘ as on corn 
and wheat; and also asked that 
grain sorghum parity benefits, 
eonunensiirate with th»>se on com 
and wheat, he established next 
year.
Similar action has already been 

taken by the Dallam County AAA 
committee and Defense Council and 

,by the farm bureaus of Dallam and 
Hartley counties.

Malcolm Stewart. .Middlewater, 
chairman of the Hartley County 
AAA comniltee and Defense Coun­
cil. has indicated those two organ­
izations will soon act on the issue.

This is the first year a sorghum 
loan has ever 'been allowed. One 
was announced .several years ago. 
but was cancelled l>efore it became 
operative.

Grain sorghum producers, con­
centrated almost entirely on the 
Southwestern High Plains, sought 
a loan rate of 56 cents per 56-pound 
bushel or $1 per hundredweight. 
The Commodity Credit Corporation 
a week ago announced a rate of 
40 cents per bushel for No. I grade, 
and 38 cents for No. 2. Most sor­
ghums .according to local farm 
leaders, will grade No. 2.

S. O. Metz, of the Coldwater area, 
yesterday’ emphasized that actually 
the No. 2 loan rate is only 31 cents, 
because of a 7-cent-a-bushel stor­
age charge. Metz is vice chairman of 
the land use planning committee 
and presided yesterday in the ab­
sence of Chairman Roy Wharton of 
the Bunker Hill country.

The committee, in asking for the 
higher loan rate and parity bene­
fits. pointed out that the sorghum 
farmer contributes to the national 
wealth and welfare in the same 
proportion as the corn, wheat, cot­
ton, rice and peanut farmer.

They also emphasized that grain 
sorghums admittedly have 90 per 
cent the feeding value of corn, 
which has a loan rate of 79 cents 
a bushel, on the 85 per cent of 
parity 'basis. On the same hasi.s. 
the wheat loan rate in Dalhart is 
91 cents. Estimates are an 85 per 
cent of parity rate on sorghums 
would be about 71 cents.

The committee likewise stressed 
figures in a Federal Land Bank 
chart showing more farm foreclos­
ures in the grain sorghum area 
than in any other. Lack of an ade­
quate loan program and parity ben­
efits, it charged, are .mainly respon­
sible.

The Slate Land Use Planning 
Committee was among state and 
national groups being contacted di­
rectly by the Dallam group.

The President asked for an imm*« 

diate appropriation of $5,985.(XK).- 
000 to carry the lend-lease prpgram 
through June 30. 194.3. He requested 
a continuance of the power to give 
lend-lease aid to any country, th i 
protection of which is vital to U. 
S. defense.

The r e q u e s t e d  appropriation 
would make possible, observers .saidi 
lend-lease aid to Russia. However, 
the procedure so far is to arrang« 
advance credits for the Reds.

Reiiorting on the original $7.000,- 
000,000 lend-lease appropriation 
made six months ago, the Presi­
dent said $6,280,000.000 are now in 
the allocation, obligation, produc­
tion or delivery stages.

German spearheads, north and 
south of Kiev, and across the lower 
Dnieper river are striking increets- 
ingly deeper into the USSR today, 
Berlin .said.

The advance has been so rapid in 
some sectors, it said, that Nazi 
troops have trapped Red soldiers, 
far back of the main front, who 
were hoarding trains to move up 
to the fighting lines.

Nazis said they were not trying 
to capture Red soldiers, but were 
only taking officers so that the 
main forces would 'he left rudder­
less and subject to later capture 
or annihilation.

And both have sounded 
off to reporters of foreign news­
papers upon subjects that both the 
President and the Secretary of 
State have kept exceedinglj' quiet 
about —an exhibition of talking out 
of turn which would have brought 
stiff official call-downs to other 
officers.

I think it would have been a 
splendid thing had at least one 
young Roosevelt taken hi.s chances 
with the draft, like, say, another 
famous son, Winfhrop Rockefeller, 
who went through the Selective 
Service r il l and is now a Sergeant

not a Captain, or even a Second 
Lieutenant. But I can’t paw the air 
with rage that four Roosevelts are 
commissioned officers while some 
1,600,OCO plain Joe Doakes who are 
soldiers and sailors are not. I can’t 
take the four Roosevelt '’.lojs that 
seriously. We’ve other things far 
more serious to think about. To 
build up into an i.ssue of momentovis 
con.sequence the question of wheth­
er two of them earned their pres­
ent commissioned rank is eve.n 
more out of perspective than the 
probaiile favorifi.sm which got them 
there in the first place.

So long as they remain the only 
glaring examples of favoritism thus 
far that can be raked up and so 
long as they haven’t done the Army 
or the Marine Corps any harm.. I ’m 
content. Things could be a lot 
worse than that. Next case, if any.
