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Why Aren’t Men As 
Wise As Squirrels?

By KOGEU BAKSON
BABSON PARK. Mâ  Ckt. 30. 

This morninjj 1 noliit'd ihe squir­
rels storing up nuts for the winter. 
We are so accustomed to these sim­
ple instincts of the animals that 
v e  fail to realize their great sig- 
rificance. How is it that these 
snuirrels, which have never been 
to school, know that winter is com­
ing and store up ad\ance supplies 
in such a s.vstematic manner? Yet, 
many huTan.> \\ith our public 
school system .newspapers, and ra­
dio fail to take these ordinary pre­
cautions. Is it possible that “educa­
tion" is undermining these basic 
Important instincts"

Talking With Koo^cvelt
A few years ago when I was once 

at the \Vhi'e House on business, 
president Roose\'elt asked me to 
come into his private office. He 
said the Treasur\ Department be­
lieved that corporation were not 
declaring enough of their (-arnings 
in dividends and this enabled cer­
tain stockholders in the higher 
brackets temporaril\' to escape tax­
ation. The corporation would, of 
course. pa> the ta.xes on its earn­
ings whether or not declared in 
dividends. To th*' ex’ent however, 
that the earnincs were not de­
clared as dividends, a stockholder 
would have a smaller personal in­
come tax to pay

I answered the President by say­
ing that at certain tir ’.es in the 
business cy» !e. as during a depres­
sion. it m'ght be well to hare such 
a tax law. His plan certainly 
would then put more money into 
circulation and help erployment 
for the time being. I stated, how­
ever. that to have such a law apply 
at all periods of the business cycle 
w o u l d  be V e r dangerous. He 
thanked me and that was the end 
Cf the conference. He cejtainly is 
a charming m^n with tremendous 
persuasi\e poveers.

F'amoiis ‘Sc^'tion 1((‘P
Shortly after this interview. T 

learned that Represent at i\e Dough- 
ton’s House Tax Committee was 
considering the same problem. In 
the old law there hrd been a clause 
prohibiting "unneeded” undistrib­
uted profits but the Ian w is diffi­
cult to enforce. Seeretary Dough- 
ton’s Committc'c. iherefore. at the 
earnest request of the Treasure 
Department, prepareil the famous

Section lOL’’’ as a i>art of the tax 
law re\ision of 19,'IS.. This section 
certainlj had teeth in it and has 
great poweis foi evil.

In short. Sc'ction 102 provides 
that if an Internal Revenue agent, 
who examines your books, thinks 
you ha\e put aside too much as a 
reserve, he can inflict a severe pen- 
alt.v on ALL your reserves not 
simply on the poition which he 
thinks is exiessi\e. There have 
been informal rulings that a cor­
poration ma\' set aside .30 per cent; 
but e\en these rulings have caused 
much trou'ble. As a result of Sec­
tion 102, corporations and employ­
ers have refrained from setting up 
proper reserves rather than risk the 
terrific petialty

Tax**« ( ause l'n«*ni|>l»»,vni**nt
It. therefore', was a happy sur- 

pii.se when Mr. Ganson Purc'ell, a 
member of the Securities and Ex­
change Cormission recently told 
the National Business Conference 
here at Babson Park that large re­
serves SHOULD be set up today* as 
a cushion to avoid after-war un­
employment. Where it may be well 
to force employers to pay out as 
dividends most of their earnings 
during a period of depression, the 
re\erse is now true. Mr. Purcell 
stated sperifically that the coun­
try’s industries should now build 
up re.serves to offset the percus­
sions which the end of the war 
will bring. Let me quote him def­
initely.

“Corporate structures which are 
streamlined now will be that much 
better able to make a transition 
from production for war to peace- 
tim*‘ production without having to 
drop men from their payrolls. Re­
serves not needed for defense ac­
tivity must be carefully stored up 
against the day when they* will be 
needed for this vital post-war pur­
pose. Where these resei\es are in 
excess cash (hey cm , in (he mean­
time. be put to defense work b.v 
incestment in government securi­
ties.’’
Roosi'velt vs. Changing Conditions

At first thought it appears that 
Mr. Purcell is taking an opposite 
stand to that of the Treasury De­
partment a few years ago. This is 
not necessarily true. The Treasur.v 
Department’s demand for a tax on 
undistributed profits was then pos- 
sii’.ily un.justified because during de-

pr«*ssions coriiorations and in\est- 
ors hoard their money, refuse to 
make additions and iniptovements. 
and carelessly discharge employees.

I'oday the situation is entirely 
cbange.l. I n s t e a d  of emplo.vers 
hoarding money, man.v' are waste- 
fully spending it. New factory* 
buildings and excess machinery are 
being acquired at .a tremendous 
rate. I am sure that if President 
Rcosexelt would carefully recon- 
.sidcr the cjuestion today he would 
reverse his position and agree that 
employers should be penalized for 
not setting up greater reserves! 
The nc'ed of the hour is. as the 
SEC is recommending, that, for the 
duration of the war, we should all 
set up larger reserves than ever.

K**suHs of the War
I have no doubts as to how 

World ^Var II wtil end with the 
defeat of Hitlerism. 1 have been 
absolutely sure of it from the be­
ginning and I am surer of it now 
than ever. As to what will happen 
after the war, I am not so sure. 
This will depend upon two things 
other than, of course, the war’s 
duration.

1. The Character of Our People. 
This war is largely a result of the 
world going materialistic and for­
getting God and the fundamentals 
of life. If this war results in a 
great spiritual awakening through­
out the world, then there is noth­
ing to fear ns to what will happen 
after the war New industries will 
spring up to absorb unemploy­
ment.

2. The Question of Reserves. If 
Section 102 is allowed to stand and 
corporations and employers are 
robbed of reserves from now on, 
then great di.saster may be expect­
ed after the war is over. On the 
other hand, if Section 102 is re­
pealed for the duration of the war 
then re.serves m.ay 'be set up which, 
as Mr. Purcell suggests, can become 
a great cushion for after-the-war 
conditions.*

Conclusions
The Treasury Department is now 

busy revising the administrative 
feature of existing tax laws. Let us 
hope (hr.* one of the features to 
he considered will be Section 102. 
In the meantime, each of us as in­
dividuals can begin today to store 
up reserves. We do not need legis­
lation to follow the squirrels in 
the good e.xample which they are 
setting us.

It also offers him 
nine three-quarter ounce square 
whole wheat crackers, tasting like 
graham crackers, and enough sol­
uble coffee to make a pint of bev­
erage. Three cubes of sugar are 
Included. Each can has its own 
opening key.

year; and that a ,38-Gent rate would 
not he sufficient to help much.

Other questions t6 be considered 
at Fort Worth, Hammond said, will 
be:

Shall the federation and its 209 
affiliated count.v units follow up 
the 1941 victory of 85 per cent par- 
it.\ loans on cotton, wheat and rice?

Shall the.v work for 85 per cent 
or 100 per cent p.nrity loans on oats 
and barley, as well as grain sor­
ghums ?

Shall the.v work for full parity 
prices on fruits and vegetables, and 
parit.%' prices on livestock each 
year?

Shall they work to prevent unfair 
price-fixing on agricultural prod­
ucts. and to prevent collapse of 
farm prices after the war?
