That Salk Vaccine is playing a 
successful role in Texas in the 
fight against polio was brought 
out thiy week in an announcement 
from the State l>epartif»*nt of Pub 
lie Health

Thr anaouncemeat said that out 
of (!<>0 case* o f polio in Texas this 
year, 67i o f those stricken had re­
e l  v nl no Salk vaccine shot* at all 
There were only* 32 caaes reported 
In which the patient* had received 
at least on* .or b*" *hot«. a n d  
thane eases did apt result in crip­
pling paralysis.

There were tgi ***** at *N re­
ported among lb- iijnldien who had 
received all three, shots o f t h e  
Silk vaccine ,’

< Dec I I ,  growers will vote in a 
! referendum to deckle whether 
marketing quotas will be in effect 

j for their IPh7 cotton and peanut 
I crops. All farmer* who engage In 
the production of upland cotton 
and peanuts in 1!>&6 will be eligi­
ble to vote in the referendum.

' support*. Under current legisla­
tion, this support" will be between 
7.% and 00 per cent of parity, the

alion at the time the determination 
is made.

I f  more than one-third o f the 
grower* disapprove quotas, there 
will be no marketing quota* or 
penalties, but price supports to the 
eligible growers, (who comply with 

l their allotments) will be available 
l at SO per cent of parity.

In either rase acreage allot 
merit* will continue In effect for 
the 1057 cotton crop *» a means si 

| support.
The Sen story o f Agriculture is 

diiected to proclaim marketing 
quotas for the next uplarfd cotton 
crop as well as peanuts, when the 

j cotton or peanut supply exceeds 
noimal. (Juntas are net put into 
operation, however, unless they 
are approved by at leaat two 

'thirds o f the grower* voting In a 
referendum on the question.

Todd played with the Redskins 
through 1946 and then tenk a job 
coaching the barkfield at Texas 
AAM where he served during the 
1949 and I960 seasons. In 1961 
he U»vk over the coaching rein* of 
the Washington Redskins, his old 
pro Huh, and stayed with them un 
til/1968 w hen he retired to dev ote 
full tune to his ranch near Cm- 
well. ♦

During 1964. he served as ehlef 
scout for SMC, and was hired as 
athlejic director and head football 
coach at Midwestern in January.
