Wolverines 
slip past
Muleshoe

James Williams was as good as advertised.
The dynamic Springlake-Earth quarterback 

rushed for 156 yards and two touchdowns and 
passed for two more Friday night, leading the 
Wolverines to a 27-7 homecoming win against 
MUleshoe at Wolverine Stadium.

Muleshoe (1-2) played well and was in the 
game until Williams scored twice in the last five 
minutes of the game.

"We did some many good things," said Mule­
shoe head coach David Wood, who took the loss 
to heart. "That's what makes the loss that much 
harder, because we let one man beat us. He's 
definitely worthy of his reputation."

"We knew coming in that to win the football 
game, we had to stop Williams," Wood said. 
"Any time they got down, they just put the ball 
in his hands. "

And he delivered.
The biggest play was a fourth-down touch­

down pass that snapped a 7-7 tie late in the third 
quarter.

Williams took the snap from just inside the 
Muleshoe 10 and dropped back. After back­
tracking another 15 yards to avoid a heavy rush, 
Williams raced for the right sideline with several 
Muleshoe in tow. Throwing across his body just 
going out of bounds, he fired a perfect spiral 40 
yards across the field to a wide-open Junior 
Guana in the end zone.

Williams sheepishly admitted he wasn't sure 
if he could get the ball there.

"I saw he was open so I just threw it," said 
Williams, a 6-2,205-pound senior who is being 
recruited by several Division I schools.

Following Muleshoe's second turnover of the 
fourth quarter, Williams scored on a five-yard

It is impossible to know the exact 
number of children who are seri­
ously injured orkilled on ournation’s 
farms and ranches each year.

Estimates range from 100 to 300 
deaths and from 100,000 to 250,000 
injuries each year.

The Coalition, which con­
sists of 17 hospitals, bid and 
received the Title V granf from 
the state obligating them to pro- 
vide prenatal care, family 
planning and child medical ser­
vices for low-income families 
in Bailey County,

The hospital will act «s a 
subcontractor, being reim ­
bursed for services from the 
grant, as well as having the 
opportunity to bill Medicaid 
for any services that are nof 
covered under the grant. t

■ Progress Baptist 
Church celebrating 
50th anniversary

In the midst of the remnants 
of a long since abandoned 
town, Progress Baptist Church 
stands high and proud hoping 
it too won't share in the same 
fate.

The church, one of the few 
remaining rural churches in 
Bailey County, will be celebrat­
ing its 50th reunion this Sun­
day.

Organizers do not know 
how many people will return 
for the celebration.

In 1972, 89 people came for 
the 25th anniversary. But, 
many of these former mem­
bers are elderly and unable to 
travel or have passed away.

A few of the original char­
ter members are expected: Dea­
con Robert Garrett and Mrs. 
Ernest Locker.

Throughout the years, over 
500 people have been mem­
bers at the church. Although 
most of the members have 
moved away or now live in 
Muleshoe, a handful of about 
25 maintain their membership.

"This is our church family, 
our home," said Mollie Davis, 
a Muleshoe resident and church 
member since 1954.

The Progress community 
was established with the open­
ing of Progress School in 1927.

"Here on weekdays the chil­
dren came to learn and grow. 
Here on Sundays, the children 
and their parents came to study 
God's teachings and hear His 
gospel preached," wrote Billie 
Downing in the church his­
tory.

For years the Baptists and

Methodists shared the school 
house, alternating Sundays. 
But in the summer of 1947, the 
Baptists decided it was time to 
organize their own church.

On Sept. 21,1947 Progress 
Baptist Church was officially 
established with 18 members.

The first church building 
was built in 1949, on the south 
side of the Clovis Highway, at 
a cost of $2,851.32.

Delores Garrett , who was 
14 when the first church was 
erected, fondly remembers the 
Wednesday night prayer meet­
ings and the Sunday gather­
ings.

"The older church members 
were really good at keeping 
the kids entertained. They en­
tertained us on Friday nights 
and every Sunday around 20- 
25 children would go to one 
members house for lunch,"

Garrett said.
"The adults showed interest 

in us. I think that is what is 
missing for today's youth," she 
added.

In the mid 1960s the 
Progress community started 
going through major changes.

The school consolidated 
with Muleshoe, the Methodist 
church disbanded and the high­
way was widen, leaving the 
Baptist Church right on the 
busy roadway.

The church decided to move 
to their current site in 1965.

A lthough the town of 
Progress was getting smaller, 
it seemed as if the Baptist 
church was flourishing with 
over 80 members.

But as time passed, the 
church has seen it's number 
slowly decrease with only 
about 15 people making it to

church on Sundays now.
C urren tly , sem i-retired  

preacher Jim Green of Lub­
bock volunteers as the church's 
minister. On Fridays, Green 
and his wife travel to Mule­
shoe and stay in the church 
parsonage. This gives them 
time each weekend to visit with 
members and prepare for Sun­
day services.

Even with the preacher not 
being paid, finances are an im­
portant issue due to the de­
creasing membership, said 
Deacon D.L. Redwine .

"The costs for electricity and 
upkeep remain the same re­
gardless if there's five people 
or 50 people," Redwine said. 
"We ha"ve‘ho young people, 
and as money becomes more 
of an issue, we worry that one 
day we may have to close our 
doors."

“We are going to have to 
have a change of attitude about 
how services are provided. In 
the past certain services have 
been offered only on certain 
days,” said hospital adminis­
trator Jim Bone. “ If we are 
going to do this , we have to 
change so that people don’t 
have to rearrange their sched­
ule to meet the c lin ic ’s 
schedule. We will need to be 
more accommodating.”

Bone proposed that the clinic 
extend its hours, staying open 
until 7 p.m. Monday through 
Thursday, and extend its ser­
vices.

This would enable the clinic 
to acts as an out-patient center, 
giving parent’s with sick chil­
dren an economical alternative 
to the emergency room after 
physicians’ offices are closed, 
Bone said.

The board and the hospital 
district felt it was important to 
keep the clinic open, making 
health services available and 
more accessible for the general 
public, said Bone.

In other decisions, the board 
approved the swing bed pro­
gram to begin on Oct. 1. The

program permits small hospi­
tals tocare for patients needi ng 
rehabilitative services without 
having a separate skilled nurs­
ing unit.

The program will allow the 
hospital to use its staff more 
efficiently. By being able to 
offer medicine therapy, physi­
cal rehabilitation and other 
qualifying services, patients 
will not have to transfer to 
larger hospitals to receive 
these services, said Bone.

The board also approved 
new policies and procedures 
concerning infant security and

identification, suicidal patient 
care, patient restraint, and the 
transfer policy for physician 
assistants and advanced nurse 
practitioners.

In other business, Bone re­
ported that the hospital now 
has a licensed massage thera­
pist on staff. A doctor’s order 
is required for the service. 
The fee has been set at $30 per 
hour.

Examining the August fi­
nancial reports, Bone reported 
that revenues were up signifi­
cantly coinciding with the 
increase in hospital admis­
sions.

Filing for homestead exemption simple

The highest farm injury rate 
is among boys 14-17 years of 
age.

From one-third to one-half 
of nonfatal childhood agricul­
tural injuries occur to children 
who do not live on farms.

The greatest number of 
deaths to children on the farm 
are associated with tractors.

Nonfatal farm injuries are 
usually associated with live­
stock, falls, small tools, 
building structures, and mov­
ing machinery parts.

As a chi Id ages and matures, 
their presence and participa­
tion on the farm should be 
adapted to their physical and 
cognitive skills.

The Texas Department of 
Agriculture and the National 
Safety Council offer the fol­
lowing steps to promote safety 
and minimize risks to children 
and adults:

■ Inspect your farm, ranch 
and equipment for any hazards 
and correct them;

■ Create barriers on farms 
to prevent children and visitors 
from entering potentially haz­
ardous areas;

■ Prohibit adolescents from 
operating farm tractors and ma­
chinery before they have 
received formal safety training 
and certification;

■ Never operate a tractor 
while carrying passengers, chil­
dren or adult;

■ Equip tractors with an 
approved rollover protective 
structure and wear seat belts;

■ When operating equip­
m ent, follow  safe work 
procedures described in the 
operator’s, jnanual or safety 
publication

■ Attend farm safety and

first-aid courses.
In addition to recognized 

problems with traumatic injury 
and death in agriculture, there 
are serious issues relating to 
the health of those who work in 
farming. A clear pattern of 
health problems associated 
with agriculture is emerging.

Studies show that well over 
50 percent of randomly selected 
farmers have evidence of hear­
ing loss. The major contributor 
being excessive noises from 
such things as tractors, chain 
saws, and animal confinement 
facilities.

Arthritis in the knees, shoul­
ders, hips and back is common 
among workers that harvest 
fruits and vegetables, due to 
repeated motions and lifting or 
carrying excessive weight.

As a group, farmers have 
fewer incidences of cancer than 
the general population. How­
ever, increasing evidence 
suggests that certain types of 
cancer, such as prostrate, stom­
ach and brain cancer, occur 
more frequently than in non­
farmers.

Also, increased rates of skin 
and lip cancer are occurring 
mainly due to excessive sun 
exposure.

Farmers also have an in­
creased  rate of chronic 
bronchitis, asthma and allergy 
problems due to agricultural 
dusts.

Emotional stress and depres­
sion are two other important 
health issues for farmers.

Virtually every farmer is 
subject to major stress due to 
such things as finances, 
weather,equipment failure, and

AUSTIN — The new man­
datory homestead exemption 
on school property taxes will 
go into effect automatically for 
the 1997 property taxes.

The $15,000 homestead ex­
em ption will reduce a 
property’s taxable value, thus 
the homeowner pays less in 
property taxes.

If you have already claimed 
your homestead exemption, the 
county appraisal district will 
autom atically increase the 
amount from $5,000 to the full 
$ 15,000," said State Comptrol­
ler John Sharp.

Homeowners who sti 11 need 
to claim their exemptions can

the legal description of the 
property, and a few other items 
to show proof of ownership 
and to designate that property 
as the principal residence

Filing for the homestead 
exemption costs nothing.

General homestead exemp­
tions are based on the home 
ownership as of January 1 of 
the tax year. The ti me to fi le for 
the exemption with the county 
appraisal district runs through 
April 30ofeach year, although 
exemptions can be filed for 
even after the taxes have been 
paid.

Filing for homestead ex­
emptions is allowed up to one

homeowners over the age of 
65 and for those with disabili­
ties. The amount of these addi­
tional exemptions will vary 
according to the taxing unit, 
said Sharp.

If the homeowner's status 
changes — such as turning 65, 
becoming disabled, or moving 
to a new home— the county 
appraisal district officials 
should be notified so that the 
exemption can be changed.

State college 
fund entering 
third year

AUSTIN — The Texas To­
morrow Fund will begin its 
third enrollmentperiodthisfall.

This program allows fami­
lies to lock in the costs of their 
children's future college tuition 
and required fees for approxi­
mately today's costs.

The enrollment period will 
begin Oct. 14 and continue 
through April 1. 1998.

A prepaid tuition contract 
paid in a lump sum during the 
upcoming enrollment period 
for a class of 2020 graduate 
will cost $10,904.

"For as little as $92 a month, 
until that child graduates from 
high school, the parents of a 
newborn Texan can sign their 
baby up for four years of tu­
ition and required fees at a pub- 
lic university," said State 
Comptroller John Sharp.

The rate reflects a 12 per­
cent increase from last year in 
response to the rising costs at 
the state's public four-year uni­
versities.

During the programs first 
two enrollment periods, more 
than 65,000 families took ad­
vantage of the pay-now, leam- 
later program.

“We’ve got a neighbor in 
trouble who needs help,” said 
Smyer, who farms in neigh­
boring P leasant Valley 
community.

Rusty Whitt said he never 
had a second thought about 
pulling a combine out of his 
own field to help out.

“This is what being in small 
community is all about,” Whitt 
said. “N eighbors helping 
neighbors.”
