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Police chief warns of spate of burglaries

Police chief Ray Aleman is 
'warning the public to be extra 
careful - especially when it comes 
to car and home safety. 

"In the last 10 days we've had 
numerous car burglaries, mostly in 
We southwest part of town and the 
west part of town," he said. "Most 
are occurring in the early morning 
hours. What we need from the 
public is to be aware. If they see 
something suspicious, they should  

feel free to call day or night. And 
never leave purses or laptops in 
sight wherever your car is parked. 
If you must leave it in the car, put 
your valuables in the trunk and 
then lock the car."

Aleman said to be sure vehicles 

are locked, with alarms set and to 
never leave homes un-locked. 

He also wanted to remind 
citizens that if they're going out of 
town, they should contact the 
Dimmitt Police. 

"If you're going to be gone for 
any time period we'll put your 
house on a house watch and it will 
be patrolled as much as possible 
while they're gone," Aleman said. 
"We'll know they're gone and 
they can give us a contact number 
if we need them. They should also 
stop mail, stop papers, put their 
lights on timers, if possible. We 
have a form citizens can fill out and 
many take advantage of our 
service.

DIMMITT—The First United Methodist 
Church of Dimmitt will mark its 100th 
anniversary with four days of celebrating 
Aug. 18-21. 

The first three nights of the centennial 
services—Thursday, Friday and Saturday, 
Aug. 18-20—will be in a large "celebration 
tent" on the church property at West Bedford 
and Southwest 3rd Streets. 

The Sunday morning worship service will

Bishop D. Max Whitfield of 
Albuquerque will deliver the centennial 
sermon, and many former pastors, intern 
Ministers and staffers are expected to attend.

It had been a normal workday for Mary. During a meeting, though, she'd 
begun noticing spots and flashes of light before her eyes. Alarmed as she was, 
she went to see her eye doctor who promptly found a small tear in the retina. 
Luckily for Mary, prompt treatment was able to save her vision. 

Although rare, a detached retina is a sign that something has interfered with 
the adhesion between the back of the eye, or retina, and its base. Often, the 
cause is not known. High nearsightedness, eye trauma, eye disease, or severe 
eye infection, can place you at a greater risk. 

A retinal detachment is serious and will usually get worse. Treatment is 
normally surgical; the goal is to reattach the retina. This is sometimes done by 
burning the tear or even by freezing it. A laser is 
sometimes used, along with other techniques. 

Sudden spots, flashes, and floaters are dangerous. Please 
see your doctor right away if you experience these 
symptoms.

Avoiding ticks best way to prevent diseases they carry 

Warm days and sunny skies draw many people 
outdoors this time of year. The same environment also 
brings out the insects, some of which carry diseases. 

"It's tick time in Texas," said Glenna Teltow, a medical 
entomologist with the Texas Department of State Health 
Services (DSHS). "Ticks often are found in the same 
spots people like to visit — wooded, brushy and grassy 
areas." 

A bite from an infected tick can cause illnesses such as 
Lyme disease, Rocky Mountain spotted fever, tularemia 
and human ehrlichiosis. With prompt medical attention, 
these illnesses almost always can be successfully treated 
with antibiotics. But if people do not recognize the 
symptoms and seek treatment, the illnesses can be 
serious, some even fatal, Teltow said. 

In Texas, the tick most likely to attach to humans is the 
lone star tick. "This tick, which is about the size of a 
watermelon seed, will readily feed on human blood," 
Teltow said. "The lone star female tick is easily 
recognized by a single white dot on her back, while the 
male tick has white markings around the edges of his 
back. I

The most frequently diagnosed tick-borne illness in 
Texas is Lyme disease, a bacterial infection that can 
cause skin, joint, heart and nervous system problems. 
The disease usually begins with a characteristic "bull's-
eye" rash followed by fatigue, headache, fever, stiff neck 
and joint pain. Symptoms usually appear in 7 to 14 days. 

Rocky Mountain spotted fever is a serious disease 
transmitted most commonly by the bite of an infected 
tick. People who remove ticks also can become infected 
if they crush ticks between their fingers, allowing the 
bacteria to penetrate the skin or come in contact with 
mucous membranes. Initial symptoms, following an 
incubation period of 3 to 14 days, include sudden onset 
of high fever, headache, chills and muscle aches. A rash 
often appears a few days later. Prompt medical attention 
is extremely important because Rocky Mountain spotted 
fever can be fatal without prompt treatment with 
antibiotics. 

Tularemia is a bacterial disease affecting animals and 
humans. It can be spread through a tick bite or through 
contact with blood or tissue from infected animals, 
especially wild rabbits, or by handling or eating 
undercooked meat from infected animals. Symptoms 
include fever, an ulcerative skin sore at the site of the tick 
bite and painful swollen lymph glands. If the organism is 
ingested, the person may have a throat infection, 
abdominal pain, diarrhea and vomiting. 

In Texas, human ehrlichiosis is a rare disease with 
fewer than 10 cases reported each year. Most infections 
cause a sudden onset of illness with fever, chills and 
headache, usually beginning about 12 days after the tick 
bite. 

"Avoiding ticks is always the best prevention for any 
of these diseases," Teltow said. "Keep ticks off pets and 
discourage unwanted animals such as rats, mice and stray 
dogs and cats around the home." Other suggestions 
from DSHS: 

* If you are in an area with ticks, check your body 
carefully for them every few hours. Ticks are small and 
can be hard to see, and they can attach to any part of the 
body. 

* Stay on trails, avoiding areas of overgrown brush 
and tall grasses. 

* Wear light-colored clothes so that ticks are more 
easily spotted. Protect skin from ticks by wearing a hat, 
long-sleeved shirt and long pants tucked into boots or 
socks. 

* Use insect repellent containing DEET applied to the . 
skin or permethrin applied to clothing. Follow label 
directions. 

* Check pets frequently and remove ticks from them 
immediately.

The DIMMITT ISD will hold a public meeting at 12:00 p.m. on Monday, August 29, 2005, in the Dimmitt Adm. Building, 
608 W. Halsell St., Dimmitt, TX. The purpose of this meeting is to discuss the school district's budget that will 
determine the tax rate that will be adopted. Public participation in the discussion is invited. 
The tax rate that is ultimately adopted at this meeting or at a separate meeting at a later date may not exceed the 
proposed rate shown below unless the district publishes a revised notice containing the same information and 
comparisons set out below and holds another public meeting to discuss the revised notice.

Under state law, the dollar amount of school taxes imposed on the residence homestead of a person 65 years of 
age or older or of the surviving spouse of such a person, if the surviving spouse was 55 years of age or older when 
that person died, may not be increased above the amount paid in the first year after the person turned 65, regardless 
of changes in tax rate or property value. 

Notice of Rollback Rate: The highest tax rate the district can adopt before requiring voter approval at an election is 
$1.791. This election will be automatically held if the district adopts a rate in excess of the rollback rate of $1.791. 

Fund Balances

Most of the questions I 
receive deal with problems 
that have a legal solution. 
But not every problem is a 
legal problem. Many 
situations must be resolved 
through simple negotiation 
and common sense. Here 
are some questions that 
demonstrate how the law is 
not the answer to every 
problem. 

Q. Can my landlord refuse 
to allow cats but allow 
dogs? My small cat causes 
much less damage than my 
neighbor's big dog. This 
does not seem fair. 

A. It may not be fair, but the 
property is owned by the 
landlord and with just a few 
exceptions, he can impose 
whatever conditions he 
wants. The law prohibits 
things like discriminating 
based on race, sex, age, 
religion, disability or family 
status, but otherwise allows 
the landlord to set the rules. 
If he wants to ban cats and 
allow dogs, that is his legal 
right. Your options are to try 
to get him to change his 
mind, move elsewhere, or 
get a dog. 

Q. I fell in a department 
store. They have refused to 
pay my medical bills. Can I 
sue them in small claims 
court? 

A. As long as your damages 
are $5,000 or less, you can 
sue in small claims court. 
The more important issue, 
however, is whether you 
have any legal basis for a 
claim. The store is not 
responsible simply because

For the store to be liable, you 
must show you were injured 
because of its negligence. 

For example, if you just 
tripped over your own feet 
and fell, the store has no 
liability. If you were walking 
and slipped on a spot of 
liquid that the store knew 
about and did not take steps 
to clean up, however, the 
store would be negligent  

and responsible for your 
injury. 

If you feel your fall was due 
to the store's negligence, I 
suggest you send the store a 
certified letter with a copy of 
your medical bills, and file a 
claim in small claims court if 
it does not reimburse you.

What type of legal action 
can be taken? 

A. If the company is out 
of business, you are 
probably just out of luck.

Does my business need an 
attorney to file a claim in 
small claims court? 

A. Generally, a 
corporation must have an 
attorney to file a lawsuit.

Under the law, a promise, 
oral or otherwise, is 
enforceable as a contract 
only if it is accompanied by 
"consideration." Basically, 
consideration means that the 
promise was given in 
exchange for something else, 
usually a return promise. For 
example, if before the tree 
was pruned you each agreed 
to split the costs, the 
promises would be 
enforceable. 

The "consideration" for your 
neighbor's promise to pay 
would be your promise to 
pay the other half. 

In contract terms, there was a 
bargained for exchange. 

On the other hand, a promise 
to make a gift, which is not 
given in return for anything, 
has no consideration. 

If someone simply promises 
to pay you money to be nice, 
or in exchange for 
something you did in the 
past, the law does not make 
that promise an enforceable 
contract. 

For example, if after the 
pruning was completed, your 
neighbor saw it and said, 
"Great job! I really should 
help with the costs. I promise 
to pay my half." her promise 
would have no 
"consideration" and would 
be unenforceable. 

So here is the bottom line: 
did your neighbor agree to 
pay half of the costs before 
or after you hired the person 
to prune the trees? 

If she agreed before, and in 
exchange you agreed to pay 
the other half, her promise is 
an enforceable contract. 

However, if after the work 
started, she agreed to pay 
half as a neighborly gesture, 
her promise is merely a 
promise to make a gift and is 
legally unenforceable. 

Based on what you say, this 
is not an enforceable 
promise.

Q. I found a mistake on my 
credit card bill. I was 
billed twice for something. 
The credit card company 
said I waited too long to 
dispute it, and it was now 
my problem. What is the 
time limit for disputing a 
credit card charge? 

A. Under federal law, you 
have the right to dispute a 
billing error with the credit 
card company, and have 
the amount re-credited to 
your account. 

The law, however, requires 
that you report the error 
within sixty days after the 
statement containing the 
error was sent to you. 

If you have waited more 
than sixty days, you no 
longer have the legal right 
to dispute the error with the 
credit card company. You 
now must deal directly 
with the merchant to get a 
refund. 

Q. My husband's will is not 
notarized. I told hint I 
thought it must be 
notarized to be valid. He 
disagreed. Is it still valid? 

A. In Texas, a will does not 
have to be notarized to be 
valid. 

A will that is notarized, 
however, is easier and less 
costly to probate. 

The form that the notary 
signs is called a "self-
proving affidavit." 
Basically, this allows the 
will to be probated without 
the need to bring the 
witnesses into court. 

I suggest your husband 
consider having a new will 
prepared with a self-
proving affidavit. 

It should not be too 
expensive to prepare a  

simple will, and it will save 
his loved ones a lot of time 
and money in the future. 

Q. 1 have a debt collector 
that keeps calling and 
harassing me. He threatens 
to garnish my wages, take 
my car, and do other things 
that I know he cannot do. I 
have written certified letters 
demanding he stop, but 
nothing seems to work. Can I 
sue? 

A. Based on what you say, 
the debt collector has 
violated the federal debt 
collection act. This law 
prohibits a debt collector 
from harassing you, or 
making threats to take action 
prohibited by law. 

It also requires he stop 
contacting you once you 
send him a letter demanding 
he stop. 

Under this law, a court can 
award you any actual 
damages you suffer such as 
lost income, medical 
expenses, and mental 
anguish. The court also may 
award up to $1,000 in 
punitive damages. 

Finding an attorney to assist 
you with a debt collection 
claim can be difficult, but 
you may file a lawsuit 
yourself in small claims 
court. 

I suggest you let the debt 
collector know you know 
your legal rights and if he 
contacts you again, he will 
see you in court. 

That should end the 
harassment.

A. The relationship 
between a landlord and a 
tenant is based on a 
contract. This contract, 
called a lease, determines 
the amount of rent that 
may be charged and what 
other costs may be 
passed through to the 
tenant. Basically, in 
commercial situations the 
law allows the parties to 
agree to whatever terms 
they want. 

A landlord's right to 
charge a tenant must be 
based on the terms of the 
lease. If the lease 
authorizes a fee for taxes, 
the landlord may charge 
such a fee. 

On the other hand, if the 
lease simply provides for 
rent, with no additional 
fees for taxes, the 
landlord has no right to 
simply pass those costs 
through to the tenant. Of 
course, as soon as the 
lease is up for renewal, 
the landlord may change 
the lease and add an 
additional amount for 
taxes.

APPLICATION Dimmitt Sulfur Products, Ltd., has applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality 
(TCEQ) for the renewal of Air Quality Permit No. 20243 which would authorize continued operation of the 
Ammonium Thiosulfate/Bisulfite Plant located at 1600 Highway 194 South, Dimmitt, Castro County, Texas. The 
facility will emit the following air contaminants: sulfur oxides, particulate matter less than 10 microns in diameter, 
nitrogen oxides, carbon monoxide, organic compounds, ammonia and sulfur. 

This application was submitted to the TCEQ on August 02, 2005. The application is available for viewing and 
copying at the TCEQ central office, the TCEQ Amarillo regional office, and the Castro County Courthouse, 100 
East Bedford, Dimmitt, Castro County, Texas. The facility's compliance file, if any exists, is available for public 
review in the Amarillo regional office of the TCEQ. 

The TCEQ executive director has determined the application is administratively complete and will conduct a 
technical review of the application. Information in the application indicates that this permit renewal would not result 
in an increase in allowable emissions and would not result in the emission of an air contaminant not previously 
emitted. The TCEQ may act on this application without seeking further public comment or providing an 
opportunity for a contested case hearing if certain criteria are met. 

PUBLIC COMMENT. You may submit public comments, or a request for a contested case hearing to the 
TCEQ Office of the Chief Clerk at the address below. The TCEQ will consider all public comments in 
developing a final decision on the application. The deadline to submit public comments is 15 days after 
newspaper notice is published. After the deadline for public comments, the executive director will prepare a 
response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. Issues such as property values, noise, traffic r• 
safety, and zoning are outside of the TCEQ's jurisdiction to address in the permit process. 

After the technical review is complete the executive director will consider the comments and prepare a responso 
to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. If only comments are received, the response to 
comments, along with the executive director's decision on the application, will then be mailed to everyone who 
submitted public comments or who is on the mailing list for this application, unless the application is directly 
referred to a contested case hearing. 

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING  You may request a contested case hearing. The 
applicant or the executive director may also request that the application be directly referred to a contested case 
hearing after technical review of the application. A contested case hearing is a legal proceeding similar to a civil 
trial in state district court. Unless a written request for a contested case hearing is filed within 15 days from this 
notice, the executive director may act on the application. If no hearing request is received within this 15-day 
period, no further opportunity for hearing will be provided. According to the Texas Clean Air Act § 382.056(o) 
a contested case hearing may only be granted if the applicant's compliance history is in the lowest classification 
under applicable compliance history requirements and if the hearing request is based on disputed issues of fact 
that are relevant and material to the Commission's decision on the application.
