The two men were rescued, but 
the human chain, pounded by the 
surf, was broken and Chaplain 
Stephens himself was pulled be-
neath the surface. 

The widow, Mrs. Alla Mae 
Gammill Stephens, formerly of 
Sulphur Springs, was with her 
husband at the base. 

Major Stephens, who had pas-
tored churches at Frio, Spearman, 
McLean and Iola, Texas, was well 
known in this community having 
held a revival meeting at the lo-
cal Baptist church and visited 
relatives in the community on a 
number of occasions.

Phobias and anxiety states are 
both painful to the person suffer-
ing from them. He realizes his 
fears are interfering with his nor-
mal life and will usually seek 
psychiatric aid in overcoming 
them. The doctor usually tries to 
help the person trace back to his 
first occasion of a fear and to 
build toward maturity from that 
original point of failure. 

It is often a sense of guilt 
which builds up the rears. Certain 
episodes in people's lives have 
often led to certain_ types of fears 
which are as obvious symptoms to 
the psychiatrist as the outbreak 
of measles is to other physicians. 

The person who turns his self-
guilt into imaginary illnesses, 
however, does not usually suffer 
as much as the person with fears. 
Sometimes these illnesses are only 
slight afflictions' and at other 
times they may be "attached" to 
the eyes, the ears, the speech, the 
memory of such, resulting in hys-
terical blindness, deafness, loss of 
memory or paralysis of some part 
of the body, such as an arm or 
foot or leg. The illness usually 
gets the neurotic person a lot of 
attention so he often isn't eager 
to be "cured." 

The other neurosis is known as 
the 	compulsive - obsessive state, 
wherein a person feels compelled 
to act in certain ways or is obses-
sed with a thought. Washing the 
hands constantly, over and over 
again, when a person really longs 
to be dirty is known as a com-
pulsion—because he is guilty 
about wanting to be dirty, he 
must overdo the good, the wash-
ing away of the dirt. The house-
wife who must constantly clean 
the house, the business man who 
must have his mail brought in in 
exactly the same -manner every 
day, the person who must follow 
a set ritual in any Act or thought 
would fall into the compulsive 
category. Many compulsions are 
superstitions, such as knocking 
on wood. They may be quite min-
or compulsions, such as the nor-
mal childish compulsion not to 
step on the cracks of the side- 

of his peculiarities and is also 
aware that other people aren't 
like him. The neurotic person 
usually punishes himself, where-
as he has no bone to chew with 
others. 

There are four general types of 
neuroses, which may be called the 
anxiety state, the phobia state, 
the imaginary-ill state, and the 
compulsive state. All four of these 
neurotic states are directed in-
wardly. They are states of mind 
which all normal people exper-
ience at times but which are quite 
exaggerated in the neurotic. 

Everyone feels anxiety when 
they are threatened by a person 
or by some problem. Anxiety A 

a normal response to some exter-
nal object or act. But where fear, 
worry, or indecision are aroused 
constantly by the daily routine 
when there is no real external 
fear, anxiety becomes a neurosis. 
And the anxious person suffers 
from that exaggerated feeling of 
his. 

Anxiety is a general feeling of 
apprehension. When a person nar-
rows his fears down to one cer-
tain object or one certain situa-
tio,n, it is known as a phobia, The 
neurotic person will do everything 
he can to avoid any contact with 
his phobia; he realizes his fear is

Sr LEE DO YOU KNOW what a "De-

position" is? 
A "disposition" is a means of 

taking a statement to preserve 
testimony for future use in liti-
gation, or to be used in a case 
which is then pending before the 
Court. 

At times, when it is thought 
that perhaps a witness will not be 
available at the time a suitcomes 
to trial, a statement is taken 
from him that may be used on the 
trial of said cause. To be capable 
of being introduced arrd used on 
the trial of a cause a statement 
must be executed with certain 
formalities. A simple sworn state-
ment is not sufficient. 

Depositions are of two kinds. 
One kind is where the attorneys 
on each side go with the witness 
before a Notary and ask the ques-
tions and they are taken down by 
the Notary or the Court Reporter 
and then reduced to writing and 
signed by the witness. The other 
type of deposition is one in 
which the questions are written 
out in full by the attorneys for 
each side and the questions are 
sent to the Notary Public who 
notifies the witness to come in 
and answer the questions. The 
Notary then reduces the answers 
to writing, executes his certifi-
cate that they were duly sworn 
to by the witness, and then re-
turns the written interrogatories, 
to gether with the answers to the 
Court for use at such time as they 
may be necessary in the trial of 
the case

D. Neal, acting officer in charge 
of Mexican affairs of the U: S. 
State Department; Frank H. King 
of Dallas, general executive of 
The Associated Press, and David

Mahon is chairman of the House 
sub-committee on defense approp-
riations. That group must initiate 
the defense appropriations which 
now are consuming more of the 
taxes dollar than any other type. 
He has access to some of the na-
tion's top military secrets. 

He is the only man who has re-
presented the 19th congressional 
district of Texas in the lower 
house. It was created when the 
state was re-districted following 
the 1930 census. He defeated 
several opponents for election in 
1934 and began his service in the 
74th congress in 1935. His seat 
has never been seriously threat-
ened as the biennial elections have 
come and gone. 

His parents moved to the 
Loraine community from his 
birthplace, Mahon, Louisiana, 
when he was seven. After finish-
ing high school there he entered 
Hardin-Simmons University where 
he distinguished himself as a de-
bater and orator.

Waterfowl may not be shot on 
any State or Federal refuge or 
preserve. Also they may not be 
shot on any public road or high-
way. 

Waterfowl may not be taken 
from any power driven boat or 
from a boat under tow or sail. 

The Director .of Law Enforce-
ment suggested hunters keep 
these added hunting dates in 
mind: 

Mourning dove, south zone, 
November 15; general state open 
season on deer and turkey, Nov-
ember 16, with many local laws 
taking precedence over the main 
statute; deer season West of the 
Pecos, Novectriber 20 to 25 inclu-
sive, with one deer limit; General 
state open season on quail Decem-
ber 1, with many county regula-
tions prevailing.

Rules Governing 
Excise Tax Given 

LUBBOCK—In response to a 
number of inquiries, the Office of 
Price Stabilization today cleari-
fied its proposals to govern pass 
throughs by wholesalers and re-
tailers of changes in certain manu-
facturers' excise taxes which be-
came effective NoVember 1. 

OPS has pointed out, the Lub-
bock district office said, that 
where excise taxes have tradition-
ally been listed separately by re-
sellers and passed on to the cus-
tomer only on an actual dollars 
and cents basis, no percentage 
markup will be permitted on the 
tax increase. 

However, the recent Herlong 
amendment to the Defense Pro-
duction Act and other factors re-
quire OPS to allow wholesalers 
and retailers a percentage mark-
up on such taxes in those cases 
where such sellers have customar-
ily treated the amount of excise 
taxes as part of the cost for 
markup purposes. 

Also, when excise taxes are eli-
minated or reduced the wholesale 
and retail ceilings must be reduc-
ed in the same manner—either on 
a dollars-and-cents basis or per-
centage—wise, according to the 
traditional practice in the indus-
try.

Recipe of the Week 
Ham and Corn Fritters 

11/2  cups sifted all purpose flour 
2 teaspoons baking powder 
1 teaspoon salt 
2 eggs, well beaten 
% cup milk 
2 tablespoons shortening, melted 
1 cup diced left over ham or 

luncheon meat 
1 cup drained whole kernel corn 
Sift flour, baking powder, and 

salt into mixing bowl. Combine 
eggs, milk and melted shortening, 
add to flour mixture all at once. 
Stir just enough to mix. Fold in 
ham and corn. Drop heaping tea-
spoonfuls into deep fat heated to 
365-375 degree F. Fry approxi-
mately 3 or 4 minutes or until 
golden brown on all sides, turning 
occasionally. Lift out and drain on 
absorbent paper. Serves 6.

Opens Nov. 9th 

AUSTIN — Wishing Texas 
sportsmen "good hunting" during 
the waterfowl season opening at 
noon, November 9, the Director of 
Law Enforcement for the Game 
and Fish Commission listed some 
reminders for successful shooting. 

They are: 	• 
Daily shooting hours on ducks 

and geese are from one-half hour 
before sunup to one hour before 
sundown. 

Bag limits are five a day and 
ten in possession for ducks and 
five a day and five in possession 
for geese. The goose bag may not 
include more than either two 
Canada geese (or its subspecies, 
Hutchins or cackling geese) or 
two white-fronted, or one of each. 

All waterfowl hunters over 16 
years of age must have the Fed-
eral stamp costing $2.
