D. A. ADAM, County Agent

Sweet clover pastures that have
been planted during the past few
nionths by farmers are now coming
up to a good stand since the re-
cent rains. T. B, Priddy, W. H. Rey-
nolds, and many others have report-
ed to the county agent that their
early plantings are now up teo a
good stand

More than 4,000 pounds of white
sweet clover seed have been dis-
tributed among farmers of this
county during the past three months
l.et's have a slogan of 1000 farms
in Lamb county with sweet clover
included in their annual pasture
program

Now is the time to plant for the
pastures for the coming ‘ecar One
acre of Sudan to the cow, 14 acres
of sweet clover to every 5 cows, and
about 15 acres of winter pasture,
such as barley, rye or wheat, to
every 5 cows

During the past month, Robert T
May, dairy demonstrator, cooperat-
ing with County Agent D. A. Adam,
has learned one valuable thing from
his cow test records: When cows’
regular pasture habits are inter-
fered with they will eut down on
production

At present he has seven cows on

test, and for several months has been
grazing these cows on wheat pas-
in the mornings, turning them
into alfalfa pasture In the after-
noon S0, one Saturday afternoon
he became busy in town and did not

ture

get to turn his cows out on the al-
falfa pasture and stalk fields, and
upon welghing his milk that night
at the usual milking hour he found
his herd had lost 15 pounds In
milk production, ranging from one
to four pounds per cow, when each
daily milking before for a good
period of time his herd production
had not varied more than three
pounds.

His variation in the feeding pro-
gram here figured on a 30 day
basis would mean a loss of 450
pounds of milk, and If it had tested
5¢,, which is the herd average,
would have meant a loss of 22
pounds of butter fat, worth on the
present market conditions $6.98.
