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Sudan Has Passed the 1,000 Population Mark
Sudan School System Completes Most Successful Term

MAJORITY MAKE THE GRADE 

DESPITE LOSS OF BUILDING  

AND EQUIPMENT.

This week finds our system of 
school* drawing to u close. Detailed 
account o f number and names o f 
gruudates w ill be Riven next week, 
us the paper govs to  press before 
these can be defin itely  determined. It 
may be well to state In this issue 
that the largest classes to finish the 
different divisions of our system w ill 
be those o f this year. The largest 
enrollment In the history o f  the 
school has been in the eleventh 
grade and also In the seventh grade 
this year. From  September to May 
the total enrollm ent in the two 
grades has been: eleventh grade. 

J 35; seventh grade, 18. Over half o f 
I  the two numbers w ill graduate from  
9  their respective divisions. Far more 

than this number from  the eleventh 
grade.

The school has been a success d e­
spite the loss o f building and equip­
ment. Many pupils who would other­
wise have finished work without trou­
ble w ill enter the next year o f  w ork  
with a condition. O f course, there 
will be more pupils than usual who 
w ill fa ll in one or two subjects, but 
even this was preferable to a com ­
plete loss as would have been the 
case had school never re-opened in 
February. Fur four months now the 
school has been running w ith fqur 
teachers in two churches, w ith  
twenty teachers and about 600 ch il­
dren in a school building o f fou r­
teen rooms. This has meant loss o f 
time and energy, but It was a handi­
cap that had to be met.

Senior t law  Program
The senior high school class be­

gun tficir Commencement week last 
Sunday evening with religious exer­
cises and services at the school build­
ing. Interest in this service was e v i­
denced by the fact that nearly half 
o f the audience had to be turned 
away from  the doors because of 
lack o f capacity.

Brady Gets Three-Year 
Sentence For Murder

DALLAS. May 17.— John W. B ra­
dy, form er high court judge, was 
convicted here today o f stabbing to 
death Miss la-hlia Hlghsmlth, ste­
nographer, in Austin, Novem ber 9.

and his punishment was fixed at 
three years imprisonment.

The verdict was returned by a Jury 
12 hours a fter  it received the case 
last night. It was Brady's second 
trial, a hung Jury’ having resulted 
in the first tria l at Austin. The cast- 
was brought here on a change o f 
venue on a defense motion.

Five ballots were taken, two o f 
them last night. On the first ballot 
the vote was eght to four fo r  con­
viction. On the second ballot five  
were in favor o f a suspended sen­
tence and le v in  fo r  a prison sen­
tence. Three among the seven at 
that time favored the death penalty.

On the first ballot today ten voted 
fo r  a throe-yeur prison sentence and 
two for a five-year sentence. The 
fourth ballot was unchanged from  
the third, and on the fifth  the 12 
men agreed on the three-year sen­
tence,

Defense Attorneys Maury Hughes 
and Ted Monroe said a m otion for 
a new trial would be filed.

An e ffo rt w ill be made by attor­
neys fo r  the petitioners in the state 
case to have the new ease trans­
ferred to Lubbock, as it Is stated 
uost of the college creditors reside 
in this section of the atate.

N E W A R K , N. J.. May 15.— Dwight 
W. Morrow, opening his campaign 
Thursday night fo r  the Republican 
nomination to the United States sen­
ate from New Jersey, declared him ­
self in favor o f the repeal o f the 
Eighteenth Amendment.

Devoting to the prohibition ques­
tion almost all o f his 3,000-word 
address, he asserted that if  elected 
to the Senate, he would be prepared 
to vote for a resolution submitting 
to the states a constitutional amend­
ment which would restore to them 
the power to determ ine their policy 
toward the liquor tra ffic.

“ I believe," Mr Morrow said, 
“ that the way out o f the present 
d ifficu lty is to recognize clearly the 
fundamental d ifference between the 
nature of the federal government 
and the atate government. I believe 
this involves a repeal o f  the E igh t­
eenth Amendment and the substitu­
tion therefor o f an amendment 
which w ill restore to states the 
power to determine their policy to ­
ward the liquor traffic, and vest in 
the federal government power to give 
all possible protection and assist­
ance to those states that desire 
complete prohibition against invas­
ion from  the states that do not."

Deep Plowing to
Prevent Soil Blowing

(The  Southwest Plainsman.)
Figures available at the Am arillo 

W eather Bureau prsve conclusively 
that the Plains country does not 
have as much wind a* it had in nn 
early day. but there is still enough. | 
particularly In the spring months, 
to do considerable damage in the i 
sandy sections, and the experiments ' 
being carried on in Gaines and Ter- I 
ry counties in an e ffo rt to control 
soil blowing are proving helpful 
Some two years ago. Ko> Davis, then 
Gaines county agent, wax given the 
opportunity to try out deep plowing 
as a remedy for the shifting top soil , 
which blew out or buried the farm- , 
era' crops. In the first experiment* 
a road grader was used and the clay 
subsoil turned up to a depth of from  
eighteen or twenty inches. G lory be' ! 
Old Boreas couldn't budge It. but 
it was scandalously expensive. H ow ­
ever. the resultant yields were so 
satisfactory that sandy-land farmers 
Immediately began to cast about for , 
ways and means o f lowering the i 
cost. A number o f farm ers clubbed 
together and bought a giant grub 
plow, which did not fill the bill ex­
actly. but came nearer doing the 
work than anything else. Seventeen 
inches was the lim it of depth for 
the grub plow and It takes ten 
mules to pull it. Even though It 
cut* twenty inches at a time, the 
plow ing is a slow job  and hard on 
the mu lea Tractors have been tried 
out and more plows added in an 
e ffo rt to  reduce the cost o f  break­
ing. Shallower plowing was ulso 
tried, bat e igh t.to  ten-inch plowing 
proved a disastrous failure, the soil 
seeming to blow worse than under 
ordinary condition*. When plowed 
from  sixteen to twenty Inche* deep, 
the fields Invariably gave an in­
creased yield and in many cases the 
additional yield was enough to more 
than pay for the greater cost. A 
large number o f farmers on the 
sandy lands have become interested 
and a considerate acreage has been 
plowed deep for this year’s crops.

Mr. und Mrx. L.L. Massengiil of 
L ittle fie ld  have a flock o f 86 S. C. 
W hite Leghorn hens that have made 
a profit o f fl.SO per hen during 
the paat five  month*.

Here lx how It happened each 
woman doing home demonstration 
work la to have Home productive 
project aa gardening, poultry, or 
dairy work. .Mrx. Massengiil de­
cided to take the poultry and keep 
a record o f the flock according to 
the method xuggeated by Mr. K. N. 
Holingreen, Extension Poultry Hus­
bandman o f A. and M. Colleg.

Mrs. Massengiil started her poul­
try work In December with 101 
hena. In January the flock was 
culled and State Accredited, leaving 
88 hens in the flock. These hens 
have hud a com fortable house, 
plenty o f warm drlnkng water 
through the winter months, and a 
balanced ratio. . Th ler feed consis­
ted o f egg laying mash, grain o f 
hlgerla, feturila, and yellow corn, 
and oyster shells. In order for
the hena to get the necessary green 
feed ground a lfa lfa  wax fed until 
wheat could he grown for them.

To appreciate this gain one should 
know that there are more than 50,- 
U00 hens in demonstration flocks In 
Texas. County farm  agents and home 
demonstration agents who are super­
vising this work send records to Col­
lege Station each month. The aver­
ages when compiled fo r  the state 
are returned to the agents In or­
der that the county flocks may be 
compared with other flocks through­
out the state. The records on the 
above 50,000 hens show that they 
have made a profit o f  85.2 cents 
above their feed cost fo r  the past 
five  months. Mrs. Massengiil has 
made 21.50 profit on her hens 
above feed coat.

Through the early hutching sea­
son eggs front the Massengiil flock 
w ire  sold at a local hatchery, since 
then the eggs are being sold at mar­
ket price.

The figures from  the Mussengill 
flock also show that it costs more 
per dozen eggs to produce fertile 
eggs o f u high per cent hatchabllity 
tind o f livability o f  chicks than It 
does to produce Infertile eggs, but 
the difference In price o f the eggs 
more than repay one fo r  the small 
extra feed cost.

I had a fa ir ly  nice living room, 

but fe lt there was still room for 
improvement. I entered the living 
room contest for this purpose and 
by the help o f  our Home Demon­
stration Agent, Miss Kuby Mashburn. 
and a little studying I have greatly 
Improved my liv ing room.

First. I waxed the floors, which 
was quite a task. I tried several 
methods o f applying the wax and at 
last found the best method was by 
rubbing It on and polishing it with 
a piece o f sheepskin wrapped around 
a brick as you would polish your 
shoes. Then 1 rearranged the furn i­
ture to better the room. I added two 
pieces, an old bookcase, and a stand 
table on which I placed the port­
able victrola. which was moved 
from  the library table. I moved these 
front another room and reflnlshed 
them with wax.

I moved two rugs from  the bed­
room. By this arrangement I had 
provided a music center, a w riting 
center, and a conversation center.

I got some old curtains that had 
been discarded, washed and Ironed 
them, with which I made draperies 
for the double French doors. I re­
placed my old thin and stringy dra­
peries w ith new ones made from  
pretty cretonne. This cost me $4.50

I added floor pillows, rearranged 
the books in the ends o f the library 
table, and I painted the flow er box 
and washed the d irty spots from  the 
walls, removed the stacks o f music 
from  the piano. Th is all) added great 
com fort to the liv ing room.

CLASH 2
Mr* M. M. W hite

I had already planned to improve 
my living room before I became a 
member of a demonstration club, j 
so when I heard o f the Living Room  
Contest 1 decided to put Into prac­
tice the things that I had learned 
« t  the club meetings. I  was not very 
enthusiastic at first however, be­
cause I fe lt that I was very igno­

rant on living room requirements I
I f  it had not been for the faithful ! 
encouragement and enthusiasm o f 
our demonstrator the task would ' 
never have been completed.

I planned to defray all expenses J 
out o f mv own money which was ob 
talned by selling eggs by contract 
to the hatchery. I had scarcely be­
gun my plans when five o f my reg­
istered cockerels contracted chicken 
pox and died. Then I had one hun­
dred and twenty-five hens took 
chicken pox. so I thought I would 
quit. I almost had chicken pox my­
self, and oh. how I lay awake and 
prayed for those hens to lay. and 
they did. but I had to sell in ferior 
eggs at market price from  then on 
I also sold some o f my chickens, 
which helped some

My living room was very small—  
entirely too small for a fam ily of 
seven. The only furniture In the liv ­
ing room was a radio cabinet and 
a library table. The heater occupied 
the center o f  the room The wood 
Work was already xtulned and a 
small congoleum rug was on the 
floor.

A small bed room Joined this room 
on the west. This room was papered 
with blue building paper. The furni­
ture consisted o f a bed and dresser. 
Since the front entrance led through 
this room we decided that it should 
be a part o f the living room My 
husband removed the partition be­
tween these two rooms making a 
nice long room 9 feet by 17 feet. 
The room now had two small w in­
dows and three doors.

I selected wall paper with a cream 
colored background and a tan m in­
gled figure and for the ceiling I 
selected paper o f a cream  back­
ground with silver splashes Instead 
o f using a border for this paper 1 
paper I used plain molding and 
painted It to match the background 
of the paper. I selected this color 
o f paper so that it would reflect the 
light from  the windows and make 
the room look larger and more 
cheerful. The canvas, paper, ami 
molding were a ll put on by myself, 
m y fam ily and club members.

I had only two pieces o f furniture 
that were suitable for a liv ing room 
These were, a radio cabinet and a 
library table. The other furniture 
was removed from  the room, 
moved the radio nearer the end of 
the room and used It fo r  a music 
center. The library table was old 
and scarred and It had to be re- 
finished 1 got a recipe from  the 
demonstrator to remove the varnish 
and It worked beautifully If she did 
give me the wrong one. I sandpa­
pered it down and put on two coats 
o f mahogany varnish. This table bad 
ample space fo r  books and writing 
m aterial, but no place for maga­
zines. Therefore. 1 bought a small 
magazine basket and painted it the 
color o f the library table. These j 
pieces o f  furniture were to be in my ! 
reading center so I placed them next t 
to the Inner wall In the largest space J 
where the light came in to the best i 
advantage.

I ordered a living room suite be­
cause I could get a more practical 
set and It was not so expensive as 
those at town. and. too. it fitted in | 
with my color scheme. This set was 
finished In mahogany with brown 
im itation leather upholstery. and 
consisted of a davenport, rocker, 
and chair. The chair I placed at the 
end o f the library table near the 
magazine basket to  complete my 
reading center. The davenport was 
placed In the large space between 
the windows, with the rocker near 
by to complete the rest center.

Tw in carbide lights were placed 
In the center o f the room and hung 
from  the center o f  the celling. The 
heater and small rug were moved 
out. The woodwork was restained 
with burnt umber and mahogany* 
stain.

I purchased b u ff window shades 
and they proved to be very light In 
color, so 1 selected heavy draperies 
to help exclude some o f the light, 
the material fo r  the draperies Is 
Indian head linen o f rose color with 
unbleached domestic for lining. 
These I made straight and let ex­
tend to the floor. In the center I 
placed cream marquisette that came 
to the bottom o f the window sash 
The draperies make my windows 
look larger and let In Just the cor- 
rect amount o f light.

I covered my floor with a con- < $
1 solemn rug which has a soft brown 1 
! background with soft lines o f  tan |
| and blue, and bouquets of rose co l­

ored flowers stenciled in black. These j 
colors harmonize with my paper and 
drapery, furniture and wood work.

I decorated my walls with three 
hand-painted pictures. 1 placed one 
over the reading center, one over 
the davenport, and the other one 
In a blank space In the east end of 
the room. I also put two pillows on 
my davenport.
