BETTER HEALTH

There are some people who
have an Inherited tendency to 
serious or even fatal hemorra- 
ges. Slight wounds or abrasions 
are accompanied by a dlsprop 
ortlonate amount of bleeding 
which Is extremely difficult to 
control. These people are call­
ed bleeders The abnormal 
tendency to bleed Is called hem­
ophilia.

Hemophilia affects the male, 
but Is transmitted through the 
female. Neither the sons of a 
bleeder nor their children inher 
It the tendency. The daughters 
however, while they themselves 
are not affected, transmit the 
hemorrhagic tendency to their 
male children.

The blood of hemophiliacs is 
very slow ln clotting, and the 
clots which finally do form are 
Imperfect and fall to complete­
ly stop the flow of blood. There 
seems to be a lack of certain 
substances in the blood which 
are essential to a normal rapid 
Ity and completeness of clot 
ting.

Beya Should Be Protected
The knowledge that there 

have been bleeders ln one’s fam 
lly Is extremely valuable If it Is 
applied ln protecting the males 
against the causes of hemorr­
hage. Until the child reaches 
an age where he can understand 
his condition, he must be care­
fully protected from wounds

volving the risk of Injury should 
be avoided.

Fortunately, modern medical 
science offers certain methods 
which are fairly satisfactory ln 
controlling the bleeding ln these 
case*. T h e *  include blood 
transfusions and the Injection 
of serum and other substances 
which hasten the clotting of 
blood.

Osier said that the women of 
bleeder-families should not mar­
ry or. If they do marry, should 
not bear children. As the men 
of such families do not trans­
mit the tendency, It Is safe for 
them to marry. If  this rule 
were followed, apparently hem­
ophilia would be bred out of 
these families.
