Three blasts were uged in cracking
the safe, biit before tHe Té#ldents were
aroused the ‘tobbers had eacaped on a
south-bound freight train of the Santa
Fe, which arrived there shortly after

Before forcing an entrance to the
bank the cracksmen sécured some tools

San Angelo, Tex., Dec. 12.—At the
West Texas Development Congress,
Homer D, Wade of Bumlord spoke as
follows:

‘‘A commercial organization is es
sentially a business concern. If con-

gin with. It Is a clearing house for
everything that is for the upbuilding
of the town and country and should be
the center from which everything for
the upbullding of the town and coun-
try should radiate. Commercial or-
ganizations concern themselves with
the material development of the com-
munity, but other agencies should be
employed to serve the distinctive,
moral and _intellectual Interests.
The material prosperity of a commun-
ity is promotive of moral and intel-
lectual progress and this will serve to
show the importance of such an or-
ganization,

‘‘SBystem Is the first law of nature.
Organization is llkewise the foundation
for commercial growth. The more per-
fect the organization of a business con-
cern, the more ,prosperous is that
concern. The community or town is
a business concern, and without or-
ganization its growth is of- necessity
retarded. -Take organization out of a
business concern and you have destroy-
ed its vitals. Organization and  co
operation are the foundation stones
for the upbuilding and growth of the
town and community,

‘‘Natural advantages -are of the
greatest advantage to our West Texas
towns, but the handiwork of God must
be supplemented by the magic touch
of man. The town or community that
depends upon its mnatural resourceks
without any effort to develop and ex-
ploit them can only hope to reach a
modest ‘degree of success. In other
words, sych a place s one that is
‘waiting \or something to turn up.’
The town that Is ormnjq;nd has
the co-operative spirit Is ¢ that Is
a llve town and is therefore turning
things up. I sald a moment ago that
a commercial organization is a busi-
ness institution. 1 repeat this senti-
ment and say that no business con-
cern can succeed unless it has financial
standing and Mfnancial] and moral
backing.

Plan of Financing.

‘‘A plan of financing should be|
adopted that 14 as far as possible
equitable to the participants thereof.
I think perhaps the nearest approach
to.this Is a regular membership fee
small enough to let any man who Is in-
terested In the development of the
town become a member, and large
enough that it will have a material
bearing upon the financial standing.
This membership fee adopted, there |
should be a graduated subscription, ln'
the town of Stamford, where it is my
pleasure to act as secretary of the
Commercial Club, our subscriptions
range from $1 per month per member
to $76 per month per firm. This gives
us an income of about $500 per month
and this amount is adequate for the
maintenance of the club’'s headguar
ters, the payment of the secretary and
his assistants’ salaries and a fairsized
fund for exploitation, entertainment
etec. Our town has a population of
some 7,000 and the enterprising spirit
is dominant. Larger towns should, of
course, have larger funds, though the
smaller towns can not expect to ac-
complish the needed results on a very
much smaller fund. The more the bet-
ter, andl the greater work that can be
accomplished.

‘“This head should be treated with
respect (1) to the citizenship of the
town, (2) with reference to the town
and country, (3) with reference to the
town and its peighboring towns and
(4,) with reference to the town and
state. )

‘I belleve that every citizen who
earns a livellhood in a town should be
willing to invest something In the de-
velopment of that town and should be
made to realize that his earning ca-
pacity is in proportion to the develop-
ment of the town and section. 1 iIn-
sist that the enterprising people of a
town or ecommunity should patromise
only the emterprising people of their
class. To put It in another way, I be-
lieve In reciprocity. The man who will
not- invest in the upbullding of his
town, either for selfish or other rea-
sons, has no right to expect and should
not receive the support of those who
are devoting th,lr time, energy, effort
and means to the upbuilding of that
town. This co-operative spirit should
not be confined simply to the men, but
showld permeate the entire citizen-
ship.

“‘In my experience and observation
1 have found that the most valuable
asset in this comnection is the or
ganized co-operation of the wonten and
a8 an example of this, 1 polot with

‘“The country prospers as the

town prospers and vice versa. There-
fore, there should be the fullest co-
operation between the town and coun-
+ This can be given in securing
£90d roads, encouraging diversification,
securing the location of enterprises
that will bring money to the farmers,
flour mills, canning factories, milo
maize and Kaffir corn mills, peanut
mills, oll mills, etc. Also in encourag-
Ing intense farming, better seed; In
fact, intelligent farming in every sense
of the word, as well as encournging
educational environments. Every town
should find ample means of discovering
enterprises and giving assistance that
will dbe of mutual benefit to the town
and country,

‘'3. Every town should fee] that as
its nelghbors prospers it will prosper,
and, therefore, the spirit of town rival-
ry should be encouraged and promoted,
On the other hand, town jeplousy
should be decried and discouraked in
every sense Of the _word. There Is
nothing more deplorable than to see
business concerns knifing each other,
and the same applies to the towns of
West Texas in particular.

‘‘4. Every towtd sHould look to Its
own Interests first, not forgetting that
it Is a parcel of the great state of
Texas, and should, therefore, be broad
enough to join the movements that
are for the general welfare of the
If this Is true, then each organ-
Isatioff has not only thé right but a
duty to perform In helping mold sen-
timent that will give to the state l1égls-
lative enactments that are promotive
of the best interests of the state and
oppose such laws as are infmical to the
growth of the state. No part of the
state can suffer without a correspond-
ing Injury to theq entire state and the
entire state can not suffer without
every part being affected thereby.

As to Exploitation.

‘“The proper explaitation
town and community cah
through organized effort ohly, it mat-
ters not what the natural resources
of the town may be, nor what the en-
terprises she may have, nor what pos
sibllites she may enjoy, | say none of
these are of any value whatever, unlesg
they are known to the outside world
and properly exploited. The proper
idea of exploitation s a great subject
In itself. Buffice It to say that no séc-
tion of Texas has suffered on account
of the lack of proper exploitation like
that of West Texas, and one of the
greatest - goods that can be accom-
plished is to place the resources and
possibilities of the towns and counties
of West Texas in the proper light, Of
course, each town has its own Inter-
ests to guard, but the thorough co-
operation of the commercial organiza-
tions In this respect, of the various
towns throughout the western portion
of Texas would be of Incalculable
good.

‘“In this connection | am impelled
to say that the enthusiasm of land
companies and Irresponsible writers
have done this county much Injury
through their exploitations. | mean
by this that in their eagerness for ma-
terial galn they have sent such strong
statements to the outside world that
there has been a re.action, at least, In
some parts. [ will say that reaction
always follows when statements are
made with reference to any section the
facts of which are not and can not be
verified. To tell the truth of West
Texas and its possibilities is sufficient,
and the proper exploitation of any
community of West Texas as a whole
is all that can be done and all that
should be done. Nothing more and
nothing less. The commercial organ-
Izations should, therefore, tell the
truth about this section’s resources
and It should be able to back up any
statement that is made and promul-
gated as literature from such an or-
ganization.

Bvery commercial organization
should concern itself with the upbulld-
ing of the country and town by se-
curing new enterprises, but it should,
however, first of all encourage the
ones it has already. It is a mistake to
attempt to overcrowd a fleld of Invest-
ment. [f, for instance, the town has a
flour mill, and that enterprise is doing
its duty towards the upbullding of the
town, serving its patrons to thelr sat-
isfaction, and it lacks something In its
abllity to cover the territory, the com-
mercial organization can do much bet-
ter part by the town by encouraging
its trade and adding to its eapital, than
by reaching out after another such
concern, that would put the ome op the
ground out of business, What Is' true
of this particular instance is true of
all others, Make the enterprises you
have grow, before encouraging others
of a like nature to come Into your town

best Inducements that can be offered.
In other words, the promulgation of
the doctrine of patronizing home indus-
try will be a very strong asset when
Do pot understand me to say that |
Do not understand meto say that I
oppose working for new enterprises.
Neither do I object to encouraging com-
petition, but oftentimes better service
can be given and greater results can
be obtained by giving support to the
enterprises a town already has.

‘‘In undertaking to get new enter-
prises, the commercial organization
should attempt to get those that would
be tirst of benefit to the town, and
second, they should get those for
which there is a fleld. For an
enterprise to fail in a town dicourages
others. Its success encourages others.
In this connection I think too many
towns are to grasping. They show this
by their large botuses for small en-
terprises, and the results are that they
encourage the bonus idea, and further-
more they give hope to unrellable in-
vestors whose only object is to secure
the bonus, The professiona] bonus
hunter should be put out of business,
and In my observation our enthusiasm
along thig line causes many of our
towns to be looked upon as easy marks
for the small man looking for a big bo-
bonusnus. THe co-operative spirit
along this line would be of much help
and would result in putting the bonus
hunter out of business. Bumming up
this question, permit me to urge that
the commercial organizations of West
Texas decide for themselves what en-
terprises their towns need and can
support and what enterprises would do
weif in their particular sections. Hav-
ing decided this question, let them go
after these particular enterprises, of-
fering such ipducements gs the merits
of the various enterprises would war-
rant and no more.

General Remarks.

‘ ‘Commercial organlutlons like oth-
er business concerns, are of different
kinds. There are commercial organ-
izations In name only, the perennial
organization and the live organization.

‘“The organization in npame only
hurts ' a town in this way. The In-
vestor or homeseeker writes the or
ganization and In getting no response
or in getting a response that means
nothing, is naturally disappointed and
the entire town and country gets the
credit for same, or it happens that
the investor visits the town at his own
expense and when he arrives there he
finds no one to give him information
or the intelligence that he desires and
he becomes a knocker to that town.
Inactivity in a town from an organiza-
tion standpoint, is always hurtful and
it is better that the town should have
no such organization than to have one
that exists in pame only.

‘“The perennial organization is one
that will work when something big is

in sight or comes toward the town in
the natural course of events, and when
the campaign is over, sits quietly rest-

ing on its oars, waiting for the next
thing to come along, reminding one
much of the wet weather springs in
Eastern and Southren Texas.

‘‘A live organization is one that has

A lively article on the smusing mis-
takes to be found In books sppears in
the London Academy. The author in
referring to the blunders often made
in books that describe foreign coum-
tries notes that a traveler's ignhorance
of the manners and customs of strange
peoples or deliberate imposition by his
informants are both supposed to have
given a somewhat fabulous character
to some parts of the writings of Herod-
otus. He quotes these lines, which he
found written on his desk when he
was attending lectures at Oxford:

The author adds: “The second line is
presumibly a refergnce to the spelling
of lonic Greek. What follows alludes
to the story of the Nile issuing from
between the mountains Crophi and Mo-
phl, which certainly sounds like a nurs-
ery tale, In justice, however, to the
historian we must remember that re-
cent Investigations have discovered
that many of his narratives once re-
garded as mythical have been found to
bave some foundation in fact.

“This is more than can be sald of
most mediaeval travelers’ tales. SBome,
however, admit of explapation, as, for
instance, Othello’s account of ‘men
whose heads do grow beneath their
shoulders.’ Raleigh is convinced that
the wonder ‘is true, because every
child in the provinces of Arromala and
Capuri afirms the same.' The origin
of the bellef In such prodigies has
been found in the account given by
Olearius of the Samojeds of northern
Muscoyy. whose ‘garments are made
like those that are called cosaques,
oped only at the necks. When the cold
is extraordinary they put their oco-
saques over thelr heads and let the
sleeves hang down, their faces belng
not to be seen but at the cleft which is
at the neck. Whence some have taken
occasion to write that In these north-
ern countries there are people without
heads, having their faces in their
breasts.’ "
