FOR $100,000 UNION DEPOT

Will Be Two Blocks in Length, Extend-
" ing from Seventh to Ninth Streets.
Work to Start Immediately.
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A unlon passenger station, extending from 7th to 9th street, on
Michigan Avenue, 780 feet in length, and costing one hundred thousand
dollars, is assured for Wichita Falls as the result of a contract which

was signed this afternoon by D. B.

Keeler, representing the Fort Worth

and Denver, and Messrs. Kemp and Kell of the Northwestern. The de-
pot will be used by all the rallroads entering this city. The new North-
western bullding will be used for the ‘general offices of that road.

It was also announced today that freight terminals would be con-
structed by the Wichita Falls and Northwestern on Ohlo Avenue, be-
tween 9th and 10th streets. Work om these improvements is to be
started at the earliest possible moment,
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Briefly, that tells the story of Wigch-
ita Falls’ D. B.

ANOTHER NAVAL INV INVESTIGATION

Some of the W Want .ut-
ton Case Reopened.

Washington, D. C., March 9.—The
‘'Sutton Case,’’ which has been the
subject of two naval inquiries, is Lo be
brought before the public attention
agaln, and, from all indications, it Is
destined to be as prolific of official in-
vestigations as the Brownsville affair,
Today a joint resolution was intro-
duced In both houses of congress, ask-
ing for a thorough re-investigation in-
to the death of Lieutenant James 8.
Sutton and of all the events leading
up to the tragedy. Simultaneously, it
is understood, the mother will institute
proceedings in the civil courts of
Maryland.

Lieutenant Sutton died at Annapolis
as a result of & wound in the head
caused by a pistol shot on October 15,
1907. At the time of his death the
leutenant was a student at the marine
school of application. According to
the testimony given at the first in-
vestigation, Sutton quarreled with a
brother officer as they, accompanied
by several other officers, were return-
ing in an sutomobile from a dance at
Annapolis to the barracks. There was
a fist fight after ‘le party left the au-
tomobile in which Sutton is sald to
have been vanquished. The testimony
tended to show that he went to his
guarters and obtained a revolver with
the intention of shooting his antag-
onist. He fired one shot at Lieutenant
Robert E. Adams of the Marine Corps,
but did not ‘strike him.

Lieutenant Edward P. Roelker, an-
other Marine Corps officer, who was a
member of the party, attempted to in-
'lervm and struggled with Sutton in
tln attempt to disarm bhim. A second
{ahot from Sulton's pistol plerced
'Roclkor'l clothes, but did not pene-
trate his body. According to the tes
timony, Sutton, who had been thrown
to the ground in his emcounter with
Roleker, them shot himself in the

A board of officers appointed to in-
vestigate Sutton’s death rendered a
verdict that he had committed suicide
and that no person was In any way
responsible for his- death. About a
year ago, as a result of an agitation
on the part of the family and friends
of the dead lleutenant, the matter was
re-opened and another board appointed
to inquire into the circumstances of
the tragedy. It was rumored at the
time that sensational disclosures wowuld
be made and that the arrest of one
or more Marine Corps officers on the
charge of belng concerned in the death
of Lieutenant Sutton might follow.
Numerous witnesses were summoned,
but after a thorough investigation the
board arrived at the same verdict as
fts predecessor, namely, that Sutton
had come to his death by his own
hand. The mother still maintalns,
however, that her son did not die by
his own hand, but that his death was
the result of a conspiracy.

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Life of Wizard Schaefer

Some Sidelights on the Career of One
ummwlm Players of
the World.

Jacod ‘Schaefer, surnamed ‘' ‘The
Wizard,’' without ‘dispute, was the
greatest of all billard players and did
more for the development of the game
than any other man, living or dead.
To him belongs the credit for the mod-
ern scientific game. He led the way
and there is scarcely a large city in

| the world where Schaefer's wonderful

skill in the manipulation of the balls
was not admired at some time in his
Hfelong career as a billard expert.

Jacob Schaefer was born of German
parents, in Milwaukee, Wis.,, on Feb.
Znd, 1855. Before he had reiched
his tenth year his parents moved to
Leavenworth, Kas., and there the boy,
at the age of fourteen, first became in-
terested in the game. He progressed
rapidly and: at the age of fifteen he
was the acknowledged champlon of
Leavenworth. In 1872, Schaefer play-
ed his first match game at the four-ball
game with Adam Klessler, then cham-
plon of Wisconsin.) Schaefer won,
1,600 to 502. He next defeated Lew
Shaw, who afterwards became an ex-
pert finger billardist, 100 to 800, for a
purse of $100. In 1873, he was match-
ed against Slosson at French caroms,
400 points up, for a purse. The game
was played in Indignapeolis and Slosson
won, 400 to 289,

While in San Francisco, a year or
80 later, Schaefer challenged any play-
er on the coast and was matched
against Franz Kraker, at French ear
oms, 600 points up, for $2,000 in gold.
Schaefer won with an average of 12
and by a score of 600 to 551. Then
Schaefer went to New York. He en-
téred the French carom tournament
there in 1876, but finished next to last,
being defeated by J. Dion, Rudolphe,
8losson, Garnler and C. Dion. In 1878
he was defeated at the same game by
Slosson in Chicago.

In 1878 Schaefer defeated John
Flack at Boston in a cushion carom
game, 300 points up, for $1,000, Schaef.
er allowing Flack a discount, and win-
ning the game 300 to 209. In 1879 he
won the New York tournament at
French caroms. He defeated Slosson
for $1,000 and the championship, at
French caroms, in 1879 in Chicago and
again in New York in the same year.

He was defeated three times by SBex-
ton -in 1881, and again in 1882, He
finished second to Dion in the cushion
carom tournament in New York In
1881. In November, 1886, Schaefer was
defeated by Slosson at cushion caroms
in Chicago, and again in April, 1887,

At the first champlonship game
Yournament in New York, February,
1879, Schaefer finished third, and was
defeated by Vignefiux in Paris in De
cember, 1880. Schaefer defeated Slos-
son In April, 1881, and was defeated by
Slosson In 1884. In January, 1885,
Schaefer again wrested laurels from
Slosson. With-a single average of 40
and a grand average of 20 1-3, Schaefer
won the first balkline tournament, 8-
inch balk, in Chicago, March, 1883, and
lost with Vigneaux in Paris, 3,000 to
2895. He defeated Slosson in Chicago
in May, 1884, 800 to 344, with an aver-
age of 38 1-10, and & 12-inch balkline
game in January, 1884, with an average
of 14.

Slosson defe-tod Schaefer for first
prize in a 144nch balkline tournament
in New York in May, 1885, and he was
tied with Vigneaux and Slosson in the
triangular 14-inch balkline tournament
in Chicago, in November, 1885. In
December of the same year he was de-
feated for first place in the same kind
of tournament by BSlosson. Another
triangular tournament in the same
month, between the same players, was
won by Schaefer, who made the high-
est run and best single and grand aver.
age, the latter being 23 3-3. Schaefer
defeated Vigneaux with a grand aver-
age of 26 26 34 in a five-night match,
14-nch balkline, in New York, in Jan-
uary, 1886, and again in March with
an average of 26 1-2.

Schaefer defeated Slosson in Chieca-
go in April, 1887, 14-inch balkline game
and made an average of 17 79. In a
14-inch tougnament in St. Louls, Jan-
nary, 1888, he defeated Slosson, mak-
ing one single agevarge of 50 and a
grand average of 24 56-131.

In the balkline tournament at New
York, 1890, Schaefer, although crippléd
by rheumatism, won second place. The
following Aprfl he won the.Chicago

Bchaefer never contended
for the 18.2 championship until the
New York tournament in 1909, when
he ended third, or next behind Sutton,
with Hoppe fourth. One of the most
famous games Schaefer ever played
was his discount game against Mo-
Cleary, In which he finished the 3,000
points in a single run, the largest run
ever made in a three-ball match,

Bohaefer's health, never strong, com-
pletely broke down in 1909, and he was
(compelled to retire and seek the brac-
ing climate of Colorado, where he died
yesterday,
