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The pléa of West Texas legislators
for the redistricting of the statd puts
the case In a new light. We hid in:
clined te the view that while the state
should be redistricted to conform to
the new census, no material interest
would suffer if the districts should re:
main the same for another two years.
Indeed, with prohibitioh and anti-pro-
hibition prejudices so-strong it might
turn out that. this concern would so
oveyshadow other consideration as
to really endanger If mnot render im-
possible - that calm deliberation and
just “distribution of legisiative power
which are to be fixed for another de-
cgde. The flerce rivalry between pro-
hibitionists and anti-prohibitionists to
obtain control of the redistricting com-
mittees, foreshadowed a gerrymander
that under other citcumstances would

But the West Texas lellslatorn re-
mind us that thelp section will suffer
& grave injustice if they are denied
the representation to which their pop-
ulation entitles them. They declare
the truth that “some West Texas leg.
islative districts -have double, triple
ahd quadruple the number of Inhabi
tants of the average North, Central
and* East Texas districts,” and they
invoke the principle that taxatioy
without representation is fundament.
ally and historically a political crime.
“For the larger portion of the past
ten years,” they say, “the west has
borne uncomplaininly taxation with-
out representation, the Iﬂndequu:y of
representation and growth of this tax.
ation becoming yearly greater.™

It is a matter of common Knowledge
that many state policles pursued and
sustained by reason of the greater leg-
islative &trength of North, Central and
East Texas, are objectionable to West
Texas. If legislative representation
were justly apportioned that would be
only the mhtortu\c of the minority,
But the census demonstrated that
West Texas 1s much stronger in pop-
ulation than it was ten years ago, and
is getting relatively stronger every
Whether it Is quite strong
enough with a fair representation to
reverse or modify these policies we do
not kunow until the divisor of appor-
tonment is nctually applied, but 1t
is entitled immediately to every unil
of legislative STréngth which its pop-
ulation warrants

This is a mattér enlirely aside from
prohidition or anti-prohibition. The
safe guess is that the incregse of
West Texas represenfition will in.
crease prohibtion strength in the legis-
lature. Buot no single question should
be perniiited to stand between- the
people of any section and-their equit-
able strength: of representation in the
legislature. 'To dény thém thig right
is to repudiate the very first principle
of the American republic; to delay It
is to commit podlitical robbery for the
time being.

Congressional redistricting doesg not
matter so much. Texas will not sul-
fer the loss of a single congressman,
for If necgssary two representatives
at large gan be elected. But legislative
redistricting is imperative under every
obligation of common justice.

We¢ are confident that this view will
appeal to the legislatiye and executive
sense of falrness, and we faduige the
firm hope that the plea of West Texas
will not be niade In vain.—Fort Worth
Record.
