Sells was supposed to. have been
drowned in Deep Fork river ten years
agd and the officers belleve the persoh
who made the deeds to Irwin was an
impostor. . wints a white man, fifty.
two years of age, and has been in the
land business in Muskogee.

While Harly Sells is supposed to
have been dead ten years, Irwin se-
cured a deed to his allotment in 1909,
This, too, was made in Mexico.' The
man said to be Sells was Identified by
a negro taken to. Mexico for that pur
pose by Irwin in 1909. This negro,
Doc Allen, is also in jail

Plant Field Peas Now.
By the time this letter reaches the
farmers it will be time to plant field
peas. Those who have left every other
row or every third row of corn can
plant there. If go place was left and
the farmer does not wish to plow up
#® row of corn on which to plant peas
he can now plant on .the corn row.
There are several ways to do this
Some rig up a planter on the cujtiva-
tor, some place a small boy on the
cultivator, while some have a bhoy to
drop them on the row ahead of the
quitivator, some who have a well train-
ed team drop the. peas themselves
between the plows as they cultivate
the land,
Peas planted this way and this early
seldom fail to make a foliage, while
if they are not planted until laying by
time the almost usual sammer drouth
keeps the péas from maturing.
Quite a number of farmers have
adopted the plan of planting a patch
of peas alone and cultivating them
especially fof seed. It is & very good
plan #nd a menecy crop as well as
cotton, as ther® is always a market
for them tf you have them in quan-
titles. If no market is rmady the peas
may be hulled, put up to prevent the
weevils from destroying them and hold
them until there is & ready sale.
Pea seed are high, but even at the
present price It is a splendid Invest.
ment for the peas put about $22 worth
of fertizer to the acre Iin the
ground, besides the peas make a profit-
able crop and there is a world of for-
age if the farmer cares to harvesl it
