other work that was needed. 
But we'll keep everyone on, 
we'll maintain our people." 

Goodpasture had been in 
negotiations with Cabot on a 
new gas contract for the plant, 
but Coleman said he couldn't 
accept what Cabot had to offer. 

"FERC passed a ruling Oct. 
9 that was intended to do the 
pipelines a favor, but Cabot got 
the only grandfather clause on 
this pipeline and knew there 
couldn't be any other third-
party transporters because of 
the FERC ruling, and they got 
heavyhanded with us. 

"(Wednesday) we filed for an 
emergency certificate from 
FERC that would allow other 
third-party suppliers to 
transport gas through our line 

ing for more than one year on 
their contract offers." 

Coleman said Cabot gave the 
plant one week to come to 
terms last Wednesday, but 
refused to agree to any further 
extensions. 

"We couldn't live with a five-
year agreement over our head, 
and we won't sign a contract 
like that. 

(which is owned by El Paso 
Natural Gas). If we get the 
emergency certificate, which 
our people say should take 
about 10 days, then we'll be 
able to get gas through the line 
and be back in full operation. 

"We have people who are lin-
ed up and waiting for us to get 
the certificate and get going —
they're ready to send us gas." 

Coleman said Cabot was of-
fering a five-year contract that 
is unacceptable to Good• 
pasture. 

"Both industries — natural 
gas and agriculture — are in a 
great state of flux right now, 
and the market is oversupplied 
in both fertilizer and natural 
gas. The other suppliers we are 
trying to deal with are not ask- 

"We also filed for a perma-
nent certificate from FERC 
that would allow us to be our 
own transporter. In the past, 
we have asked the gas com-
panies for a quoted delivery 
price, but we need to be our 
own transporter and pay the 
transportation to Dimmitt 
ourselves." 

City approves new 
development area

The Dimmitt City Board of 
Aldermen gave its okay Mon-
day to a new Industrial 
Development Area on the 
southern edge of the city. 

The aldermen met in a 
special meeting Monday to 
hear the petition presented by 
the Dimmitt, Texas Economic 
Development Commission to 
designate 33 acres of land 
recently annexed into the city 
as a development area. 

The action would allow pro-
spective builders to apply for 
low interest money through in-
dustrial development bonds to 
build in the area. 

DTEDC attorney Jimmy 
Ross presented a resolution to 
the Aldermen for the designa-
tion. The petition, which has 
also been presented to the 
Texas EDC, said the 

designated area would help to 
"increase employment oppor-
tunities, increase or stabilize 
the tax base, and promote com-
merce . . 

Ross pointed out there would 
be no adverse effect on ad 
valorem taxes. There had been 
some question by at least one 
of the aldermen that designa-
tion of the area would mean no 
ad valorem taxes would be paid 
by bond applicants, but Ross 
said the taxes would be paid. 

Ross also said the aldermen 
and TEDC would approve all 
projects in the designated area. 

"In the best interests of the 
city, we should pass this 
resolution,'' said Mayor 
Wayne Collins. 

The aldermen also accepted 
the low bid of $3,332.73 of In-
gram's Carpet of Amarillo for 

new carpeting for the City Hall 
Meeting Room, and decided to 
begin requiring a $100 deposit 
for all users of the meeting 
room. 

"This is designed to protect 
the use of the facility, to 
recover losses or damages, and 
will be in effect after the new 
carpeting and tile are 
installed." 

The aldermen also agreed to 
hold off on submitting a new 
application for the city landfill, 
because city officials believe 
fees, which could range over 
$30,000, may be "reduced 
somewhat,-  according to 
Catoe, and agreed to press 
criminal charges against 
anyone who turns their water 
meter back on after the meter 
has been turned off for non-
payment.

Nature may provide us with some of 
the best sugar substitute yet. interna-
tional Wildlife magazine reports that a 
plant whose leaves and flowers are 
1.000 times sweeter than sucrose has 
been discovered in tropical America. 
Early tests show that Lippis dultis, 
once used by the Aztecs, is non-toxic, 
has no adverse effects and few calories. 
Two companies have begun in-
vestigating its possible use in 
toothpaste and mouthwash. 

Texas' population in 1970 
was 11,200,000 and in 1980 it 
had grown to 14,230,000, a 
jump of 27%, more than twice 
the national increase of 11%. 
The latest population trends 
from the Bureau of the Census 
show that the state is continu-
ing this better-than-average 
growth. From 1980, the date of 
the last census count, to 
mid-1984, Texas grew by 
12.4% while the US increased 
its population by 4.2%.

Forecasts are for Texas to 
keep on outpacing the total 
US. New arrivals from other 
states, increasee in immigra-
tion and natural growth will 
continue to put Texas ahead of 
the US totals. By the year 
2000. forecasters predict that 
Texas will have at least 20 
million residents, and perhaps 
as high as 22 million. It will 
become the number two state 
in population behind Califor-
nia, passing New York well 
before the turn of the century.

"Producers are raising more 
turkeys in 1985 than 1984," 
says Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service 

poultry specialist Dr. David 
Mellor, "although increased 
supplies won't necessarily 
result in lower retail prices.- 

Last year's price for larger, 
unbasted store brand turkeys 
was about 60c per pound, while 
basted, national brand turkeys 
sold for 90c to a dollar a pound. 

Reduce gaps in 
Medicare coverage 

Marilyn Haggard also reminds 
consumers that turkey is a 
highly nutritious food and can 
be eaten on a low-calorie diet. 

A three-ounce serving of 
turkey breast meat, without 
the skin contains 157 calories, 
while a similar serving of dark 
meat has 187 calories. 

"For the dieter, it's most im-
portant to watch the dressing, 
gravy and trimmings that go 
along with the turkey, since 
they add the greatest share of 
the calories in a Thanksgiving 
meal," she says. 

Mellor says that prices could 
be as much as 10c per pound 
higher than last year. 

But the specialist concedes 
that prices are hard to predict 
because many retailers offer 
specials on holiday birds to at-
tract shoppers to their stores. 

"To keep your costs down, 
select a plain turkey rather 
than a pre-basted bird," sug-
gests Mellor. National brand 
turkeys will also be more ex-
pensive than store brands, he 
says.

Those with serious illnesses 
requiring extended care can 
ask their doctor to consider 
moving them to a skilled nurs-
ing home when Medicare 
coverage for hospital costs ex-
pires, Piernot points out. 

"Patients can also ask the 
doctor to consider home health 
service visits when the hospital 
and skilled care coverage are 
used up, or if hospitalization is 
unnecessary," she says. 

"It's especially important 
for patients to prepare their 
Medicare claims carefully," the 
specialist advises. "Keeping 
accurate records and filling in 
the claim forms completely will 
help you get the benefits you're 
entitled to receive." 

If you think your claim has 
been underpaid, you can appeal 
to the Medicare office, says 
Piernot. About half of those 
who appeal get at least a par-
tial adjustment, so it is pro-
bably worth the time and ef-
fort, she adds. 

Medicare does not cover all 
medical expenses, reminds the 
specialist. 

She explains there are three 
different kinds of gaps in 
Medicare which must be paid 
by consumers or their in-
surance coverage. 

They are the deductibles and 
coinsurance payments; the dif-
ference between 'Medicare's ap-
proved amount and the actual 
amount charged; and items not 
covered at all by Medicare such 
as prescription drugs, private 
duty nurses and care in a 
custodial-care nursing home.

Economist gives 
survival tips 
What must a farmer do to

A child's eating habits can 
be a source of constant worry 
for parents. 

If you think your child 
overeats, undereats, is over-
weight or too thin, it's a good 
idea to check with your family 
doctor. A physician can use 
growth charts and medical 
tests to determine your child's 
growth rate. If the child is 
found to be growing well with 
no weight problems, you can 
stop worrying. 

Dr. Dymple Cooksey, a nutri-
tion specialist with the Texas 
A&M University Agricultural 
Extension Service, says 
children often go on eating 
jags, eating mostly one or a 
few foods for several days. 

"Eating jags are usually 
temporary," Cooksey says, "so 
continue offering good 
nttritious food in a pleasing 
way." 

When a child doesn't eat 
much, this may be a normal 
"slowdown" stage of growth. 
Eating will increase as nutrient 
needs increase, she explains. 

If obesity is a problem, check 
to see whether your child is 
eating too many high fat or 
sweet foods, or just too much 
food. Are snacks nutritious or 
do they contribute excess 
calories? Does your child get 
enough exercise? Is too much 
time spent at quiet activities 
that use few calories?

Hypoglycemia, or low blood 
sugar, is a physical disorder that's 
often mistakenly self-diagnosed as 
an easy explanation for anxiety, 
nervousness or lack of energy. 

Hypoglycemia is somewhat rare 
and should be diagnosed by a 
physician after appropriate blood 
testing, advises Mary K. Sweeten, 
a nutritionist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service. For 
those with a diagnosed condition, 
the doctor will prescribe treatment 
based on the patient's individual 
needs. 

People who are not hypoglyce-
mic, but complain of the symp-
toms, may be helped by following a 
more healthful lifestyle, suggests 
Sweeten. Skipping meals, not eat-
ing a variety of nutritious foods, 
poor sleep habits, lack of exercise 
or personal problems and stress 
may contribute to the problem. 

The nutritionist recommends the 
following to alleviate nutrition-
related symptoms: 

•Eat nutritious meals and 
snacks. 

•Eat more complex carbohy-
drate foods, such as whole grain 
breads and cereals, with fruits and 
vegetables replacing candy and 
other sweets. 

•Eat several small meals a day. 
•Eat more fiber-rich foods. 
•Eat slowly. 
*Carry a nutritious snack, such 

as a can of orange juice or crackers 
and cheese, to eat if symptoms 
arise when away from home.

Black emphasizes. "You can't 
rely on land appreciation for 
equity accumulation." 

The economist also advises 
farmers to "be on top of 
technological changes in bio-
technology and management 
and economic developments. 
Be an early adopter." 

In addition, "be outlook-
oriented—futuristic," Black 
emphasizes. "Plan for the 
future. Seek information and 
analyze what information you 
get. Be aggressive but sound. 

"Control risk and ex-
posure—either by selling ahead 
or pricing ahead," adds the 
economist. 

"Grow as fast as your equity 
permits, and remember, in-
creased equity won't come 
from rising land prices. 

"Finally, spend more time 
managing than riding the trac-
tor. Don't produce for an 
unknown market," says Black. 

In the years ahead, farmers 
will be faced with increased 
price variability, Black points 
out. World market prices will 
fluctuate and loan rates will 
not carry farm prices. 

Because of tight credit and 
competition from other coun-
tries, both domestic and export 
markets for agricultural pro-
ducts will experience slow 
growth, adds the economist. 
US farmers will be influenced 
primarily by world markets 
and condition. 

"Surplus conditions will con-
tinue to plague US farmers, 
thus keeping farm prices 
down," says Black. "And real 
interest rates will remain 
relatively high while land 
values will continue stagnant." 
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We Salute  
The Birds of Autumn 
Did you know winter is still more than five weeks away? 
Winter officially begins Dec. 21. Meanwhile, we can en-

joy the Texas Panhandle Autumn. 
If the Panhandle weather follows its usual pattern (and 

so far this year, it hasn't), we'll have one or two good 
Autumn snowfalls; we won't have a white Christmas; then 
we'll have an icy January and February. 

Autumn is just now coming into its full glory here. While 
a few of our domestic hardwood trees have already shed 
their leaves, others are just now reaching their full Autumn 
colors of rich reds and yellows. 

No matter what the calendar says, the official harbingers 
of Autumn in the Texas Panhandle are the migratory birds. 
They're just now coming into full flight. 

First came the early flights of teal and pintail ducks, then 
the wafting, cloo-loo-loo-ing lines of sandhill cranes, then 
the darting flocks of curlew and plover. Now we're seeing 
the later flights of ducks—the mallards, baldpates, Mex-
ican blacks—and finally, the dipping strings of geese (most-
ly the Lesser Canada, with a few snow geese intermingled, 
and an occasional small flock of snows). 

If you haven't seen all these fascinating birds that hove 
followed their primordial instincts in their migration from 
the far north to our area (some, indeed, to the same lake or 
shoreline where they wintered last year), then go out 
where it's quiet, and look and listen. 

The best time of day to spot the birds of Autumn depends 
on the species. 

Geese spend the night on the lake, and go out to feed at 
mid-morning, returning to the lake at midday. They'll go 
out again at mid-afternoon, then return to the lake just 

before dusk. 
Ducks do just the opposite—they usually spend the day 

on the lake and go to the fields at dusk to feed all night, 
returning to the lake at daybreak. 

You're liable to spot curlews, plovers and other shore 
birds anytime, although they usually fly from field to field 
to feed during the day. 

Spotting and observing the magnificent birds of Autumn 
is fascinating. For a peaceful break, try it.

The Swifts were driving late

The Swifts, 9-1, wrapped up the District 2-A

"If we don't have a JV girls 
game, or for tournaments, or if 
we need them to help us, we'll 
have them on the varsity. We 
want to play them on the JV to 
start with because I want them 
to get plenty of playing time. 

"That means we'll have nine 
fulltime varsity players, and 
there's not a lot of difference 
between those nine. They're all 
pretty even, and they'll all get 
plenty of playing time." 

A new coach means some ad-
justment for the girls, and 
Wood says the Bobbies have 
picked up "pretty well on the 
system. We're stressing team 
play — there are no in-
dividuals. If they have a shot, 
then they need to take it, but if

"I'm excited — maybe a little 
more than usual.
