“Antagonism hy hostile associa.
tions of employers toward the men of
labor s a potent argument for the
trade umnions. It clearly depiets the
struggle and emphasizes the pressing
necessity of workmen combining for
mutual protection To stunt and re
tard the growth of our movement,
every nicans which can be conceived
by subtle minds has been invented
In an-opeu and fair contest before the
bar of puljlh- opinion, even with an
unfalr press, the cause of labor has
steadily advanced. With *the full

knowledge of this, these antagonis
tic organizations of employers, driven
with desperation, having no regard for
the inherent rights of men, or any
form of law, are seéking by various
means to destroy the organizations of
fabor. To make false  and criminal
charges without any foundation what
over, appears (o be their prm-ontl
mode of warfare,

“In the kidnapping of the McNama
ras, taking them by force, without
complying with even the simplest
forms of Jaw transporting them across
the country, is apparently consldercd
by the men committing this outrage
as permissible These employers’
associations do not hope for a final
convictiton of the men charged, their
purpose being to cast odium on our
entire movement They apparently
are determined by fair means or foul,
to gtrike union labor a fatdl blow. In
this, the present difficulty, the mem-
bers of labor organizations of our
country should, with.one accord, re
solve to give to the full llmit of their
ability a sufMclent amount of funds to
guarantee to the McNamaras a fair
and impartial trial

“The chief question of interest te
the trust today is how they can pre-
vent their employes from becoming
members of unions, thus minMnizing
the possibility of a demand being!
made upon them for an increase In
wages or shorter hours of labor. The
trusts are employing the ablest men
that money can secure, to perfect
plans to more effectively bind the
workers to the industry. One of the
most plausible and at the same ttme
the most viclous system that the rep-
resentatives of great corporations are
trying to fasten upon the workers at
the present time, {s the so-called
dividend scheme, a scheme {n which
the eémployes cannot make a sugges-
tion, either as to ;'uu, hours or
share of the profits. This scheme of
the trusts to hold their employes is
particularly interesting, when it |is
known that a roll call of the corpora-
tions that favor the systéem will re
veal the facts that they are the cor
porations and truets that have abso-
lutely refused to permit their em-
ployes to organize, aye, more, they
have demonstrated their willingness
to expend n'llicns of dollars to keep
their employes as helpless to change
the condition under which they labor,
as the slaves were heipless to do oth
er than the bidding of their masters
Some will say there is a difference —
that the employes 6Of the trust can
quit and logk for work elsewhere,
while the slave could not, but 1 ask
you where can these men secure oth
ere. employment, when vou take into
conslderation the constant influx of
over a milllon aliens a year. About
260,000 men are working for the steel
trust—few {f any of those men are
today members of a trade union. The
steel trust in the late strike defeated
the unfon. The Influx of aliens con-
stantly coming to our shores to se-
cure employment at any price, be-
cause they must live, i8 used as a
club by the trusts to prevent men
from quitting work for fear that they
canwot  secure employment olse

PASTURE CROPS

Practically every stpck farmer, es
pecially hog and dairy farmers in the
southwes!, is face to face with how
to carry the breeding bherds through
the winter without a great cash out
lay for concentrated feeds.

C. M. Evans, Buperintendent Agri-
cultural Extension Department, A
and M. College of Texas, at College
Station, says: Probably the greatest
help along this line can be gotten first
from winter pasture crops and second
from winter root crops. A small por-
tion of the land on which corn has
failed can be made to sapply a suffi
cient amount of succulent feed for ali
live stock on the farm if it is prepared
at once. Plow the land four Inches
deep and harrow it omce. Continue
harrowing at least gvery ten days
during the summer to conserve the
moisture. Then as early as a perma
‘nent season |s In the ground sow or
plant some of the following creps
Rutabagers, Stock Beets, Stock Car
rots and Hairy Vetch. If the crop is
wanted for winter pastuiage alone the
best mixture is 1-2 bushel of barley
to 2 1-4 bushel of oats per acre. Eith
er winter turfl oats or northern grown
Sweedish Select (ats are the best to
make a large growth of blades.

Burr Clover can -bp sown broad
cast in permanent pastures. It can
be sown at any time now and wlll
germinate as soon as the fall rain
come. From five to fen pounds ol
seed may be used per acre. It is bes
to run a spike tooth or disk harrov
over the land after sowing.

Harry Vetch may be sown in oat:
Seed of this, however, are rathe
high-priced and weak In vitality =
that except on favorable conditions |
does not ‘pay to bother-with it

Stock Beets planted on rich soil 1
drills -and well cultivated often ylel
from 20 to 40 tons per acre. Thes
seed also are of low vitality and it 1
best to sow about 8§ pounds to the
acre and them thin thé plants to 1
inches in the rows.-

Rutabagers are another very satls
factory root crop for winter, yjeldin;
as high as 156 tons to the acre at
times, They should be sown in drills
using from 3 to 4 pounds of seed pe:

SOME GOOD WINTER

sown either in drills or broad cast
If broad cast about 1 to 2 pounds pe:
acre will be required. If the seo(
are Lo be sown by hand mix a quantity
of sand and seed to aid In even dis
tribution of the seed.

All root crops should be planted a:
s00n as a good season s in the
ground. While stock can be main
talned on them, it is never advisable
to feed them alone. For a common
herd to milk it is a good supplement
to straw or hay for mantainance. For
fattening or milking herd animals
may be given all the roots they will
eat and then additional hay and con
centrated foods besides,
