Board members claim

City IS responsible for library

By BETTY HOOVER

Does the city have a re-
sponsibility to fund the public
library, or should that respon-
sibility belong to the county
alone?

How important is a public
library to a community of
Dimmitt's size?

“The city may feel the
library is a responsibility of
the county, but the library is
very much a part of the city,"”’
Library Board Chairman
Susan Hanners said.

Last week, the Dimmitt
Board of Aldermen gave a
six-month notice of intent to
‘cancel its contract with the
county for half-and-half fund-
ing of Rhoads Memorial
Library.

The News polled Library
Board members for their
reactions.

“I'm having a really diffi-
cult time understanding how
our city officials could con-
sider decressing financial aid
for our library,”” Geneva
Schaeffer said. ‘It is un-
thinkable that such a valuable
asset to our community could
be placed in jeopardy."’

““The library was largely a
gift, and local residents barely
raised their share to furnish
the building. [ don’t want to
see the funding cut, but it's
going to be if the public isn't
told the consequences,’’ News

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that some 400 to 500 volumes
are checked out of the library
per week, out of more than
19,000 volumes which the
library contains for the public.

Assistant Librarian Marie
Howell usually takes care of
three to five interlibrary loan
transactions every day and
processes most of the 2,000
new books a year, Autry said.
Mrs. Howell also handles the
required records keeping, he
added.

Distributing books and
periodicals isn’t the public
library’'s only function. It's
also a resource and cultural
center. It carries musical
records, tapes and film
programs, is a depository for
printed and microfilmed
records and family histories,
is a public meeting place, and
is a showplace for cultural
exhibits,

And,
community as a
information service.

“During 1980, the library
staff answered an average of
1,000 questions a month,”
Autry said.

The library staff also dis-
tributes 20 or so films every
quarter to the schools and to
the nursing home.

shelving, three catalogs and
three bathrooms,”’ Autry
added.

In order for the library to
retain its membership in the
Texas Panhandle Library
System, it must be regularly
funded at a stable level from
both the city and the county,
be open to the public at least
30 hours a week, and employ
one full-time state certified
person. Any library within

the system must have at least
one item (book, film, record
or tape) and $1.50 funding
each year per capita of the
county’s population. (Castro
County has 10,556 people,
approximately half of whom
live in Dimmitt.)
Membership in TPLS qual-
ifies the library for inter-
library loans, reference
services, $1,250 in state fund-
ing per year, loans of art

prints, summer  reading
program aids and professional
advice.

If city or county funding is
cut back substantially, the
Rhoads Memorial Library will
be placed on probation by
TPLS for three years and will
be given that amount of time
to regain the funding.

The library receives money
by private donations and

Health Provider office
doesn't expect to close

The South Plains Health
Provider, Inc., located at 402
NW Third St. in Dimmitt,
does not anticipate being
forced to close as a result of a
decision by the South Plains
Health  Systems  Agency
executive committee to veto a
$2.4 million migrant workers’
health care grant.

Funding to operate the local
clinic and eight other clinics
would expire May 31, but the
agency is appealing the
judgment, according to Walt
Allinger, director of planning
and evaluation in the Plain-
view administrative office.

The executive committee
evidently gave no reason for
rejecting the grant, but Dr.
John Selby, chairman, said he
thought the reason was based
more on philosophical reasons
than with problems with the
grant.

The committee apparently
raised questions on how much
help migrant workers should
receive, compared  with
indigent people and others,
how much more federal
government spending the
agency should accept, and
how much the project should
really accomplish.

The local clinic is projected
to serve 18 persons a day, or
about 4,500 people per year,
plus those on the Women,
Infants, and Children (WIC)
program, Allinger said. Of

those patients, 31 percent will
be migrants, 26 percent will
be seasonal resident workers
and 43 percent will be other
patients.

“QOur cost to see a patient is
820 or more per person,”
Allinger added.

The Dimmitt clinic now

employs a physician, a nurse

practitioner, a licensed
vocational nurse (LVN), a
billing clerk, a medical

records clerk, an outreach
worker, two nurses’ aides and
four WIC people who work
half-time in Dimmitt and half-
time in Hereford.

with legal fees

The Castro County Com-
missioners Monday discussed
possible ways to handle
attorneys’ fees concerning the
class-action suit filed by
Texas Rural Legal Aid, Inc. in
October 1980, charging that
the county’s precincts were
not balanced in population.

Realignment of precinct
lines will probably be done in
July, County Judge M. L.
Simpson said, adding that the

county must have the
completed census figures
lbefore  changing the
boundaries.

In February, the commis-
sioners approved payment of
$17,469 to attorney Travis
Shelton for his legal counsel
during the civil suit of Catano,
et. al., vs. Castro County.
The county expects to have to
pay an additional $28,000 or
more in plaintiffs’ legal costs.

Shelton has been talking
with TRLA and trying to get a
settlement on attorneys’ fees,
Simpson reported.

Commissioner Edd Wilson
expressed disappointment
that the costly practice of
“plea bargaining’' seems to
be an easy way out for

lawyers who have already
received their fees.

“If we can settle it out of
court, we'll be better off,”

Commissioner Ed Bennett
countered.
Simpson said that a hearing

may need to be held, but that
none was scheduled to come
up soon.

Wilson suggested that
County Attorney Jimmy Davis
meet with TRLA and ‘‘do as
much as he can.”’

The suit is still pending in
federal court.

In other business,
county governing body:

—Heard a report from
Simpson that Ed Harris
Lumber Co. is ‘‘coming
along’’ on the renovation of
the county's existing steel
building east of city hall,
which will later house the
appraisal district office.

—Toured the county jail to
view changes being imple-
mented to bring the jail more
in compliance with standards
set by the Texas Commission
on Jail Standards. Simpson
warned that the county ‘‘may
need to consider hiring two or
three jailers."

Medicare coverage extends
to many services, including
home health care. However,
this option is often overlooked
by people who are evaluating
their health care options,

Home health care was
developed as an alternative to
inpatient care in a hospital or
skilled nursing facility. This
coverage is for the person
who does not need full-time
inpatient care but does have
an illness or injury which
prevents leaving home.

If you need part-time
skilled health services in your
home, you may receive them
from a home health agency.
These agencies are public or
private organizations that
specialize in providing skilled
nursing services and other
health care services to
patients in their own homes.

When eligibility conditions
are met, home health care can
be covered by both hospital
insurance and medical
insurance. Hospital insurance
can pay for up to 100 visits in
a benefit period, and medical
insurance can help pay as
many as 100 visits during a
calendar year.

When home health care is
covered, Medicare can pay for

the following kinds of
services: Part-time skilled
nursing services, physical

therapy, and speech therapy.
If one of these services is
required, Medicare can also
pay for part-time services of
an occupational therapist,
home health aide, or medical
social worker, as well as for
medical appliances furnished
by the agency.

Home health services are
available in this area. They
are listed under nursing care
in the yellow pages. Or your
doctor will be able to
recommend an agency.

Nearly four million veterans
who have kept their GI life
insurance policies in force will
share in a record $619.7
million dividend during 1981,
Administrator of Veterans
Affairs Max Cleland has
announced. ! '

Because of higher interest
rates earned by insurance
funds, the amount to be paid
to policy holders during 1981
is 853 million above the 1980
figure.

In Texas, 197,061 insureds
will receive $31,788,000.

No application is needed,
Cleland stressed. Dividends
will be paid automatically
during 1981 on the anniver-
sary date of- the individual's
insurance policy.

Policy holders will receive
varying amounts depending
on the type of policy, the
amount of insurance in force,
the insured’'s age at issue or
renewal and time the policy
has been in force.

The average amount to be
paid to the 85,700 World War
I veterans with current
policies is $296.

World War II veterans will
receive an average payment
of $168 on their active policies
versus the $149 paid in 1980.

Korean Conflict veterans
who kept their GI insurance in
force — a total of 510,487 —
will receive an average pay-
ment of 867, up from $62 in
1980. Their policies earned a
total of $34 million during the
past year.

Disabled veterans who have
a special type of GI insurance
will also receive increased
dividends. These policies
earned dividends for the first
time in 1980 when an average
of $94 per insured was paid.
In 1981, the 165,549 holders
of these special policies will
receive an average of $96
each because their policies
earned $100,000 more than
they did in the previous year.

A greater share of the
higher interest rates was
earned by those veterans who
converted their insurance
plans to permanent type
policies rather than countinu-
ing to hold the original term

policies, Cleland said.

To protest program cuts

Farm workers plan
mass march on D.C.

Determined to bring their
case before congressional law-
makers and the American
public, a coalition of farm-
worker organizations has
called for a mass march on
Washington on May 7 to
protest proposed Reagan
Administration budget cuts
and economic initiatives.

The decision to march on
Washington was reached
during a recent conference
held in Nashville by the
National Association of Farm-
worker  Organizations, a
national farm labor advocacy
group. Over 300 farmworkers
and farm labor advocates
from across the country
attended the three-day
session to formulate a
national strategy for promot-
ing  national farmworker
initiatives.

The administration’s
‘‘safety net’’ approach, march
organizers contend, will have
severe adverse affects on
migrant and seasonal farm-
workers. '

“We invite all Americans

who share a common principle
—a moral obligation to each
other—to join us in our
efforts,”’ the coalition
declared in a prepared state-
ment announcing the march.
‘‘We are going to Washington
to demonstrate our sense of
outrage at the lack of sensitiv-
ity and understanding of the
widespread poverty in this
country. Our call goes out to
all people. . . We come to
make a public declaration that
we will not let our nation’s
leaders forget that we are part
of America, and that we will
not be ignored or neglected.”’

The Coalition leaders said

farmworkers would be
especially hard hit by
proposed changes in the key
programs  serving them:
health, nutrition, food
stamps, energy, and others.
Reductions in these

programs, they noted, would
eliminate many of the services
provided to  farmworker
families should the proposed
changes be adopted.

"“This administration has

pledged to assist the ‘truly
needy’,"” said one community
leader attending the confer-
ence. “But all of our
evidence suggests that they
will be hurt the most by
President Reagan’s economic
program. We have no other
choice than to oppose it."”

March ‘organizers declared
that there was growing
opposition of the administra-
tion's economic plan. They
pointed to a recent national
poll that found that while the
American public generally
supported the Reagan Admin-
istration's effort to reduce
federal spending, a majority
of those interviewed opposed
cuts in programs serving the
poor.

"'The pending death of our
nation’s commitment to the
War on Poverty is nothing
less than the pending death of
our children, our elderly, our
handicapped, our sick, our
working poor—all who need
assistance in rising above
poverty,"’ the coalition
concluded in its statement.

The objectives of the cloth-
ing project are to help youth
develop skills in planning,
buying, and constructing
clothing. Develop an ability
to select suitable and becom-
ing accessories. Develop an
understanding of ‘‘self’’ in
order that the individual may
select and make clothing
which is becoming and ex-
pressive of their personality.
To develop grace, good
posture, and habits of good
grooming, and to work and
share with others.

The 4-H Clothing Project is
designed to help youngsters
learn in their age groups.

The 4-H'ers learn
about textiles, fabric terms,
fabric grain, difference in knit
and woven, and they test
fabrics with crease resistant
finishes. Clothing economics
is also part of the program,
They learn about the different
types of stores where clothing
is sold, label information and
selection of garments. With
all of this the 9-11 year olds
learn to wuse the sewing
machine, a needle, thread and
thimble.

In Level II, for 12-14 year
olds, they learn when to wear
what, good posture habits,
types of skin and skin care,
different characteristics of
textile fibers, different types
of yarns and their effect upon
the fabric and performance of
the fabric finishes. Buying
accessories is also important
in the clothing project, cloth-
ing sales, buying shoes. The

““So I don't feel like we've
won any battles yet'" with the
lifting of the embargo,
Moeller said. '‘We may have
just swapped the embargo for
a bad farm bill that we'll have
to live with for the next four

years.'’
. Moeller (pronounced
Miller), a farmer-stockman

and tax specialist who once
was Kent Hance's chief of
staff in the Texas Senate,
spoke to an audience of more
than 80 Farmers Union
members and guests in the
Nazareth American Legion
Hall.

He urged members and
other farmers to write their
congressmen and US senators
about their feelings on current
farm legislation.

“"We've got to stay on top
of this farm bill, and we need
everybody's participation,”’
he said. ‘‘Nobody's staffed
well enough to make all the
contacts and suggestions that
will need to be made in a
hurry. We can’t afford to
think our problems are over,
and just let this farm bill go
through."’

He added, ''Of course, I'm
glad that the embargo is over,
and I hope there are no other
motives behind this action.
But I just want to caution you

Moeller got put on the
carpet during the question-
answer session later when
Charles Heck of Nazareth
asked, ‘“Why were there no
Farmers Union representa-
tives at the ag bill hearing in
Amarillo last Wednesday?"'

“If we didn’t get any testi-
mony in Amarillo, it's a shock
to me, because we were set
up to testify at each of those
hearings,”’ Moeller answered.
““We had three scheduled to
testify in Amarillo, and they
had all filed to testify."”

Moeller pledged to find out
if any more embargoed corn is
scheduled to be shipped into
Texas by the Commodity
Credit Corp. after Harold Bob
Bennett of Hart commented
that ‘‘for the small amount of
corn that Texas produces, we
sure got a disproportionate
share dumped in this area . . .
and it's affecting our local
market by 30 cents already.”’

Moeller said the US may
have a hard time re-establish-
ing the Soviet corn market

because the Russians ''are
not enthusiastic right now
about pursuing any new

contracts with the US."’

He said the Farmers Union
“will be encouraging the
administration to negotiate for
a new contract, and this time
to get us a parity price."’

He noted that the Soviet
Union is now buying grain
from several other countries
“‘at  prices substantially
higher than we  were
getting. "’

Turning back to the farm
bill now being considered by
Congress, Moeller explained
that the program favored by
the Farmers Union provides
for guaranteed loan rates at
75% of parity on basic
commodities

““We can live with the
abolition of target prices if the
loan rates are raised to levels
that we can live with,"
Moeller said. ‘'But while the
loan rates are the No. 1 factor
in the price support system, if
we lose the battle on loan
rates we're going to need the
target prices.

“If you can write your
congressmen and can say just
one thing, it should be that
we need a loan rate that we
can live with,”” he said. '‘We
know the loan rates set the
market. "’

He also said Texans have
the best reason for favoring
the continuation of the
disaster program as it has
been maintained since 1973:
"Texas has received about
60% of the dollar benefits of
the disaster program, with
most of that in West Texas.”'

““No one can deny that we
have been the chief benefi-
ciaries,’" he said. '‘But last
year Texas wasn't alone —
the droughts that hit the
Midwest and East brought the
disaster program to the
attention of many parts of the
country that hardly even knew
it existed. As a result, many
of these other sections of the
country don’'t want to lose the
disaster program,”’ he said.
“*All sections of the country
seem to favor its continua-
tion,"’

He said the Federal Crop
Insurance Program ‘‘would
not be preferable as a replace-
ment for the disaster program
as far as Texas is concerned,
because we know we wouldn't
get 60% of the benefits from
any insurance program unless
we paid 60% or 70% of the
premiums. "’

On state gasohol legisla-
tion, Moeller reported, Texas
is lagging behind Arkansas,
Oklahoma, New Mexico and
Colorado, and if the Texas
Legislature doesn’'t pass a
state tax exemption on fuel
alcohol to help the industry
get started, ‘‘we’re going to
lose the plants — especially
the co-op plants — to Okla-
homa or Arkansas, which
have the incentives, and
where gasohol can be pro-
duced profitably.”’

However, he said, 'l am
optimistic about our gasohol
package."’

“Our state legislative
program, by and large, is in
pretty good shape now,'’ he
said. ‘'The governor has said
he'll sign all the programs if
they get to his desk, although
he isn't too hot on the Family
Farm Security program.'’

In addition to Moeller's
talk, the banquet included a
program of ‘‘toe-tapping’’
music by Weldon and Jimmy
Ray Davis, Travis Carruth and
James Baird, and a dinner of
barbecued ham and covered-
dish vegetables.

memorials, also. This year,
for instance, more than $1,000
was given in memory of Louie
Allen, who was formerly
employed at the library.

““Libraries and schools are
inseparable in our young
people’s educational system,"
board member Jacque Sava
said.

“The library and the
services it provides are abso-
lutely essential to our

community. We always talk

about the importance of
teaching our children to
read,”” Mrs. Love said,

adding, "'l am really proud of
Dimmitt because we do have
such an excellent library. The
staff is. always very helpful.”

“'Reading, to me, is life,
and our library furnishes an
opportunity to read every-
thing new as well as the
classics,”” Mrs. Schaeffer
said.

“Our library is a connec-
tion,”" board member Diane
Axtell said. ‘'‘It connects
people in Castro County with
the whole world. It connects
us with the past. It connects
us with ideas and people to
which we would otherwise not
have access.”’

Mrs. Hanners said that the
library is ‘‘an impressive and
essential asset’’ for a town
the size of Dimmitt, which has
limited recreational activities.
