Some Baptist History.

Roger Willlams was rot the first
as some erroneously suppose.
The history of the church runs back
for hundreds of years before his day.
John Bumyon, who lived nearly a hun-
dred years before Willlams was born,
was a Baptist. Wlliams was, how-
ever, the first to become a Baptist on
American_ 8oil, and he organized the
first -American Baptist convention in
Providence, -\R. 1. The first Baptist
church in the South was constituted
in South Carolina in 1682, The first
established in North Caroline was in
16563, in Virginia 1714, In° Tenessee
1770, in Georgia 1771, in Mississippl
1730, In Kentucky 1781, in—Alabamia
1803, in Florida 1838. In 1762, when
the great Baptist persecution began in
Virginia, there were only 3000 Baptists
In the whole country. In twenty-four
vears they had increased to 35,000,
In 1179 there were 50,000, in 1812
175,000 in 1825, 238,000; in 1840, 570,
000, and in 1853, 1,268,7656. Today
there are in the South alone 5,301,166.

Missionary Progress,

In 1514 the Baptists of the United
States gave for misglons $134,112, and
tad only sixty-four missionaries em-
Last yea¥ they gave $365.580
for missions, and there were eight
hundred -missionaries on the foreign
field. In 1853 Southern Baptists rals-
21,000 for foreign missions and
$12,000 for home missions. There were
two foreign mission stations—one In
Africa and one in China. In these two
fields nineteen missionaries were at
work. The home mission board report-
ed seventy-seven missionaries at work,
and 642 baptisms in the same period.

VETERAN DIAZ'S
PICTURESQUE CAREER

Porfirio Diaz, president of the Mex-
fcan Republic, the man whose life
threaus are closely interwoven with
the history of the southern Republic,

has announced that he intends giv-
Ing -over the reins of. Government.

Thirtytwo of the elghty years of
Diaz’s life have been devoted to his
country, and it was under his guid.
ing hand that the Mexican Republic
has attained - a place among the na-
tions. Porfirlo Diaz was born at
Oaxaca and is of Indian «descent on
his mother's side. He was intended
for the church,-but in 1847, during
the war with the United States, he en-
listed in the army, though he saw
no active service,

He studied law in the Institute of
Arts and Sciencles at Oaxaca, was as-
soclated in practice with Juarez, and
became professor of Roman law in
the institute, In 1864 he served under
Herrera in the successful revolt
against Santa Ahna and in 185849 sup-
ported Juarez, becoming chief of a
brigade in the War of the Reform
in 1859,

He later distinguished himself in
the war of intervention, ably oppos-
ing the French. For his services in
defense of Puebla (May 5, 1862), he
was made a general., In May, 1863,
when Puebla was captured he was
taken prisoner He soon escaped
from prison and was made command
er-in-chlef of the Republican Army in
the South, this portion of the re-
public including the States of Oaxa-
ca, Chiapas, Campehe)\ Tabasco, part
of Puebla and Yucatan

His defeat of Marquez and the
surrender of the City of Meéxico, June
21, 1867, marked the end of the Em
pire of Maximillan. In 1857 he was
4 candidate of the Progresistas for
the Presidency against Juarez, but
was. defeated. . He first supported and
afterwards onposcd the -President,
Bynlerdo, who succeeded Juares

In 1876 he.advocated the—¢élebrat
ed plan_de Tuxtecpee, repudiating
LeGdo de Tejado and led to victory at
Tecoae, Noyvember 16, 1576, the revolu-
tionmy forces or Porfiristas. In
1876, ~he was provisional
Présiuent and A prih 1877, was regu-
larly clected for a term. ending In
1880, #

Stauncidly adhering to the counstitu-
tion of 1847, which made him ineligi-
ble to succeed himself, he secured
the election In 1880 of Gonzales, dur-
ing whose term (18404) Diaz was In
turn a membér of the Cabinet and
Senator froth the States of Morelos
and Governor of Oaxaca. In 1884
he was again eolected Phesident and,
the Constitution having been amend-
ed, he was continuously re-elected,

His . Presidency ‘has marked an
epoch in the history of Mexico and
has given Diaz high rank among the
world's contemporary statesmen. He,
with able assistance, reorganized the
finances of the Nation, encouraged
home industries, the bullding of rail
roads and ‘telegraphs, and the devel-
opment of the agricultural resources
of the country, established a public
school system, cultivatel friendly re-
lations with foreign powers and gave
Mexico a new international status.
