- Amstar, AFC sign $50 million pact

Officials of Amstar Corp.
and American Maize-Products
Co. signed a final agreement
Wednesday transferring
ownership of the Dimmitt Corn
Division plant from Amstar to
American Fructose Corp.

American Fructose is a 65%
owned-subsidiary of American
Maize. The other 35% of the
stock is publicly traded.

Signing the agreement were
George Lamberth, Amstar
Corp. vice-president and
former Dimmitt plant general
manager, Pat McLaughlin,
president of American Maize-
Products Corn Processing
Division, and Gene Bahls, vice-
president of operations of

Amerlcan Maize-Products.

The $50 million deal changes
ownership from ‘‘a company
operating just one high-
fructose plant (Amstar) to a
company very much involved
in the high-fructose busmess
(American Fructose),” said
Randy Holme, general
manager of the Dimmitt facili-
Ly.

After the termination of 30
local employees and a Dallas-
based sales representative
earlier this week, 121 persons
will be employed at the Dim-
mitt plant.

“Those folks were given
severance benefits, and lost
employment for a combination

of reasons,”” Holme said.
“There is a difference in
operating philosophies, and a
difference in staffing levels bet-
ween the two companies. We
are now integrated with
another, like, facility, and in
some cases there would have
been a duplication of services."

The terminations came in
several departments, and in-
volved some employees who
had been with the facility since
it was under the ownership of
DIMACO, Inc., the operating
arm of Dimmitt Agri In-
dustries, in the early 1970's.
DAI sold the plant to Amstar
Feb. 1, 1973, after two years of
operations. DAI filed an anti-

trust suit in Nov. 1974, against
several companies involved in
the corn starch-corn syrup
manufacturing, claiming DAI
was forced out of the business
by price manipulation.
American Maize-Products was
one of the companies named in
the original litigation.

In the original suit, DAI
charged that 11 companies con-
spired to cut the price of corn-
starch and force the plant out
of business, in violation of the
Sherman Antitrust Act. All
but one of the processors, Corn
Products Corp. International,
settled out of court before the
suit was tried in 1980 in US
District Court in Amarillo. A

jury found CPC in violation of
the Act, and ordered CPC to
pay $4.5 million in damages
and $800,000 in attorney's
fees, plus court costs and nine
percent on any unpaid balance.
The suit was appealed to the
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals
in New Orleans, which return-
ed the case to the Amarillo
federal court. Before the case
could be retried, CPC and DAI
settled out of court for an
undetermined amount.

We hope to maintain the
relationship between the plant
here and DAI, which we
understand has been good on
both sides,”” McLaughlin said

earlier.

AFC’'s similar plant is in
Decatur, Ala., and produces
400 million pounds (dry basis)
of high fructose corn syrup per
year, compared to 300 million
pounds manufactured at the
Dimmitt plant annually. The
Decatur plant is being enlarged
to increase its production to
550 million pounds per year.
McLaughlin said in August,
when the deal was first an-
nounced for the Dimmitt plant,
that expansion was a definite
possibility for the local facility.
McLaughlin said there is a big-
ger long-term market for 55
fructose syrup in the Texas
and California areas.
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‘Three Mile Highway' tabrises

The Castro County Commis-
sioners heard reports Monday
on the progress of a farm to
market road, a youth program
and health services in the coun-
ty.

David Miracle of Bailey
County Electric Coop told the
commissioners that the county
will need to pay $18,250.58
toward the estimated $72,000
cost of moving the
cooperative’s power lines along
the roadway to be paved con-
necting FM 145 and FM 303.

Miracle said that since the
lines will be improved, as well
as moved, the entire cost will
not be charged to the county.
The portion paid by the county
will include the cost of struc-
tures going around irrigation
wells and placement of
underground lines. The
cooperative plans to bear the
cost of moving a major
transmission line if given per-
mission to partially block an
access road.

Kelvin Betzen of Energas
reported that his company has
almost completed easement
agreements with property
owners for moving the gas
lines along the roadway.

Commissioners will have ob-
tained easement agreements
for the roadway from all af-
fected property owners as soon
as provision is made for the
removal of some trees.

Judy Venhaus, RN, of the
Texas Dept. of Health told the
commissioners that either Nor-

thwest Texas Hospital or
Texas Tech University may
consider conducting a study in
the near future to determine
why there is such a prepon-
derance of children in this
area who have cancer or defor-
mities.

Venhaus said she serves 35
such children in Castro Coun-
ty, and knows of 96 cases in
Deaf Smith County.

“*‘Some experts have express-
ed curiosity about what is in
this area to cause these in-
cidences,’”” Venhaus said. She
noted that some of the affected
children are transients and
some are the children of farm
laborers. A study of the pro-
blem would help determine if
the cause is chemical and
whether the source is local.

Juveniles

Local youths were taken into
custody in two separate in-
cidents by Dimmitt Police last
week.

Ten juveniles, ranging in age
from under 10 up to 17, were
apprehended Friday night and
charged with theft and minors
in possession of alcoholic
beverages.

He added that the
response has been excellent in
the few cases he has worked
with so far.

“Law enforcement coopera-
tion has been great, and tem-
porary office space has been
granted in the Dimmitt City
Hall,"" Wilkerson said.

The commissioners promised
to help the center in whatever
way they could.

That's how is ended for
Nazareth's Swifts Friday night
at Dick Bivins Stadium in
Amarillo.

Lower coal costs may bring
lower cost of electricity

Southwestern Public Service
Company (SPS) has negotiated
contracts that will significant-
ly reduce costs customers even-

tually pay for hauling coal by |

rail from Wyoming mines for
use at SPS power plants, com-
pany officials have announced.

New contracts with the Burl-
ington Northern Railroad and
the Santa Fe Railway will
lower costs of delivering coal to
the power plants by about $27

million in 1985, said Bert
Ballengee, SPS president and
chief operating officer.

“The new contracts will save
our customers an estimated
$790 million through the year
2002, Ballengee said.

Ballengee cautioned, ‘'These
contracts provide an excellent
overall savings for customers.
We're lowering fuel costs by
some 5 to 6%. But, of course,
purchasing fuel on the open

- tial customer's electricity bill

by about $1.07 per month,
Ballengee said. The reduction
could begin as early as January
1985.

The average SPS residential
customer uses 635 kilowatt-
hours of electricity monthly,
with an average monthly bill of
$49.51, plus sales tax. An
average New Mexico customer
pays $46.94, plus tax. The
average customer in Oklahoma
pays $49.27 per month plus
tax. In Kansas, the price of
635kwh is $51.33, plus sales
tax.

Southwestern's last general
rate change, an increase, was in
mid-1982.

The importance of the new
contracts will become more ap-
parent in the future, Ballengee
said, when SPS generates
significantly greater propor-
tions of its electricity at coal-
fueled plants. The company
will bring a new coal-fueled
power plant unit into service in
August 1985, and plans still
another for service in the early

1990s.
Presently, coal fuels the
boilers at two SPS power

plants, near Amarillo and near
Muleshoe, generating about
56% of the company's electrici-
ty.
