Young Farmer
Progresses Under
FHA Supervision

Farmers Hcme Administration,
a government organization which
serves farmers, is helping 34
farmers in Castro County with
farm operating loans and serves
52 other individuals with real es-
tate loans.

The local FHA visited the home

« and looked over the crops of L.

Dee Taylor, 22, a young farm fam-
ily that FHA financed to start
farming operations.

The initial loan was for living
and farm operating expenses and
purchase of farm equipment. The
original loan was for $10,870. At
the end of the first year, 1964,
this man with the help of his
wife, Martha, paid all current in-
debtedness due FHA and from all

.indications, he will pay current

this year. He has four more
years.to go in order to pay off

“his equipment note.

Taylor started farming  two
years ago from scratch. He rent-
od his granddad's land located 10
miles north, two west of Dimmitt.

According to Newt Goodwin, as-
sistant FHA supcrvisor and Don-
ald R. Jennings, county Supervi-
sor FHA, Taylor is making satis-
factory progress and, in a few
years, will be on his feet and able
to finance his c©wn operations.
This man's farm consists of 325
acres and with averaze weather
conditions, he will pay out as
scheduled says Jennings.

Taylor has 52 acres of cotlon
planted in the Gregg variety, 25
acres of soybeans, 80 acres of

‘maize, 25 acres of wheat and 80

acres of layout.

The estimated gross income of
this farm is $15,660. This figure
multiplied by four is $62,640,
which is considered by economists
as the impact this money has on
the economy of the country ac-
cording to Jennings.

Also visited during the FHA tour
was the farm and crops of O.
Doyle McFerrin and wife, Ernes-
tine. This farm family has been
with FHA for one year. At the
time, he came to FHA, he had
a bank indebtedness that he was
unable to meet, due ta excessive
doctor and medical bills. He did
not have any equipment and FHA
bought his equipment from his
grandfather and refinanced the
bank indebtedness. So far this
year, says Jennings, through FHA
supervised credit program and
farm management supervision,
this farmer is making satisfactory

Research at Kentucky shows
that feed required by a brood sow
during gestation can be cut in
half if good pasture is available.
In addition, sows farrowed more
and larger pigs, than sows con-
fined to dry lots.

Their work indicates that sows
on good green pasture will need
only two to three pounds of a 16
percent protein breeding ration
per day during the first two thirds
of gestation, says Tanksley. How-
ever, five to six pounds per day
should be fed for 30 days prior
to farrowing to insure that pigs
will have maximum size and
weight at birth.

Anything that small grain will
do lezumes will do better, says
the specialist. Good pasture, es-
pecially legume, is a rich source
of many vitamins, minerals a.nd
all oi the ten essential amino
acids required by swine.

Don't Save Grain
Sorghum For Seed

“Why can't I save grain sor
ghum to plant for seed next year?
I paid plenty for the seed
year, the harvest should be good
enough to plant again.'
comment is often voiced by Texas
farmers who'd like to cut costs
by saving a part of their grain
sorghum crops for next yeaf's
seed.

A quick look at a plot of grain
sorghum at Texas A&M Univer-
sity's Livestock and Forage Re-
search Center at MacGregor will
soon convince even the staunchest
doubter that saving grain sorghum
for seed is folly.

The plot at the Research Cen-
ter was planted with seed held
out from harvest the previous
year. Some heads in the field
were four or five feet high, while
others were a scant two feet from
the round. This means more fol-
iage has to be run through the
combine to harvest the grain.

In addition, there were nume-
rous white heads in the field. This
is caused by the genetic make-
up of seed saved from the pro-
duct of firstcross grain sorghum
harvest. Mixed grain always
means a dock at the elevator, and
many times it is difficult to find
a buyer at any price.
~ Many of the heads were mature
and ready to be harvested, but
there were also heads that were
immature and could not be har-
vested, or at best, would raise
the oisture test. Again, this
means a dock at the elevaor.
