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Adlai Stevenson was one of the
most amazing men that has cross-

ed the American scene in this, or .

for that matter 'the past several
generations. So far as I have seen,
since his untimely death, all com-
ments in the press and in other me-
dia, have been highly lauditory con-
«cerning the universally liked states-
man. Writers who have been very
«critical of the statesman in the past
are lavish with their praise and eu-
logies since his death. They con-
cede that he was a great statesman
and not only a gentleman but a
gentle man.

In years to come the memory of
Adlai Stevensen, his -writings, his
speeches and his exemplary life will
add to the general image of the
vision in reverse that we refer to as
our American heritage, Through his
tireless service to his country, in
whatever capacity he was called on
to serve, he has won a nitch in
American history that will place him
among the greatest of great Ameri-
cans.

Among the darkest blots in Texas
political history are the indignities
that Governor Stevenson suffered at
‘the hands of Governor Shivers in
1952 when he was a candidate for
the office of President of the United
States. At the time both men were
Democratic nominees for public of-
fice, Stevenson for President and
Shivers for Governor. Stevenson
was defeated and Shivers was elect-
ed, the defeated candidate remained
loyal to his political party while the
victorious candidate saw fit, as it
were, to stick a knife in the back of
the party that had elected him, on
numerous occasions to high office.

Shivers agonized loud and long
about Texas tideland oil and how it
would be of so much benefit to our
school children, and in the 1952 presi-
dential election campaign he made
@ trip to Illinois, and had Governor
‘Stevenson make a trip to Texas to
discuss the tidelands controversy.
Because Adlai Stevenson was an hon-
est man and wouldn’'t be dictated
‘to by Shivers he lost any hope of
carrying Texas in the election. Time
has proven which of the two men
was a statesman and which was a
«demagogue.

The wisdom and council of Secre-
‘tary Stevenson will be sorely missed
in’ the trying years ahead.

TO COMBAT THE WATER CRISIS
The Mayor of New York went for

pleted reservoirs serving his metro-
polis of more than 8 million residents.
Upon his return he declared there
was no need for ‘‘panic.” He urged
caution and touched off a campaign
to encourage New Yorkers to curtail
their water consumption. The city's
reservoirs, on July 21, were at 47.8
percent of capacity. On his inspect-
ion flight, Mayor Wagner could see

undated by rising waters of the reser-
voir more than 100 years ago,

The crisis confronting New York
City and much of the drought hit

indeed. As I have said repeatedly,
the real and threatened water short-
ages in our counfry constitute our
No. 1 domestic problem. For many
Americans, the crises in water are
going to get worse before they get
ketter.

It would be of interest to Panhandle
residents to know that the capacity
of all New York City reservoirs is
less than the usable capacity of the
reservoir being backed by the Cana-
dian River dam near Sanford. Be-
cause the Northeast normally re-
ceives substantial amounts of rain-
fall, it is difficult for many residents
of that area to realize the serious-
ness of the shortage they now face.

On July 22, I was honored to be
among several Members of Congress
invited to the White House to attend
the ceremony as President Johnson
signed the “Water Resources Plan-
ning Act,”’ This legislation which was
shaped in the Subcommittes on Irri-
gation and Reclamation, of which I
am chairman, declares the policy of
the Congress to be ‘“to encourage the
conservation, development, and uti-

resources” on a coordinated basis.
This means that all levels of Govern-
ment, as well as affected corpora-
tions, busiress enterprises, and in-
dividuals, will participate in planning
the development of water resources.
The Act sets up a cabinet-level Wa-
ter Resources Council to keep the
President and the Congress informed
on the Nation’s water needs and to
guide the planning effort; authorizes
the President to establish river basin
planning commissions when needed;
and provides for financial assistance
to the States for water tesources
planning. By the way, at the bill
signing ceremony the President ap-

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Teach the beginning fisherman the
bait-casting rig, first. After he mas-
ters it, instruct him in spin-casting.
And then spinning.

Finally, give him at least an in-
troduction to fly fishing, if only to
complete his education.

Most of the fish he seeks can be
taken with a bait-casting rig. It is
tops for black bass.

It’s also okay for speckled trout
and others of the smaller salt-water
varieties.

Furthermore, when he goes to the
Coast, then all he needs is to get a
bigger reel and a longer rod and
develop the two-handed surf casting
toss. That is if he wants to hurl his
bait far out and if he expects some-
thing sizeable to hit the lure. Any-
way he will be familiar with- the
gear.

There are times when spincasting
is the preferable method. And there
are other times when spinning is bet-
ter. I use the two terms to desig-
nate the closed-face and open-face
spinning rigs.

Spin-casting — that’s the closed-
face reel — is so simple, so easy,
and so efficient that it has made rod
and reel fishermen out of untold thou-
sands who never would have had the
patience to learn bait casting, This
is an American version of the ancient
European thread-lining. It's design-
ed to make everything easy for the
angler. And it pretty well does!

At first the closed-face reels were
full of bugs. But in today’s brands
these bugs have been eliminated. I
wouldn’t want you to be fooled, how-
ever, into thinking that you can’t
get into trouble with them. Trouble
comes when you fail to keep a little
tension on your line, or when you
let the nylon monofilament form into
loops and swirls.

When that happens, and the stuff
gets bunched up, you might as well
figure on cutting out the tangle and
starting over. Nothing looks more
hopeless than a knotted, tangled
mess of monofilament.

But if you've got the time, and
the patience, eventually you can un-
tangle it. Best tools for the purpose
are small tweezers and Mom’s knit-
ting needle.

Moral here is to avoid loose line.
Then you won't have trouble with
your spin-casting outfit.

One of the disadvantages of the
spin-cast reel is that you have to
take it apart to see how much line
is left on your spool. This is easy
to do. And replacing old line with
new is a simple operation.

Line deteriorates. So test it fre-
quently. Line is cheap. So change
it often.

Now. what about the open-faced
spinning reel?

This one mounts on the bottom

of your rod, not the top. You hold

this outfit in your right hand all the
time and wind with your left.

This is the rod and reel Europeans
invented a long time ago. U. S. sol-
diers in World War II brought it
home with them. We thought it was
new, but it wasn’t. The English,
French, Italians, Swedes and Norwe-
gians have been ‘‘thread lining” for
quite a few years.

projected enrollment increases
for fall 1972 to fall 1978, and
fifty per cent (50%) of such
funds allocated on June 1,
1972, -shall be based on the
need for additional square
feet of. educational and gen-
eral facilities.

Congressman Rogers' Week

Section 14 (b) Controversy
Nears A Decision In House

Congressman Walter Rogers said
today ‘the year’s mest heated floor
fight” is in prosgect this week as the
House of Representatives conducts
its debate on proposed repeal of Sec-
tion 14(b) of the Taft- Hartley Act.

Congressman Rogers said no one
could predict with certainty the out-
come of the issue. “Both sides are
claiming to have the necessary
votes,” Congressman Rogers said.
“It appears that the cutceme will be
extremely close.”

The Congressman said he believed
most House members from Texas
would oppose repeal of the section.
Congressman Rogers said, ‘It has
been my position that the busic issu-
es involved in this contrchersy are
matters within the jurisdicti-n of the
States and should not be pre-empted
by the Federal Government. Section
14(b) preserves this right in the
States.”

Section 14(b) of the Taft-Hartley
Act, on the Federal lawbooks since
1947, permits States to enact laws
prohibiting membership in a labor
union from being required as a con-
dition of employment.

“The decision by the House on this
matter will clear the way for con-
sideration -. probably in the week of
August 17 of the Omnibus Farm
Bill,” Congressman Rogers said.

Washington Report

Thousands of Texans have writ-
ten to me urging retention of our
state’s right-towork law. I certainly
agree with them that Texans should
state’s Right-to-Work law. I certainly
about union membership.

It is illegal to deny employment to
any person hkecause of race, color,
creed, or national origin. It would
seem strange, therefore, to deny em-
ployment to a citizen who prefers
not to join a union.

Right-to-work means a man is free
to become an active, dues-paying
union member if this is in his best
inferest. Right-to-Work means he al-
so is free not to join a union if he
feels that is best. This is the way
of free men. It should continue to
ke the way of Texans.

Texas unions are strong and well
led. They are that way because
they pay better attention to their
knitting than do unions in states
where compulsory membership is re-
quired. Right-to-Work does not in-
terfere in any way with legitimate
union activity. It merely guarantees
all workers against compulsion.

We should not any more make a
man join a union to hold his job
than we would force him to work
for a specific firm, if he wants a
job.

In addition, our state’s continued
favorable economic progress is at
stake. Over the past decade all
Texans have benefited because free
dom of choice has been preserved
for our workers.

For instance, in the number of new
jobs created over the decade, Texans
enjoy nearly a 10 percent advantage
over non-Right-to-Work states.

In number of new manufacturing
jobs created, the Texas advantage
is 29 percent. And, all these new
jobs are available for all Texans
whether they prefer union member-
ship or not.

Because of our Right-to-Work law,
we have a better state, better unions,
more jobs, and better labor-manage-
ment relations.

The U. S. House of Representatives
may vote this week on the question
of repealing our state law. If the
House does vote for repeal, the fight
will shift to the Senate, where I will
do all I can to see that our state
law is retained and that the right of
changing such sate laws remains
with the states and their people.

benefit of any one of these programs,
congressional approval of H. R. 9311
will be requi ed. " It is already late
in the season, and there is much
opposition from nonfarm, anti-farm
and some farm groups.

The proposed cotton legislation, if
passed by the Congress, would not
only extend the onz-price idea that
is in effect this year, it would help
the Government to bring under con-
trol the high costs which otherwise
could wreck the entire program. We
have too much cotton for our mar-
kiets — our 16 million acre allotment
will produce from 3 to 4 million more
bales than it produced when first
established by law in 1959. Growers
would have maximum freedom of
choice in making use of the new pro-
gram:

A. Farmers could plant within the
farm domestic acreage allotment 65
percent of the regular allotment and
receive a higher per pound income
from cotton than they are getting
this year. In 1966, this return would
be macde up of a 21-cent price sup-
port loan and payments to bring the
total price to 35.65 (higher if market
price above loan),

B. Other farmers might choose to
plant in excess of their farm domes-
tic allotments — either 75 percent or
85 percent of regular allctment - and
be eligible for loans and smaller pay
ments which would average 32.30 or
29.73 respectively for cotton produced
(again, higher if market above loan).
These rates are all in excess of the
1965 guarantees.

C. Or, if a farmer chose, he cou'd
plant all the cotton he wanted with-
out having to pay penalties. He
would simply do without price sup-
port loans and payments and would
depend on a market price of 21 - 22
cents per pound.

D. If a farmer with an alctment
wants to plant no cotton, he can re-
ceive a payment of approximately
$45 - $55 per acre for 15 percent of
his allotment. He could then release
the remaining 85 percent or transfer
it ‘to another farmer by lease or
sale.

The cotton community would not
suffer damage or be destroyed. Ac-
tually, cotton income would be main-
tained. Allotment transfers would
be permitted within a county; also
within the State if producers agree
to such transfer in a referendum.

The Cropland Adjustment Program
would assist local and area econo-
mies, It is expected that very little
cotton acreage would go into the Crop
land Adjustment Program -- only
628,000 acres of cotton allotment
nationwide were enrolled in the con-
servatic
at its peak in the late 1950’s. The
new program would have a numker
of safeguards to minimize the impact
on any one community.

The Release and Reapportionment
Program would be continued. Farm-
ers who have been relying on re-
lease and reapportionment would not
be deprived of this alloted acreage.
In fact, they could acquire addition
al acreage permanently by purchase

cotton.) The two-price syst-m covle
eventually eliminate a substantial
portion of our domestic market.

The program proposed in the cmni-
bus bill (H. R. 3811) would make
U. S. cotton competitive -- both in
the world cotton market and with
synthetics here at home. The admini-
stration is in favor of a streng cot-
ten economy and would oppose any
limitations on payments, The hill
provides ways to support the income
of cotten farms threugh other means
if limitations on payments are pres-
cribed by the Congress.

Farmers have more at stake i
this proposed program than does any-
one else. The problem facing cot-
ton farmers is more cr 1L than
it has been at any other time since
programs started in 1933. I hope
that the vast majority of growers
who stand to benefit substantially
from a farm program will give ser-
ious thought to the cotton situation
and the need for a sound cotton:pro-
gram.

The cotton provisions of the omni-
bus bill, H. R. 9811, as reported by
Chairman of the House Agrin
Committe::, are not necesssarily the
final answer on all counts, but they
do provide the foundation of a good
program. Without this hill, we will
return to a discredited program that
can only damage growsr incomes,
give comfort to the competitors of
American cotton and threaten des-
truction of the ~ntire program.

Dear Fellow Texans:

The United States Swnate has pass-
ed the Cold War GI Bill.

After working long and hard for
over six years on behalf of our 5
million forgotten veterans of the cold
war, 250,000 of them in Texas, I am
proud to report to you that the Sen-
ate voted more than 4 to 1 to give
these veterans a chance in life.

Under this Senate bill, any veteran
who has served more than 180 days
on active duty between January 31,
1955 and July 1, 1967, will k= eligible
for educational assistance and farm

at the 1
day on active duty.

The bill now goes to the House of
Representatives, where it will be re-
ferred to the Veterans Affairs Com-
mittee, chaired by Texas Congress
man Olin Teague. It is hoped that
the passage of this worthy bill in the
Senate by a strong 69-17 volz will
be matched by an equal desire in
the House for equal justice for all
of our veterans.

This is a bill for all cold war vete-
rans, not just for the small percent
age who have served in so-called
areas of hostility. Today, our de-
fense system operates as a team
and every military person is always
subject to being crdered at any min-
ufe into the areas and pers of arm-
ed conflict. é

The - opposition sought to cripple
this bill by limitinz it to Viet Nam,
to less than 10 percerd of cur vete-
rans. This effort to kill the Cold

Rising insurance rates continue to
stit up most of the excitement in
the state capital.

A Dallas attorney, Bert Bader,
filed suit in the 98th District Court
here challenging legality of the State
Insurance Board’s order boosting in-
surance premiums an average of 13.4
per cent.

In asking the court to set aside
the recent order, which hiked scme
key liability and collision rates more
than 20 per cent, Bader maintained
that the state law under wluch pre-
miums are set is nnconstitutional.

He also criticized the Board’s al-
lowance of 37 per cent of preminm
income for company expenses and
its failure to consider the investment
income of insurance firms in fixing
rates.

Bader pointed out that Texas’ laws
virtually make it  mandatory that
Texans buy auto insurance. There-
fore, the arbifrary increase in rates
violates due process of law.

Another factor cited by Bader is
that the Board failed to take info
consideration the actual operating ex-
penses of the insurance companies
affected.

He also said that the accident rate
is decreasing.

For these and other reasons he
contends that the new rate, to be-
come effective on August 1, is gross-
ly excessive.

OIL ALLOWABLE CUT — State Rail-
road Commission set August oil pro-
duction allowable at 2,905,312 barrels
a day, a slight reduction from the
July. allowable of 2,911,115.

Figure is based on a formula of
28 per cent of potential, compared
with 28.1 per cent for July.

August, 1964, allowable was 2,794,-
312 under a 26.5 per cent factor.
COURTS SPEAK — Texas Supreme
Court decided to hear appeals from
both the state and four Gregg Coun-
ty cilmen penalized $304,800 for al-
legedly drilling and perating a
slanted oil well (1952-62) in Wood
County.

Supreme Court left standing a ver-
dict denying a $4,000,000 suit against
the estate of the late San Antonio
oilman, Tom Slick. Suit resulted
from a uranium venture which never
got off the ground.

Fourth Court of Civil Appeals had
ordered the trial court to determine
whether two corporations owned by
Slick breached a contract to furnish
funds for a Colorado uranium mill.

SCHOOL PER CAPITA SET — State
Board of Education set per capita
fund apportionment to local school
districts for 1965-66 at $80.65 per pu-

Well over $200,000,000 will be dis-
tributed on the basis of 2,559,208
scholastics. This represents an in-
crease of 15 cent each.

Meeting for the last time as the
junior college supervisory board, the
officials approved new junior college
districts for Bee and McLennan

They referred to the newly named
Coordinating Board for Texas Coll-
eges and Universities applications for
new institutions in Jefferson and

A variety of new school policies
was laid down by the Board of Edu-
cation, including rules for new voca-
tional school districts, special educa-
tion programs and “merit pay”’
raises for teachers.

In sum-
marizing results of its nine years
Commission concluded it had done
a good job but wished even greater
success to the new Coordinating
Board.
POVERTY PROGRAMS APPROVED
Governor Connally has approved ap-
plication of Community Council of
Austin and Travis County for a
$529,706 community action grant un-
der the Economic Opportunity Act.
Project is aimed at combatting
causes of poverty in the capital.

Connally also announced approval
of Neighborhood Youth Corps pro-
jects in New Braunfels, San Antonio,
Pharr, Abilene, Daingerfield, Pasa-
dena, Galveston and Carthage,

He said that new teaching methods
at the Gary Job Corps Training Cen-
ter near San Marcos (model install-
ation in nation’s war on poverty pro-
gram) may well result in ‘“‘a com-
plete revamp of vocation and techni-

cal education in Texas.”

Base soon will be offering 36 of

the most modern vocational courses.
A group of top industrialists working
in an organization known as Oppor-
tunities Incorporated helped set up
the curriculum and obtain up-to-date
equipment.
BIG BISONS — Research by the Tex-
as Archeological Salvage Program—
under contract with the National
Park Service — reveals that the kind
of buffalo which roamed Texas some
8,000 years ago were at least twice
the size of present day buffalo.

Those facts, covered over and ob-
literated by centuries of deposited
ever-broadening program of archeo-
logical field and laboratory work con-
centrated mainly in areas soon to
be covered by reservoirs.

Contracts for such salvage pro-
grams have been negotiated with
archeologists at the University of
Texas, Texas Tech, and Texas West-
ern. Southern Methodist University
will start a program this fall,

Beginning September 1, a $12,000-
a-year salary will be available for
an archeologist to be a member of
the staff of the reconstituted Building
Commission.

SHORT SNORTS — State draft quota
for August calls for 891 men, com-
pared to 908 for July.
