While Jobs Increase,
Relief Load Stays

One of the trouble# with the relief aituation i* that it 
won’t  iitay put. Ita fipure# alide around like a Eittbule of 
mert-ury on a eIam plate, and about all you ran  #a.v of 
them ia th a t they n e \e r act aa you expect them to.

For inatance: Relief Adminiatrator Harry Hopkina an­
nounce# th a t the current work relief program haa finally 
reached ita goal by putting wm e S.SOO.OOO men to work. 
You would naturally auppoae that thi# would immediately 
be reflected by a aharp drop in the relief roll#.

In aome localitiea there haa been a d ro p -o n e  of slight­
ly letw than 10 per cent, for the country’# large cities aa a 
group. But in many place# the decline haa been far smaller 
than that, and in ’27 citie# the relief load haa actually in­
creased.

Nor is tha t tha only queer thing about it.
• • •

Riiugh estimate# put the total num ber of unemployed 
in September, when the work relief pn>gram began to pick 
up speed, a t 11,000.000. Yet during Septem ber there were 
somewhat fewer than 4.000,000 pople on the relief rolls.

Unemployment at ita peak in this country ia bclieied to 
have gone aa high as IS.OOO.OOO— yet the relief rolls, at 
their peak, carried only S,465.000 caiies.

The relief load, in o ther word#, haa not at any lime 
included as many aa half of the num ber of people out of 
work. T hat obviously means that moat unemployed people 
subsist on savings, nr rely on the help of relatives, without 
applying for government aid at all.

And that, in turn, helps to explain why the relief rolls 
are not shrinking today aa fast aa we might expect. The 
WPA program is going a t top speed, and business and in­
dustry generally are providing more jobs than at any other 
time in the last four years; yet the numbers on relief dim­
inish only a little, and in some cities do not diminish at all.

Relief apparently  ia a rotating affa ir A great many 
of the people now going on relief must be people who 
have utterly exhausted their resources through long 
months and years of unemployment.

They are people who staved off the necessity of asking 
for charity  aa long as it was humanly possible. Sow. just 
when things are  looking up again, they come to the end of 
th e ir string.
