Jumbo Bond lssue

Has Press Day

Area newsmen representing news-

papers and magazines were given
a guided tour Saturday afternoon
of Dimmitt’s newest industry—the
$3.5 million Western Ammonia Cor-
poration.

Newsmen were advised that for-
mal opening of the plant would be
held April 11 and 12.

E. J. McMillian, vice-president
and general manager of the firm,
told newsmen the Western story.
He said that his company will
have a monthly payroll of approx-
imately $350,000 or $400,000 a year,
and during peak seasons will be
able to hire from 15-20 additional
personnel.

MecMillian said the plant will pro-
duce about 80 tons per day or
some 26,000 tons per year. An add-
ed feature, the liquid fertilizer
plant, will produce approximate-
ly 25 tons per hour or 600 tons per
day.
‘“We have hired one-fourth of our
45 full-time employees from Dim-
mitt,” McMillian said.

Dr. William F. Bennett, agrono-
mist for Western, said the firm's
marketing plant is geared to meet
High Plains agriculture.

“We sell direct to the farmer,”
he said. “There are many choices
and decisions which influence the
of a i ration,

us

“Our plan is to assist farmers
in developing fertility programs ac-
cording to sound agronomic prin-
ciples to yield maximum returns.”

Dr. Bennett said Western will
provide about one twelfth of the
ammonia used in the nine-county
area.

Darrell Martin, sales manager
for the plant, told the group that
Western has the most modern ap-
plicating equipment available to the
farmer at no cost.

“Our company is unique in one
respect that we market our pro-
duct ourselves and so do not reoly
on distributors. Any one selling our
product is an employee of the
Western Ammaonia Corporation,”
says Martin.

Craig Howes, plant superinten-
dent, talked to attending newsmen
about the process used in produc-
ing ammonia.

In the case of the two buildings
the Dimmitt District is still pay-
ing for the Big Square building
will be free of debt in 1963.

Nationally, according to FCIC
mianager John N. Luft, a 25 year
record of nearly $500-million in
crop insurance was set in 1963-up

States acres and twenty different
crops are now insured against pro-
duction cost loss from natural ha-
zards and that in 1963 some 50,000
farmers received close to $25-mil-
lion in crop payments, all of it
previously paid in by farmer policy-
holders.

The district director urged that
farmers of this county get Federal
Crop Insurance for the unpredic-
table need that can be disastrous
and keep it like other insurance
for the constant protection and
constant peace of mind.

Postmaster Issues
Reminder About
Parcel Post Hike

Postmaster Ernest L. Davis re-
minded residents of Dimmitt And
Rural Area that an effective date
of April 1 has been set for new
domestic parcel post rate increases.

The parcel post increase—approv-
ed recently by the Interstate Com-
comce Commission and averaging
about 13.1 per cent — is expected
to yield about 75.4 million annually.

Catalog rates will be increased
approximately 13 per cent and will

$2.4 million if 1962 volume is
maintained.

The higher rates do not affect
air parcel post or international par-
cel post.

Postmaster Davis said he has
been advised by Postmaster Gen-
eral John A. Gronouski that the
decision of the ICC will assist the
Post Office Department in carrying
out its objective of reducing the
drain on the Federal Treasury by
$100 million.

The last parcel post increase was
on February 1, 1960, the postmas-
ter pointed out.

To illustrate the effect on the
new rates here, Mr. Davis noted
that ‘a six-pound parcel—which is
the average weight—for local area
delivery will cost 37 cents instead

C of C Discusses
Bond Election

(Editor’s Note: Castro County
Chamber of Commerce prepared
and released the following state-
ment to the NEWS.)

On April 4 voters will go to the
pools for the purpose of deciding
whether or not a $125,000 bond is-
sue should be passed to enable the
City of Dimmitt to go ahead with
improvements which according to
the City Commissioners, City Staff
and Engineers employed by the
City are badly needed.

It is the opinion of the Castro
County Chamber of Commerce that
the above mentioned bond issue is
justified and a must for the as-
surance of a continued and healthy
growth for the City of Dimmitt.
The situation is that the City has
outgrown its present system of
water mains. The largest water
main to be found anywhere in Dim-
mitt is an eight inch main. The
present system does not allow
enough water volume flow through
the mains to maintain equalized
pressure during periods of heavy
use, such as during the summer
watering season etc. During these
periods of heavy use the avail-
able pressure is such that a suff-
icient supply of water might not be
available in case of a fire or other
situations calling for emergency
use.

The proposed improvements call
for a 10 inch main to connect the
west water tower with the east
tower to bring about the equali-
zation in pressure needed. This
main, in order to avoid damage
to existing pavement, will be rout-
ed around the southern edge of the
city. Also this will alleviate exist-
ing water lines from dead-ending
on the south as they will be tied
into the mew 10 inch main.

The bond issue will be broken
down in this fashion. $75,000 will
be in the form of a revenue bond.
This segment of the total will
be used to put in the above men-

tioned water main and for addition-
al fire plugs needed throughout
the City and other extensions and
repairs that are needed. The re-
maining $50,000 will be in the
form of a general tax bond. This
sum will be used to purchase a
new fire truck, such purchase made
necessary in order to bring our
fire fighting equipment up to the
standards set by the State Insur-
ance Board. The inadequacy of our
present facilities has been brought
about by the tremendous increase
in the population of our City and
by the age of the existing equip-
ment. The remainder of the above
mentioned sum will go for the re-
pair of existing pavement and the
addition of several blocks of new
paving. The need for these paving
improvements is evident as the
many cracks and potholes caused
by general use and whether con-
ditions are easily seen. Because of
increase of traffic load in certain
areas of the City is is felt the
widening of two thoroughfares is
mecessary, Front Street, route to
the cemetery and southwestern
parts of the City, will be widened
and curbed and guttered. Halsell
street leading from highway 385 to
the Northwestern part of the city
will also be widened, curbed and
guttered. These improvements will
make for safer traffic and provide
draipage for these areas.

As a note of explanation, Re-
venue Bonds are Bonds that will
be paid off with funds ‘derived
from water and sewer revenue. Tax
bonds are bonds paid off by tax re-
venue. After examination of city
records by tax attorneys it has
been determined that the state com-
ptroller will approve the sale of
these bonds at present water, sewer
and tax rates. This means that
there will be no increase in taxes
or water and sewer rates in order
to pay off the needed $125,000 Bond
issue.

The Castro County Chamber of
Commerce offers its compliments
to the the City Commission, the
Mayor and Staff of the City of
Dimmitt for their efforts toward
the overall betterment of the facil-
ities of the City in which we make
our homes.

Civil Rights—An

Important Bill

The U. S. Senate is beginning
discussion on one of the most im-
portant issues of the day—the Ci-
vil Rights Bill. This bill is the
largest piece of civil rights legis-
lation since the Civil War.

The present Civil rights bill
has several sections, the more im-
portant of which deal with job dis-
crimination, voting rights, and
public accomodations. Under Sec-
tion One of the bill, it will be illegal
to deny because of race, color, or
creed, any person accommodation
at any establishment above a cer-
tain size. This includes hotels, mo-
tels, and restaurants. Another sec-
tion of the bill outlaws discrimi-
nation in job hiring for any em-
ployer who hires over 25 employ-
es (the limit will be 50 employ-
the first year if the bill goes into
effect. Another section allows the
aid to anyone who practices dis-
crimination, and also gives the At-
torney General the authority to in-
vestigate such matters, and to en-
forec the bill, if necessary.

The major enemies of the bill in
the Senate are the Southern Demo-
crats, joined by some right-wing
Republicans such as Barry Gold-
water. In order to keep the bill
from being voted on, the opponents
of the civil rights bill will use the
filbuster, which is the practice of
talking about nothing for hours and
hours and hours. The filibuster had
been used to block the passage of
earlier civil rights bills, The South-
ern Democrats hope to wear down
the rest of the Senate until a com-
promise is reached.

The opponents of the bill are at-
tacking several main sections, such
as the public accommodation sec-
tion and the Federal aid section.
They feel that the bill, if passed,
would give the Federal Govern-
ment too much power over the
individual’s rights of property,
which include the right to enjoy
his property the way he pleases,
and the right to say who can live
on his property, etec. The filibuster
will soon get under way, and it
will be a long fight between the
Administration and the Southern
Democrats and right-wing Repub-
licans before the bill is voted on.

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What Is The Dimmitt TV Cable Company?
THE DIMMITT TV CABLE CO. is a local business incorp-

orated in 1963. It will provide a community antenna tele-
vision service to those within the City of Dimmitt.

The company is operated by local men. These men pos-
sess the necessary business and technical skills to pro-
vide a truly superior television viewing service for the
city of Dimmitt.

What Is A Community Anfenna System?

Basically a community antenna system is a means of dis-
tributing more and better television in a "fringe'"" area
such as Dimmitt, by means of electronic amplification
and cable distribution to the system subscribers for a
monthly fee.

How Will The System Work In Dimmitt?

We have erected a 360 ft. tower on a site owned by Buck
Crum just east of the city limits. (Many readers will re-
call various news stories covering the progress of the
erection of the tower.)

This tower supports 17 special antennas that pick up the
signal transmitted from the 6 stations that we will carry
on the system. Some of these antennas are "'receiving
antennas.' Others are "phasing’ antennas, positioned
to eliminate undesired signals which interfere with the
reception of desired signals.

At the base of the tower is a concrete block control
building housing some very expensive equipment.
television signals as received by the antennas, on the
tower, are immediately amplified and sent down to the
control building. There the multiple signals are combined
into one coaxial cable and distributed over 15 miles of
cable throughout the city entering your home by drop
cable as the main line passes your home.

How Does The TV Signal Reach
Your Home?

Our distribution system is attached overhead to some
500 poles located throughout the city.

In order to maintain a constant signal strength, our sys-
tem will use over 40 electronic amplifiers spaced at ap-
proximately every 1,500 feet. This provides a signal at
the end of the system of the same quality as is received
at the beginning of the system. To provide service to our
subscriber, we "tap'' the distribution system and run an
individual cable into your home. This cable with a small
attachment at the terminal on the set is all that is needed
to give you 6 superior channels.

What About A Subscriber’s
Present Antenna?

With the use of our service, no antenna of any kind is nec-
essary. Some subscribers with roof top antennas will
want to take theirs down, while others will want to leave
them up.

The DIMMITT TV CABLE CO. will take your present an-

tenna system in trade for installation fee if you desire.

What About Color TV Reception?

Our equipment and system is designed to provide you
with both black-and-white and color television recep-
tion. For the present, color reception is available on three
channels, namely, Channels 7, 4 and 1. As additional
stations add color transmitting equipment it will be av-
ailable to you with no alterations or added equipment
needed on our system.
