WAGE RATES SET

FOR SUGARBEET WORKERS

Workers employed on a time
basis must be paid not less than
$1.40 per hour for each of the
hand labor operations of trim-
ming, hoeing, hoe-trimming,
blocking and thinning, weeding,
pulling, topping, loading, or glean-
ing. Special wage and hour pro-
visions cover the employment of
workers 14 to 16 years old,

When employment for hand la-
bor operations is on a piecework
basis, the following minimum
rates per acre apply: trimming
$11.25; hoeing '$13.50; hoe trim-
ming $16.25; and weeding (follow-
ing trimming, hoeing, or hoe trim-
ming) $8.50.

The piecework rate for block-
ing and thinning, weeding (which
does not follow hand labor oper-
ations) and for any other hand la-
bor operation involving the re-
moval of beets or weeds and for
pulling, topping, loading, or glean-
ing shall be that agreed upon be-
tween the producer and worker,
provided the worker's earnings
average not less than $1.40 per
hour.

Eligibility for a Sugar Act pay-
ment depends upon the producer
compliance with these wage rates
and requirements,

Department biologists say that
walleyes can be found in deep
water in the daytime and in the
shallows at night since they are
extremely sensitive to light.

THE YELLOW Pikeperch (or
walleye) is the largest member of
the perch family and may grow
to 36 inches in length and weigh
about 25 pounds. They are indi-
genous in the Great Lakes area,
with the greatest numbers caught
in Lake Erie.
