Dr. W. C. Palmer 
To Be Buried In 
Ranger Saturday

Ur. Walter C. I’almer. promin­
ent Ranger phy*irian. *urgi on 
and civic leader for the |ai»t !.• 
year*, died in a Kangi-r ho*pital 
Thunulay afternoon, following a 
major 0|M-ration i>*rformed Tuea- 
dav. Up until a *hort time before 
hi* death ho*pital attendant* were 
hu|M'ful for hi* ri'cuvery, hi* death 
Cuming audilenly about 4 o’clock.

Funeral aervice* are to be con­
ducted from the Fir*t Methialiat 
chwrch o f Hanger Sotnniay after- 
main at 6 o’clock, with liU"ial in 
Evergreen cemetery after the »#r- 
vice* at the church, with Kililt-.g^ 
worth’* In charge.

Ur. I’almer wa* born In Street­
er, III., Aug. ift, INMO, and came 
to Ranger in 1919 after aeveral 
year* o f active aervice ovcriea* 
during the World War.

A* a youth he joineil the I'nited 
State* army and aerveii during 
the Spaniah-American War, and 
he wji* in France at the time the 
World War alartrd. He joined tho 
medk-al corp* o f the French army, 
aerving until America'* entry into 
the war. He then aerured hia re­
lease, returned lo the I'niteil 
State* and joined the t'. S. army.

He secured hia officer's train­
ing at Camp- Kunuton and wa* 
commissioned a captain, and later 
a major. He aerved more than a 
year overaraa with the S5.Ard In­
fantry, H9th IHvbion, leaving the 
United State* in .May, 191N, and 
remaining in Fiance until the and 
of the war.

When the war was over he mov­
ed, with hi* family, from Chicago, 
wl^re he mad* hi* home, to Rang­
er, where he lived until the time 
o f hia death.

I>r, Palmer was one of Ranger’* 
moot active citiien* during hia 19 
years in the city. He was the first 
post rommaiuler of th<- Carl 
Karnes post. No. tl9, American la-- 
gion, was tho first president o f the 
Ranger Fiona club, waa first praa- 
ident o f the Ranger Country club 
and one o f the first director* of 
the Ranger tThamber nf Commeree 
and wa* a member o f  the Masonic 
lodge.

Ur. Palmer’e interest in civic 
and sclpiol affairs ia indicated by 
th* fart that he wa* the first sign­
er of the petition circulated in 
Ranger urging the establishment 
o f the Ranger junior college, and 
waa the firet aignar o f the peti­
tion. eirculated reeently, urging 
a special tax election for the main­
tenance o f the same school.

Surviving rclalivea Include M* 
widow, two anna, Jach and Hob, 
all o f Ranger; one daughter, Mra 
F. A. Haker, Lo* Angelee, Calif,; 
and one aistar, Mrs. Currin* liar- 
ner, San Franriem, Calif., alt of 
whom will he present for th* fw- 
nerml with th* exception of hi* 
aiater, who U unable to attend.
