o f shufflinc feet in the bread line

Naturally, orcani:-.atians o f workmen are usually dia- 
Iniatful o f new machinery, and in Mime fields we are be- 
fin n in f to revert to the attitude o f the Manchester workers 
who smashed the first power looms iiecause they believed 
the >ulleys and ram* were snatchinc awa.« their daily 
bread. Everyone has felt thu all pv rvadinc menace.

But shrinkinc away from the problem wdl never solve 
it. Every student o f  n-onomics is acreed that we aren't ft*- i 
inc back to the bicycle ace or the oil lamp, no matt< r how 
much fun that would be to the humorists who are always 
slyly Biiccestinr it Technolocy is here to stay.

Our problem is to work out method* by which the bene* 
fits o f the machine may iw broucht n«>t only to the owner 
and consumer, but to the worker as well, all in pro|ter pro­
portion. In some industries callant and productive efforts 
have been made to makf such an adiustment.

O n e o f  the m ost p ro cre ss iv e  la th e  hoaiery  industry , 
^ h t - e  union  has been  espe<-ially active  in s e e k in c  m eans 
to  ad ju st Itself to  in croa s in c  m rch a n ix a 'io n .

SB The end o f a ux-months teat peruMl o f one acreement 
in this induatry is so hearteninc as to allow one to hope 
that. r>ven braina and c«>od will on both sidea. even Old 
Man Tachnoloffical Employment ran he licked.

This ac'^em ent between the union and a hosiery com ­
pany actually requires the manarement to install new ma­
chinery as fast as its financial condition permits. If calls 
fur a material reduction in the basic piet e-work waire, in 
return for agreement to install machinery with almost 
twice the productive rapacity.

Result; the earnin|a o f the worker* per week rose 
steadily, despite the lowered ba*ir po-< r work waire, be­
cause with the sew machines, each worker turned oui much 

f H^tre work with the same hours and the same effort No 
empluyea were fired And the cost to the manafement of 
each pair o f storkings actually fell, tmprovinf it* com ­
petitive position

Teehnolo»y is not to be feared if Its *avinr» are thared 
properly amonc labor, management and the consumer 
Perhaps there is definite hope o f  a wav out in thi* dau«e 
from  the a(reem< nt which brought about the result* de 
arnbed above:

"It is hereby spreed that the intent and purpose of the 
program for the purchase, installation, and operation of 
new machines, shall l*e to in< rease earnings o f rmplove* 
engaged or employed on such machines, a* well as to les­
sen the coat of pnidurtion o f the hosietry made on such 
machinen.”
