A vicious windstorm and a two~
pronged attack of heavy hail}
dealt a multi-million-dollar blow
to Castro County's beautiful crops
Sunday night,

THE DEVASTATING blow
caused at least $3 million worth
of crop destruction in the county
— and possibly as much as $¢
million worth—as
100 mph and hailstones as large
as golfballs pounded crops that
were almost ready for cash-in.

Although the storm struck less
than half the county with its full
fury, professional observers felt
it cut the county's 1967 agriculttl-'

ral production by 10 to 15 per- [ B

cent because of its timing.

The storm caught tomatoes,
carrots, potatoes and cucumbers
in mid-harvest, pushed over thick
grain sorghum fields that were
just two or three weeks from cut-
ting, stripped corn crops, defoliat-
ed sugar beets in the field and
pulverized cotton, soybean and
castor bean crops that were
blooming and fruiting, >

IT WAS PART of a 200-mile
long storm system that stretched
southwesterly from the northem
Panhandle to the South Plains,
creating havoc throughout the re
gion.

The turbulence that lashed Cas-
tro County was actually two storm
belts—one that cut a mile-wide—
swath through the north-central
part of the county and unother
that chewed a wide path through
Nazareth, Five Point, Sunnyside
and on into Lamb County to
Springlake and Earth.

The two-pronged storm almost
wiped out several farmers, while
others oufside the two main hail

channels suffered only minor
damage.
DESTRUCTION ranged {rom

moderate to merciless. Edd Me-
Leroy, vice-president and farm
representative of First State
Bank, ostimated the worst hail
lcss on sugarbeets at 10 to 15
percent, sugar content. anfl toms
nage combined,

But damage estimates on other

crops in the main sterm areas
ranged as high as 75 to 90 per-
cent on grain sorghum and 80 to
100 percent on cotton, beans to-
matoes and cucumbers.
The hail was typically spotty
but the wind wasn't, and '‘what
the wind didn't get, the hail did,"”
according to one hard-hit farmer.

WORST HIT, apparently, were
farms on both sides ¢f Running
Water Draw in the Sunnyside com-
munity, an arca nertheast of Naz-
arcth, a strip in the Five Point
area, and farms along US 385
ncar the Eastor tunoff.

In Sunnyside, Weldon Bradley
lIcst the rcof of his store building
and the Morrison Gin received
cxtensive damage, including a
demclished burr hopper. One air-
plane was demclished and one
damaged.

Farms reperted to be the hard-
est hit in the Sunnyside area were
the Cluck Farms, Hubort Lilley,
John, Sam and Punk Gilbreath,
Troy Blackbum, Troy Jones and
Lloyd Farris, although reports
were skeichy and others in the
vicinity cbviously reccived heavy
damage also.

Castro County's schools have:

227 fewer students than last year
at this time.

Enrollment is down 107 in Dim-
mitt, and 120 in Hart.

MAIN REASON, school officlals
say, is a drop in the number cf
migrant workers’ children in the

The Sept. 1
errollment figures filed with the
state are likely to climb later in
the year.

Dimmitt's public school enroll-
ment is the lowest since 1963, and
the drop is all in the junior high
and elementary schools.

Dimmitt High School's enroll-
ment is actually up 26 over last
year, Supt. Paul Hilburn report-
ed. The DHS enrcllment has
climbed steadily in the past five
years, from 295 in 1963 to 399 last
year and 425 this year.

But in Dimmitt Junior High, en-
rollment took a sharp drop of 52
students, mostly in the seventh
grade. On Sept. 1 of last year,
junior high enrcliment stood at
321. The 1967 enrollment figure
is 269, blowest since 1963. The
eighth grade and special educa-
tion actually increased slightly,
but the seventh grade dropped
by 55, frem 162 to 107.

IN NORTH Elementary School,
the number of students is down
from 499 last year to 426 this
term. Enrollment has dropped
from 173 to 148 this term. En-
rollment has dropped from 173 to
148 in the fcurth grade, from 177
to 147 in the fifth grade, and
from 27 to 14 in special educa-
ticn.

roughly. If the project is feas-
ible, financing may be arranged
through my office,”” Jennings said.

AMONG THE more successful
prcjects that have been financed
with Farmers Home Administra-
tion loans, according to Jennings,
are golf courses, marinas, hunt-
ing projects, camping and picnic
areas, vacation farms, swimming
pools and fishing facilities. Youth
camps seem to be the most pro-
fitable. They showed an average
profit of $2,670 in 1966.

Farmers Home Adminisration
uses its farm operating and
farm ownership loan program to
finance recreation loans. Farm-
ers can obtain a maximum of
$35,000 for operating expenses, in-
cluding the operating costs of
farm-based recreation enterprises
and $60,000 for a real estate pro-
gram, including development of
land and buildings for recreation
purposes,

These loans carry a 5 percent
interest rate cn the unpaid princi-
pal. The repayment period of
loans secured by real estate may
not exceed 40 years, while that
secured by chattels has a 7 year
limitation. Such credit is only ex-
tended to those who cannot ob-
tain it through normal lending
channels at reasonable rates and
terms.

DEVELOPING A community's
recreational potential is big busi-
ness in some areas, the Castro
County  Supervisor  explained.
Whole communities benefit when
new recreation areas are created.
BusinesSsmen benefit by the influx
of tourists. The community’s tax
base is increased, providing more
money for schools and other pub-
lic services.

Farmers Home Administration
also makes loans to communiy
grecups for financing recreation
faciliies such as golf courses,
swimming pools, tennis courts,
lakes and ponds. The Castro
County Recreation Center is being
built with such an FHA loan, he
noted.

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Capital Highlights
Enroliment Up;
Teachers Still
In Short Supply

By VERN SANFORD
Texas Press Association

With the tolling of school bells,
some 2,598,000 students are back in
Texas classrooms. Enrollment is
42,000 more than last year.

An estimated 122,000 profess-
ional people (teachers, princi-
pals, and superintendents) are re-
quired in the 1,275 school districts
in Texas.

TEXAS STATE Teachers Asso-
ciation reported a month ago
that there were only 450 applica-
tions for 1,951 vacancies.

Texas Education Agency esti-
mates $1,350,300,000 will be spent
on public school education in
1967-68. This is a four percent,
or $55,700,000, increase over last
year,

During the coming year, Texas
will be spending 8505 for each
pupil. Average cost per child
for 1966-67 was $479.

With an anticipated continuing
teacher shortage, TEA expects
an increase in the number  of
teaching aides employed to do
clerical and other non-teaching
tasks. Nearly 5,000 of these aides
are expected to be employed over
the state, compared with 4,317 in
1966-67.

While enrollment continues to
grow, some observers have noted
that the two percent increase this
year is not nearly as dramatic as
the increases in prior years.

Grades one to six will enroll
approximately 1,418,000 pupils and
grades seven to 12 about 1,179,000.

CITY SALES TAX

A dozen Texas cities — includ-
ing Austin — are rushing into
special elections on the new one
percent local option sales tax
which became legal on Aug. 28.

Here's what the big hurry is all
about: local levies approved in
elections this month will be col-
lectable Jan. 1. Elections after
Oct. 1 would not provide money in
the till until April 1.

Thirty days' notice is necessary
to call elections — either by order
of city governing bodies or in res-
ponse to petition by citizens.

First cities to vote on the sales
tax will be Elgin and El Paso.
Their elections will be held Sept.
27. Aransas Pass, Corpus Christi,
Electra, Henrietta, Nacogdoches,
Orange Grove, Texarkana and
Wichita Falls will vote Sept. 28.
Voters 'in Austin and Taylor will
go to the polls on Sept. 30.

CONNALLY UNDECIDED

Gov. John Connally returned
from his African hunting expedi-
tion undecided whether he wants
to travel Texas campaign trails

again. l
He told reporters that he may |
take several weeks or cven
months to make up his mind
whether to seek a fourth term.
Lt. Gov. Preston Smith says
he will run for governor whether
Connally does or not.
Other candidates said to be con-
sidering 1968 races are:

—Don Yarborough of Houston,
a liberal who has opposed Conn-
ally twice. He may run for the
gubernatorail post again next
year,

—Former Sen. Franklin Spears
of San Antonio, who may run for
lietutenant governor.

—House Speaker Ben Barnes
who is ready to announce for
lieutenant governor if Connally
runs again, and for governor if
Connally retires.

rains up to 1.85 inches were re-
perted north and east of Nazareth.

IN THE crossroads area six
miles nerth of Dimmitt, heavy
destruction was recorded on the
Dale and Troy Maxwell farm, the
Ruby Stone farm and the E. Lee
Stanford place, farmed by E. M.
Jones, J. M. Wright also report-
ed heavy hail, with a 30 percent
loss on his grain scrghum and
nearly total destruction of his cot-
ton.

“I've never been hurt that bad-
ly before,” said Carl King after
surveying his hail damage on the
Ruby Stone farm. “My beets
were topped, I had 85 percent
damage to my maize, and some of
my cotton bolls looked like they
had been sliced with a knife.”

The same channel of hail that hit
these farms also cut through the
farms cf Dan Bruton, Roy Mea-
cham, ILzn Wocodburn, Walter
Schilling, Ben Derrick and others
in a southwestward line.

CHARLEY HILL, county ASCS
office manager, accompanied
Fred Bruegel Sr. and Allan Webb
on a mile-by-mile survey of the
worst hit areas and said later,
“I imagine our county’s produc-
ticn will be cut about 10 to 15 per-
cent."”

If the project is feas-
ible, financing may be arranged
through my office,"”" Jennings said.

AMONG THE more successful
prcjects that have been financed
with Farmers Home Administra-
tion loans, according to Jennings,
are golf courses, marinas, hunt-
ing projects, camping and pienic
areas, vacation farms, swimming
pools and fishing facilities. Youth
camps seem to be the most pro-
fitable. They showed an average
profit of $2,670 in 1966.

Farmers Home Adminigration
uses its farm operating and
farm ownership loan program to
finance recreation loans. Farm-
ers can obtain a maximum of
$35,000 for operating expenses, in-
cluding the operating costs of
farm-based recreation enterprises
and $60,000 for a real estate pro-
gram, including development of
land and buildings for recreation
purposes.

These loans carry a 5 percent
interest rate cn the unpaid princi-
pal. The repayment period of
loans secured by real estate may
not exceed 40 years, while that
secured by chattels has a 7 year
limitation. Such credit is only ex-
tended to those who cannot ob-
tain it through normal lending
channels at reasonable rates and
terms. .

DEVELOPING A community's
recreational potential is big busi-
ness in some areas, the Castro
County  Supervisor  explained.
Whole communities benefit when
new recreation areas are created.
Businessmen benefit by the influx
of tourists. The community's tax
base is increased, providing more
money for schools and other pub-
lic services.

Farmers Home Administration
also makes loans to communay
groups for financing recreation
facilities such as golf courses,
swimming pools, tennis courts,
lakes and ponds. The Castro
County Recreation Center is being
built with such an FHA loan, he
noted.

With the tolling of school bells,
some 2,598,000 students are back in
Texas classrooms. Enrollment is
42,000 more than last year.

An estimated 122,000 profcss-
jonal people (teachers, princi-
pals, and superintendents) are re-
quired in the 1,275 school districts
in Texas.

TEXAS STATE Teachers Asso-
ciation reported a month
that there were only 450 applica- |
tions for 1,951 vacancies. !

Texas Education Agency esti-
mates $1,350,300,000 will be spent
on public school education in |
1967-68. This is a four percent,

or $55,700,000, increase over last
year.

During the coming year, Texas
will be spending $505 for each
pupil. Average cost per child

for 1966-67 was $479.

With an anticipated continuing
teacher shortage. TEA expects
an increase in the number of
teaching aides employed to do
clerical and other non-teaching
tasks. Nearly 5,000 of these aides
are expected to be employed over
the state, compared with 4,317 in
1966-67.

While enrollment continues to
grow, some observers have noted
that the two percent increase this
year is not nearly as dramatic as
the increases in prior years,

Grades one to six will enroll
approximately 1,418,000 pupils and
grades seven to 12 about 1,179,000.

27. Aransas Pass, Corpus Christi,
Electra, Henrietta, Nacogdoches,
Orange Grove, Texarkana and
Wichita Falls will vote Sept. 28.
Voters .in Austin and Taylor will
go to the polls on Sept. 30.

perted north and east of Nazareth.

IN THE crossroads area six
miles north of Dimmitt, heavy
destructicn was recorded on the
Dale and Troy Maxwell farm, the
Ruby Stone farm and the E. Lee
Stanford place, farmed by E. M.
Jones. J. M. Wright also report-
ed heavy hail, with a 30 percent
loss on his grain scrghum and
nearly total destruction of his cot-
ton.

“I've never been hurt that bad-
ly before,” said Carl King after
surveying his hail damage on the
Ruby Stone farm. “My beets
were topped, I had 85 percent
damage to my maize, and some of
my cotton bolls looked like they
had been sliced with a knife."”

The same channel of hail that hit
these farms also cut threcugh tha
farms cf Dan Bruton, Roy Mea-
cham, len Woodburn, Walter
Schilling, Ben Derrick and others
in a southwestward line.

CHARLEY HILL, county ASCS
