60 get FmHA notices

All delinquency notices to be
sent by the Farmers Home Admi-
nistration to Castro County farmers
have been mailed, County FmHA
Director Dean Sanders said this
week.

Approximately 60 farmers in the
county have received the "Notice of
Availability of Loan Service Pro-
grams for Delinquent Farm Bor-
rowers," Sanders said.

The FmHA sent notices to 6,521
Texas farmers and approximately

84,000 across the US who are more.

than 180 days delinquent on their
loans.

"We sent half of our letters out

Nov. 15 and the other half the
23rd," Sanders said, explaining that
the split mailing would allow more
orderly processing of the forms as
they are retumed.
"Most of those receiving notices
here are renters," Sanders said. "We
don’t expect any land to come on
inventory."

He added that each farmer noti-
fied "needs to contact his tax
people and fill out the forms, and
get them back within 45 days."

The return deadline is Dec. 31
for local farmers who received their
letters in the Nov. 15 mailing, and
Jan. 8 for those whose notices were
mailed Nov. 23.

The FmHA and farm organiza-
tions are stressing the importance
of returning the nine forms in the
packet within the deadline period.

Those who do not respond with-
in 45 days may lose their rights to
restructure their loans under provi-
sions of the Agriculture Credit Act
of 1987. However, those who fill
out their forms properly could have
their rights expanded.

The FmHA packets are not fore-
closure notices, but rather are noti-
ces explaining that borrowers have
the chance to restructure if that is
the government’s least cost alterna-
tive.

"No matter what your financial
situation, you should fill out, sign
and return these forms before the
45-day deadline," said JoAnn For-
sness, credit chairperson for Wom-
en Involved in Farm Economics
(WIFE). "Forms in these packets

are extremely complicated and
lengthy. You may need profession-
al help just to make sense out of the
information.".

Texas Farmers Union President
Joe Rankin warned, "If the forms
aren’t returned, then the farmers
will lose all of their rights to re-
structuring and appeal. Then the
FmHA can go right to acceleration
and foreclosure."

The American Agriculture
Movement (AAM of Texas, Inc.)
will sponsor a meeting in. Amarillo
Friday from 1 to 6 p.m. for all

FmHA borrowers, potential bor-
rowers and other interested persons
to study and explain the FmHA
packet and the farmer’s rights un-
der the 1987 Agricultural Credit
Act.

The meeting will be at the Texas
A&M Research Center, 6500 Ama-
rillo Blyd. West. Johnny Porch of
Brownsville, Tenn., an authority on
the FmHA, will go over the forms
and show those attending how to
complete them. A $30 fee will be
charged.

Three plead guilty,
draw prison terms

Judge Jack Miller pronounced
sentence Tuesday on three men
who pleaded guilty in 64th District
Court to felony charges and viola-
tion of probation.

Dallas James Moore, 29-year-old
Kansas City native, was sentenced
to serve seven years in the Texas
Dept. of Corrections and pay a
$3,000 fine after pleading guilty to
the Oct. 5, 1987 burglary at the
Dudley Moore home near Hart.

The burglary reportedly occurred
while Aven was in the process of
moving to Hart. A parrot and an
exercise machine were taken, but
subsequently recovered after an in-
vestigation by Deputy Sheriff Jerry
Bailey.

Bailey broke the case when he
noticed that a Hale County report
on stolen merchandise without
proof of ownership listed a bird in a
cage. Several days of investigation
and interviews led to a grand jury
indictment against Moore, who had
already been transferred to a Mis-
souri prison to begin a sentence
there.

Following the indictment, Dis-
trict Attorney Jimmy Davis started
legal proceedings to transfer Moore
back here to face trial.

Court joined with the City of Dim-
mitt Monday in establishing an
"enterprise zone" with special tax
incentives for businesses and in-
dustries.

The zone includes the eastern
third of Dimmitt and 14 square
miles to the north, east and south of
the city. The municipal airport, the
American Fructose complex, the
former cotton compress, the former
Blue Ribbon vegetable processing
plant, all local gins and elevators,
the Dimco plant, the Goodpasture
plant, the city’s industrial park and
several sections of farmland on
both sides of Highway 86 east and
Highway 385 north and south of
the city are all within the new zone.

City Attorney Jack Edwards ex-
plained to the county commission-
ers that an "enterprise zone" is a
state-sanctioned zone that allows
special tax incentives for busines-
ses and industries that wish to
establish or expand their facilities.

To be sanctioned by the state,
Edwards said, an enterprise zone
must be in a specific area where at
least 20% of the residents are at the
poverty level and where the unem-
ployment rate is 1-1/2 times the
state average.

"The local enterprise zone qual-
ifies under both criteria,” Edwards
said.

One feature of an enterprise zone
is that any new business started
within its boundaries will receive a
refund on state sales taxes collected
for five years, Edwards said.

The city and county also esta-
blished a "tax abatement zone" al-
ong the same boundaries. In a tax
abatement zone, local taxing dis-
tricts set a policy of abating part or
all of the real property taxes for a
specific term on any new construc-
tion within the enterprise zone. The
tax abatements—which apply only
to new construction and not to
previously existing facilities—will
be 25%, 50% or 100% for five
years, depending on the amount of
investment.

"We’re real optimistic that this is
going to really make a difference
and bring in some more business

for our area," Mayor Wayne Col-
lins told the county commissioners.

.. For tax abatement on new business, industrial construction

The county board adopted both
the enterprise zone proposal and
the tax abatement zone order by a
3-0 vote. Precinct 3 Commissioner
Jeff Robertson abstained from vot-
ing because he owns property with-
in the zone.

In adopting the tax abatement
order, the commissioners designa-
ted County Judge Polly Simpson as
the county officer on the zone’s
board, to negotiate on behalf of the
county with any prospective new
business or industry.

Within the city of Dimmitt, the
new enterprise zone’s boundary
runs along South Street from Front
to Northeast Second, north along
Northeast Second from South
Street to Bedford, west along Bed-
ford to Northwest Fourth, then
north to Halsell, west to Northwest
Fifth, north to Youts Street, west to
Northwest Eighth, south to Halsell,
west along Halsell half a mile, then
north to a point beyond the airport.
All city property east of this boun-

dary line (except for the Youts
Addition) is in the enterprise zone.

In other action Monday, the
county commissioners:

— Authorized Dimmitt Motor

orders from the commissioners’
court, Dobbs had gotten estimates
from 13 garages in the county;

ever been. This means we are send-
ing jobs overseas instead of having
jobs for our people in the USA. Our
unemployment and welfare (I don’t
care what the statistics show) are
the worst they have ever been and
are getting worse all the time.

Our employers, including our
farmers, are being destroyed by our
present laws that allow Americans
to buy products from another coun-
try that were made with cheap
labor, according to our standards.
No employer can pay 10 times as
much for labor, including the fringe
benefits they have to pay, such as
social security, unemployment
compensation, worker's comp and
others, and still compete with an
employer in another country.

With our present laws the only
solution is to close our factories
and farms and produce all our
products overseas. This is what so
many companies are doing today.
But this is not the answer to our
problem. The answer is to balance
our trade. This can be done three
ways: (1) By barter, that is, trading

“our products for theirs. (2) By

having an import duty large enough
to pay for the export subsidy to
balance our trade. Or (3) by the use
of import/export certificates. These

country, or the purchase from an-
other country, and transactions
could not be made without them.
These certificates can be sold or
used to buy from another country to
balance our trade.

The No. 3 problem is our nation-
al debt of 2.5 trillion dollars, and
going up over a billion dollars a
day. If we will balance our trade
deficit and balance our budget we
can stop going any deeper in debt.
Then we can start figuring out how
to pay the debt and stop paying
interest.

Another thing we can do is,
instead of letting the Federal Re-
serve Board print up paper money,
like they do now and that is against
the Constitution in the first place,
the US government can print paper
money and use it to pay our debts,

except to the Federal Reserve
Board, which shouldn’t be allowed
to print money to start with.

In the 1950s we were a strong
nation and one of the most indus-
trialized nations in the world and
had a trade surplus. We also had
faith in God and strong family ties.
Since then, due to many reasons,
some of which are alcohol and
other drugs, crime, labor unions,

Working students may
have to pay income taxes

Many students with summer or part-
time jobs can no longer claim exemp-
tion from federal income tax withhold-
ing, according to the Internal Revenue
Service.

Because of tax law changes made by

the Tax Reform Act of 1986, students
__who can be claimed as dependenls on
E "lhelr parems or another person’s, tax
" return’ cannot claim exemption from
withholding for 1987 if they have any
investment income, such as interest on
savings, and their wages plus this in-
vestment income will be more than
$500 for the year.

However, students whose wages for
the year are $2,540 or less and who
have no investment income generally
will be exempt from withholding.

Students can claim exemption from
tax withholding on their Form W-4
Employee’s Withholding Allowance
Certificate, only if last year they had to
pay no federal income tax and this year
they expect to have to pay no federal
income tax, the IRS said. If exempt
status i1s claimed, it remains in effect
until February 15 of the next year.

Generally, students not exempt from
withholding should claim one with-
holding allowance if they have only
one job at a time. Or, if they need or
want more tax withheld, they should
claim zero allowances. See the Form
W-4 instructions for more details.

Many students who had to pay no
tax in the past may have to pay tax for
1987, and so cannot be exempt from
withholding, because of the Tax
Reform Act of 1986, according to IRS.

Beginning in 1987, any child who
may be claimed as a dependent on a
parent’s return is not-entitled to a per-
sonal exemption on hls or her own
return.

Also, the standard deduction for an
individual who can be claimed as a
dependent on another taxpayer’s
return is limited to the greater of:

e $500, or

e the individual’s earned income, but
not more than the allowable standard
deduction ($2,540 for a single child
who is not blind).

For example, a dependent child who
i1s not blind, has investment income,
and does not work, gets a standard
deduction of $500. If this dependent
child works and earns over $500, the
standard deduction equals earned in-
come, but may not exceed $2,540.

Generally, if the child’s total income
is greater than his or her standard
deduction, the child will have to file a
1987 tax return and will have a tax
liability.

Form W-4 is available from
employers or from IRS by calling
1-800-424-3676.

The federal court stuck down a
USDA regulation counting a hus-
band and wife one person for pur-
poses of payment limitations in
March 1988.

Farm credit was also discussed
during the convention. The Farmers
Home Administration sent out
about 84,000 packets to notify bor-
rowers who are more than 180 days
delinquent on their loans. JoAnn
Forsness, WIFE Credit Chairperson
spoke to the group about how to
handle the problem.

"The most important thing to
remember about the current con-
troversy over FmHA notices is that
farmers must respond,” said For-
sness. "No matter what your finan-
cial situation is, you should fill out,
sign and return these forms before
the 45 day deadline."”

Forms in the packets are ex-
tremely complicated and lengthy,
and you may need professional
help just to make sense out of the

information, she said.

WIFE members were also urged
to become involved in the creation
of the 1990 Farm Bill by a panel of
Ag Committee staff members at the
meeting. WIFE was advised to
identify priorities and organize a
team lobbying effort of ag produ-
cers.

"The farmers’ viewpoint must be
heard, especially in environmental
issues that may affect the farm
bill," said John Campbell, member
of the Senate Ag Committee.

WIFE also heard from Orion
Samuelson, a farm broadcaster,
who urged the group to communi-
cate with non-farm people.

Bobbies capture title
in Frenship tourney

Dimmitt’s Bobbies won their
first tournament championship in
years when they earmed the top
trophy at the Frenship Turkey Clas-
sic over the holiday weekend.

After zapping Lubbock Dunbar
83-35 in their tourney opener and
winning a 41-40 squeaker against
Happy in the semis, the Bobbies
overcame a 10-point deficit to take
a 55-51 thriller from host Frenship
in the championship game.

A Dimmitt man was hospitalized
with multiple stab wounds follow-
ing an incident witnessed by at
least 10 other persons at the city
park shortly before 2 a.m. Sunday.

City police said an 18-year-old
Dimmitt man "who had never even
had a parking ticket before" turned
himself in Sunday and admitted to
the stabbing.

Wounded was Romero Sosa of
406 W. Andrews St. He was admit-
ted to Plains Memorial Hospital
with three stab wounds in his back,
the most serious a three-inch-deep
wound that just missed a kidney,
officers reported.

Police said the weapon was a
folding knife with a four - inch
blade.

Danny Oltiveros, 18, was arrest-
ed Sunday afternoon after tumning
himself in at the city police station.
He was jailed on a felony charge of
aggravated assault.

Police said they received a call at
1:46 a.m. that a fight was in pro-
gress at the city park, but that
neither Sosa nor Oltiveros were

among the crowd of people at the
scene when officers arrived several
minutes later.

Witnesses told officers that Ol- .
tiveros had stabbed Sosa with a
folding knife, but that both men
had left the scene.

After talking to witnesses, police
radioed the hospital that a stabbing
victim would possibly be coming to
the emergency room. A few min-
utes later the hospital notified po-
lice that the victim was there.

Witnesses told police that Sosa
had been arguing or fighting with
one or more other young men and
that Oltiveros was not an original
participant in the fight.

Officers said Oltiveros told them
Sosa had been arguing with his
cousin and that when he stepped in
to see what the argument was
about, he and Sosa got into a
shoving match and the stabbing
ensued. ’

Police said at least 10 persons
from Dimmitt, Hart and Hereford,
plus a soldier on leave, witnessed
the incident.

Child care credit
aids working parents

Parents who pay someone to care
for a child or dependent while they
work or look for work may qualify for
a special tax credit, the Internal
Revenue Service says. This Child and
Dependent Care Credit may be taken
not only for payments to babysitters
and day-care centers but also to certain
relatives paid for this service.

This credit is available to married
couples who both work part-time or
full-time or are actively looking for
work, and file jointly. If one spouse
works full-time and the other works
part-time, is a full-time student or is
disabled, he or she is also eligible for
the credit, according to the IRS.

The credit may also apply to a
divorced or separated parent who has
custody of a child who 1s under 15 or
physically or mentally incapable of
self-care, even though the parent may
not be entitled to a dependency exemp-
tion for the child. The parent claiming
the credit must, however, have custody
for a longer period during the year
than the other parent. A married per-
son living apart from his or her spouse
for the last six months of the taxable
yvear is eligible for the credit if a
separate return is filed.

Percentage Varies

The credit is from 20 1o 30 percent ol
eligible expenses, depending on the
taxpayer’s adjusted gross income. The
maximum credit that may be taken 1y
limited 1o $720 tor one qualifying per-
son and to $1,440 for two or more
gualifying persons.

To claim the credit, taxpayers can
file Form 1040A, using the worksheet
in the Form 1040A tax package to
compute the amount of the credit.
Taxpayers who file Form 1040 may
also claim the credit, even if they do
not itemize deductions. These tax-
payers compute the credit on Form
2441, Credit for Child and Dependent
Care Expenses, and attach this form to
the Form 1040.

Additional information is available
in IRS Publication 503, Child and
Dependent Care Credit, and Employ-
ment Taxes for Household Employers,
which may be ordered by filling out the
order blank in the tax package or by
calling 1-800-424-3676.
