ROAD PROGRAM
IN DEAF SMITH
[S EXTENSIVE

Hereford Road Program Will
Benefit Castro County in
Northern Outlet.

Maps and descriptive circulars
are being sent out by the Here-
ford Chamber of Commerce,
showing and describing a new
proposed all-weather highway
system for Deaf Smith county,
under a bond issue of $500,000.
to be submitted to the voters ot
that county in the near future.

The plan is to pave Highway
366, extending 22 miles along
the Santa Fe railroad, running
to the north and east in the
southeast part of the county.
. The plan is to receive State
and Federal aid on this project,
amounting to two-thirds of the
cost, and includes an underpass
under the railroad tracks in the
west part of Hereford.

Twenty-Five Mile Avenue, tra
versing the county for a dis-
tance of 30 miles, is to be gra.ve‘
ed, under the program, now in
the hand of a chamber of com-
merce committee. This road
connects up with the Dimmitt
and Plainview road, to be built
this year, thence to Hereford,
on to Vega over the 25-mile Ave-
nue, into Channing, where it
connects with Highway No. 5,
running into Colorado Springs
and Denver. It is estimated
that this road, when connected,
will save about 60 miles from the
South Plains area to the moun-
tains of Colorado.

Matter Must Be Taken Before
State Body for Action, is
Railroad’s Claim.

Additional communications
have been received in Dimmitt
concerning the application of a
number of busines concerns for
the removal of the differential
freight rate, which applies to all
freight received and dispatched
from Dimmitt.

In the latest communication
received from the office of L. M.
Hogsett, General Freight Agent
of the Denver, in Fort Worth, it
is pointed out that the petition-
ers are asking for something
that cannot be granted by the
railroad, but, in this particular
case, affecting rates between
Texas points, must be placed be-
for the Texas Tariff Bureau, for
a public hearing, and the com-
munication states that nothing
further will likely be done until
petitioners give“thoughtful con-
sideration ** * before proceed-
ing with the placing of their re-
quest upon the public docket.”

The lengthy communication
last received, goes into detail in
comparing rates from other
points to those from Dimmitt to
like destinations, and states that
to reduce the rate from Dimmitt
or any other Panhandle point,
would raise the same question
of discrimination from wheat-
growing sections in Oklahoma.

The railroad company also
cites, in their latest communica-
tion, the small tonnage handled

'\Improvements Are

Announced for
Tri-State Fair

The Amarillo Tri-State Expo-
sition will be held this year on
September 22 to 27, in “dressed-
up” surroundings, according to
Wilbur C. Hawk, president.

Between thirty and thirty-
five thousand dollars will be
spent improving and beautify-
ing the home or the exposition
before it opens in September.
The work ds already under way.

Construction of an automobile
building—the first permanent
structure to be erected—will be
the biggest item of cost, but will
be smaller than other projects in
adding to the appearance of the
fair grounds. Contract for this

building was let recently on a
bid of $22,034.00.

Specifications call for a build-
ing of brick and tile, with steel
framework and a ‘concrete floor,
making it fireproof. Its dimen-
sions will be 120x150 feet, and
so constructed that it may be ad-
ded to when more room is need-
ed. This building also will house
the annual traction and imple-
ment show each spring.

The two cattle barns and the
hog barn are being enlarged and
improved at a cost of approxi-
mafely $3,500.00

But of greater outward attrac-
tiveness will be the repainting
of all buildings, whitewashing of
the race track fence. nlanting of
trees and grassy spots, and oth-
er improvements that are under
way. ;

Exhibits this fall will be plac-
ed in halls freshly painted whit
and striped with red, as they
were originally painted. The old
grandstand and water tower will
be included in the campaign to
make the fair park attractive.
New metal signs already have
been hung to mark the entranc-
es to each building, and a new
sign has been placed at the en-
trance gate. announcing the
dates of the free fair.

Of no little interest is the new
Potter County Zoo, immediately
to the left of the main entrance.
