
'Horns to tackle 
Munday in area 

Hart's Longhorns are Class A bi-district 
champions, but they want more than that. 

Head Coach Alan Cherry said his team 
has set a goal to reach the state champion-
ship. 

But the road to the state championship 
has several obstacles and the first of those 
is the Munday Moguls. 

Hart and Munday will square off in the area round of the playoffs 
Friday at 7:30 p.m. at Childress. 

"We're going to have to buckle down and continue to play tough 
defense. We're also going to have to be able to get the ball in the end 
zone," said Cherry. 

The Munday Moguls carry a 4-6 record and finished as District 3-
A runner-up behind Spur. They drew a bye in the bi-district round of 
the playoffs. 

Five of the Moguls' six losses were non-district games, and three 
of those losses came against ranked Class AA schools. 

Munday lost to Class AA's Haskell (7-0), No. 6-ranked Holiday 
(48-6), No. 18-ranked Electra (43-0) and Olney (19-0); and Class A's 
Throckmorton (21-11). The team did lose one district game—to Spur, 
28-2. But Cherry says several of Munday's key players were out for 
that game. 

"Munday has a lot of tradition and they're going to be a very tough 
ballclub," said Cherry. "They had a killer non-district schedule, so 
their record doesn't count for a lot." 

Cherry said Munday is "very large," and its 4-3 defense is the 
team's strength. 

On offense, the Moguls operate out of a wishbone, but they do a 
lot of different things. Cherry said they have good speed, especially 
runningback Bronco Fly. 

Cherry said to win, Hart's defense will have to be in top form. The 
Horns will have to stop Fly in the backfield because he's "one of the 
keys to their offense." 

"We're just going to take one game at a time from now on," Cherry 
said. "There won't be any more easy games. We're just going to lay 
back, have fun and hopefully play good football."

The first drawing for Dimmitt Dollars will be 
held tonight at the gazebo for those registering 
during the three-hour open house. Merchants are 
asked to deliver their entry forms at the gazebo 
before 9 p.m.

City calls bond election 
The Dimmitt City Council was 

told Monday night that general ob-
ligation bonds will be a better way 
to go than certificates of obligation 
in financing $4.5 million for eco-
nomic development. 

The council was also told that a 
bond election will be nececsary. 
The election has been called for 
Jan. 9. 

Dimmitt Mayor Wayne Collins 
said that bond attorneys advised the 
city to pursue general obligation 
bonds rather than certificates of 
obligation. He said there is some 
language in the Certificates of Ob-
ligation Act that requires that the 
funds be spent for a public purpose 
rather than a private enterprise. 

Although general obligation 
bonds "obligate" the income from 
ad valorem taxes for repayment of 
the debt, Collins said the council 
has no intention to raise taxes. The 
council intends for the bonds to be 
repaid through payments made by 
the food processing company plan-
ning to locate in Dimmitt. 

"Any venture has risks, but the 
council will make every effort to 
minimize the risks to the city," 
Collins said. He added that the 
company would repay the city 
more than the amount of the loan, 
and the additional funds would be 
placed in a special economic devel-
opment account for future projects. 

Collins reminded the council that 
the city will have the power to 
name members to the board of 
directors of the company in order to 
protect the city's interests even 
further. 

The council revealed that the 
negotiations are being made with 
Ron Rubinoff of Rubinoff Foods, 
Inc. He has been a marketing direc-
tor for ConAgra, and is highly 
regarded in the field of marketing, 
Collins said. 

The vote on the issuance of the 
general obligation bonds will be for 
$4.5 million for purchase of land, 
facilities and equipment for eco- 

nomic development The company

City Council called an election to 
enable the city to issue $4.5 million 
in general obligation bonds ''for 
economic development" —
specifically, to help finance the 
construction of the Rubinoff Foods 
plant here, with the city as a one-
third partner and a primary lien 
holder in the corporation. 

(The council expects the city's 
actual share of the cost to be $4 
million. The $4.5 million is a pop-
valve figure in case there are un-
foreseen delays in start-up.) 

Rubinoff expects his total capital 
requirements to be $12 million by 
the time the company can start 
generating income. That means he 
must raise and commit $8 million 
himself. 

Reportedly, Rubinoff projects 
that construction will take about 
nine months, and that the company 
can start producing and marketing 
processed foods in one year, with 
approximately 50 employees. Then, 
as the company develops its mark-
ets and supply sources, it will in-

the state. Also, the courts would 
select the new financing plan, rath-
er than leaving it to the legislature. 

Barrett said the "Fair Share" plan 
projects a tax increase for DISD 
through 1995, going from the pre-
sent rate of $1.16 per $100 property 
valuation to $1.35. He said the plan 
projects increasing enrollment and 
increasing property wealth in the 
district over the course of the next 
three years. However, Barrett 
pointed out that both figures actual-
ly have been declining in Dimmitt.

Four more plans. 
Bob Bass has introduced four 

new plans for redistricting Castro 
County. 

The Commissioners' Court 
viewed the plans at a called meet-
ing last Thursday morning, and 
may consult with another attorney 
on the redistricting process. 

Virginia Daugherty of Daugherty 
& Associates of Amarillo will meet 
with the commissioners Monday to 
discuss terms of a working agree-
ment. The commissioners agreed to 
send her as much material as the 
county can provide on the redis-
tricting, so that she could study it 
before coming Monday. The coun-
ty will continue to work with Alli-
son & Associates as well. 

Bass told the commissioners he 
thought "It wouldn't hurt to have 
her (Daugherty's) name on the 
plan," which will be drawn up to 
answer the election lawsuit against 
the county. 

County Judge Polly Simpson 
said that some people told her a 
new count needed to be made, 
because of inaccuracies in the 1990 
Census maps, Daugherty had said 
she would like to use different 
maps, too. 

All four of the new proposals 
Bass presented will allow Precinct 
3 Commissioner Jeff Robertson to 
remain in Pct. 3. Only one plan also 
would allow Joe Crespin to remain 
within the precinct boundaries. 
However, County Attorney Jimmy 
Davis said that residency require-
ments could be waived for Crespin 
for the special election that proba-
bly will be set in May to select new 
commissioners in Precincts 1 and 3. 

Roads seem to be a big obstacle 
in settling on a plan that will be 
workable. The commissioners 
would like to have a plan that will 
divide road mileage equally among 
the precincts. But Bass said that 
two of the proposals would practi-
cally force the county to adopt a 
"unit system" of road maintenance. 

The "unit system" would require 
hiring an engineer to oversee main-
tenance of all county roads. Road 

equipment would be held in a cen-
tralized location, and the engineer 
would oversee assignments for road 
employees. 

"We don't want any part of the 
unit system if we can keep from it," 
said Precinct 4 Commissioner Vin-
cent Guggemos. "It's no good. All 
of the counties who have gone to 
the unit system still keep dirt roads 
in their own separate precincts, and 
that is mostly what we have—dirt 
roads." 

The 1993 Plan 2 would give Pa. 
3 a 75.29% minority population, 
and a 65.8% minority population in 
Pct. 1. This plan would give Pct. 4 
30.89% of the county's road miles. 

"Bob said the 1993 Plan 3 is the 
best plan for probably everybody, 
but the county," Davis told the 
commissioners. "That's an interest-
ing way to phrase it, but it would 
meet most of the objections. 
However, it will put the road 
mileage out of synchronization to 
the point that the unit system will 
probably be the only thing to do." 

Guggemos asked whether the 
roads could be divided differently 
from the voting lines. 

Davis said the commissioners 
could adopt a "gentlemen's agree-
ment" to each maintain 25% of the 
roads regardless of precinct boun-
daries. He added that it could cause 
confusion among the voters, be-
cause they might vote for one com-
missioner, but another commission-
er would be in charge of their 
roads. 

Robertson pointed out that such 
a situation exists now but to a 
lesser extent for landowners who 
do not live in the same precinct in 
which their land is located. 

"I still think our very first plan 
was the best one, but it was misre-
presented by another party," 
Robertson said. "It ought to be 
reviewed by the Justice Dept. or the 
Supreme Court." 

"I do, too," Davis said, "but that 
plan is dead in the water. You 
might get Virginia to pursue the 
review idea."

"We are in the bottom third of 
the state financially, so I can't see 
having to raise taxes like this," 
Barrett said. 

According to Barrett, figures for 
Nazareth ISD projected tax rate 
increases from the present level of 
$1.19 per $100 property valuation 
up to $1.50 by 1995. For Hart, he 
said the figures were projected to 
go from the present level of $1.14 
up to $1.35. 

"I don't know how they came up 
with this plan," Barrett said. "But 
some `sacred cows' are being 
protected." 

Barrett said he could not under-
stand how the figures were arrived 
at. He pointed out that another 
district with lower average daily 
attendance and higher property 
wealth was projected to have a 
lower tax rate increase than Dim-
miu's. 

He said that whatever plan is 
adopted will have to include a 
constitutional amendment to abo-
lish or amend the CED system. The 
state senate has already passed a 
constitutional amendment, but it 
has not gone through the house as 
yet. 

Barrett said he has been told that 
the plan "will not float" and is not 
getting the support it needs in the

State legislators have 
commented in the news that the 
plan could force consolidation of 
smaller districts. 

In other business, the school 
board accepted the 1991-92 audit 
report presented by Pat Buzzell of 
Cornell and Associates of Amarillo. 
She said the only area of non-
compliance showed by the audit 
was that the budget was not adopt-
ed in a timely manner. But she 
noted that a majority of school 
districts had that problem because 
of the uncertainty of the school 
finance situation. 

Buzzell commended the dis-
trict's tax collection rate of 97.13% 
of current year taxes (1991-92). 
She also said that the school's 
deposits in the First State Bank are 
"over secured by well over $1 
million." 

Special Education Director Kay 
Gfeller told the board that new laws 
will require the local school district 
to provide all instruction for visual-
ly handicapped students by the 
1994-95 school year. At present, 
blind students are transported to 
area programs because no one is 
certified here to teach them. 

She told the board that a grant is 
available for paying for local per-
sonnel to become certified within 
the next year. If the grant is not 
used, the district will have to pay 
all of the expense on its own the 
following year. Gfeller requested 
that at least two persons be given 
the required training. She said trav-
el allowance is included in the 
grant. Training would have to be 
given in special education for 
teachers not certified in that area, 
and some training would be done in 
Austin at the School for the Blind. 

Gfeller said the district already 
has three visually handicapped stu-
dents, and one under 2. She said 
such students are eligible for servi-
ces from the district from birth 
through age 21. 

In another agenda item, the 
board voted to purchase computers 
from Threshold Computers of 
Amarillo for a total bid price of 
$26,430. The equipment will be 
added to the high school math 
department. 

The 1993 textbook adoption 
committee was approved. 

The Castro County Extension 
Service agents gave a presentation 
on the educational aspects of the 
Extension programs in the county.

If the people of Dimmitt were to 
approve the bond issue, the bonds 
would be secured primarily by the 
city's capital assets, tax base and 
excellent credit rating.

Originally, I thought Dimmitt 
was the first city to try this method 
of financing economic develop-
ment, as authorized recently by the 
legislature. 

But George Williford, vice-pres-
ident of First Southwest Co., in-
vestment bankers, told me Tuesday 
night that Wheeler County already 
has done it, along with several 
cities downstate. City-backed and 
county-backed bonds are likely to 
become the new norm for financing 
industrial development. 

At first, the City Council thought 
it could simply issue "certificates of 
obligation" without an election be-
ing necessary. That's the way the 
city wanted to go - if residents 
would support it in a public hearing 
-in order to save time and strike 
while the iron was hot 

But the city has been advised by 
experts in the field that, from a 
legal and practical standpoint, gen-
eral obligation bonds are the best 
method to raise the money. With 
either bonds or certificates of obli-
gation, an election is necessary, the 
city has been told. 

So the schedule has been revised.

Off the bench, Wood says he has 
several players who could fill a role 
as "sixth man," including Acker, 
Edwards and Cruz. 

Ballhandling chores against pres-
ses will fall into the hands of—
well, almost any starter. Wood says 
Bradley, Ethridge, Schumacher and 
Thomas all are capable of breaking 
through press defenses. 

Wood says his five starters and 
several players off the bench are 
good outside shooters, and he 
hopes that will open things up for 
his post players inside. 

Look for Bradley and Thomas to 
penetrate and either shoot, or dish 
off to Grand and Ethridge inside.

But first-year Coach Rachelle 
Wilcox feels that if the Lady Horns 
can adjusts to her program, the 
playoffs are a possibility.

wing Kristi Davis; and 5-8 senior 
post, Francis Dozal. 

Rounding out Hart's roster are 
Sheila Aalbers, a 5-3 sophomore 
point; Traci Knox, a 6-2 sophomore 
post; and Christi Neinast, a 5-8 
senior post. 

With a new coach often comes 
adjustment to a new system, and 
Wilcox is making a lot of changes 
which she hopes will pay off in the 
future. 

Hart's offense will still be post-
oriented, with the Bennett sisters 
handling the inside duties, but Wil-
cox said under her system, the three 
guards will be expected to shoot the 
ball as well, and that's something 
new to the Lady Horns.

The Lady Horns will play in 
"some good Class A tournaments," 
including the Anton Tournament, 
Whitharral Tourney and Sudan In-
vitational. 

And even though Hart dropped a 
class, the level of competition in 
district didn't slack off. 

"District is going to be tough. 
Sudan and Vega are going to be the 
main forces we'll have to contend 
with. Sudan is very strong. 

"We're shooting for the play-
offs," Wilcox said. "Our young kids 
are going to have to come around 
for that to happen. And I think that 
if that happens, we'll definitely be 
playoff contenders."

The notification also must indi-
cate when the burn will occur. 

TCPB stresses that failure to 
comply with the Regulation I con-
ditions above, or the creation of a 
nuisance or traffic ha/ard will re-
sult in an agreed TACB order with 
administrative penalties up to 510,-
000 each thy or incident of viola-
tion. 

may be necessary for TACB to 
require the scheduling of burn 
times over several consecutive days 
to avoid cumulative nuisance and 
traffic safety probelms. 

Complians with the conditions 
specified in Section 111.103 will be 
required, and they are as follows: 

1. Burning may occur only when 
the wind will carry the smoke away 
from any city, town, residential, 
recreational, commercial or indus-
trial area, navigable water, public 
road or landing strip and shall not 
be conducted when a shift of wind 
is predicted.

The phone number for 
TACB's ombudsman's office is 1-

2. Burning must be at least 300 
feet from any adjacent properties 
which have residential, recreation-
al, commerical or industrial use. 

3. Burning shall commence after 
9 am. and be completed on the 
same day as soon as is reasonably 
practical prior to 5 p.m. 

4. Burning shall not commence 
when wind speed is predicted to be 
less than 6 miles per hour or greater 
than 23 miles per hour. 

5. Burning shall not be conduct-
ed during periods of actual or pre-
dicted low-level atmospheric tem-
perature inversions. 

6. Burning must be outside the 
corporate city limits of a city or 
town. 

7. Heavy oils, asphaltic mater-
ials, items containing natural or 
synthetic rubber or any material 
which may produce unreasonable 
amounts of smoke must not be 
burned. 

"The farmer is responsible for 
smoke that travels across non -
public roads used for school bus 
routes or mail carriers, and the 
farmer must have daggers on such 
roads," said Tamra-Shae Oatman, 
small business ombudsman with 
the TACB. 

"All in all, this meeting was a 
good beginning," said Carl King, 
executive director of the TCPB. 
"We now have a revised set of 
guidelines that must be followed 
before the burning of crop residue." 

TCPB agrees that it is the re-
sponsibility of each farmer to notify 
adjacent neighbors of proposed 
burning, and limit the size of the 
burn so that wholesale burning will 
not be conducted. 

It must be received in the region-
al office at least five days prior to 
the burn and telephone verification 
of the continued intent to burn must 
be made to the regional office 24 
hours prior to the bum. 

When it appears that several 
tracts of land are to be burned in 
the same area at the same time, it 

The issue of burning crop re-
sidue has finally been resolved-at 
least for this year. 

Texas Air Control Board offi-
cials, Texas Corn Producers Board 
staff and other area officials were 
on hand at a meeting in Plainview 
last Wednesday to give their opi-
nions on burning residue. 

Until a definitive policy is set, 
the TACB will require farmers to 
send a written notification to the 
TACB regional office. The notifi-
cation must certify that there is no 
practical alternative, guarantee 

Speculation about the size of the 
1992 cotton crop is close to being 
over, according to Plains Cotton 
Growers of Lubbock. 

The remarkable performance of 
the 1992 crop has been a continual 
source of wonder across the High 
Plains. 

Early expectations for the area 
crop were dismal at best following 
the unprecedented destruction of 
well over half of the areas expected 
3.1 million cotton acres in late May 
and early June. 

The latest US Dept. of Agricul-
ture projection is for the High 
Plains to harvest near 1.39 million 
acres of cotton. 

Initial yield estimates for the 
remaining acres for the most part 
reflected the late start much of the 

The increase is due entirely to 
the better than expected yields be-
ing achieved in district 1-S. The 
November yield estimate for the 
area was increased 51 pounds to 
524 pounds per acre. 

"Examples of how far this year's 
crop has come can be seen in the 
grades we've been seeing at the 
classing office," said Johnson. 

Through Nov. 5, 108,304 bales 
have been classed in the Lamesa 
and Lubbock classing offices. From 
this total, a remarkable 65% have 
graded 31 or better, 67% have mike 
values between 3.5 and 4.9 and 
78% have an average staple length 
of 34 or better. 

He adds that strength is averag-
ing slightly over 28 grams/tex at 
both offices.

Most cot-
ton in this area is produced under 
dryland conditions. 

"This year's crop has really been 
a surprise," said Donald Johnson, 
PCG executive vice president.

USDA's November estimate for 
Texas crop reporting districts 1-N 
and 1-S was raised to 1.51 million 
bales. Districts 1-N and 1-S ac-
count for the majority of the 
counties served by PCG and are 
commonly used as an estimate of 
the area's production.

Announcement of the 1993 loan 
level and preliminary announce-
ment of the 1993 Acreage Reduc-
tion Program (ARP) is good news 
for cotton producers according to 
PCG officials. 

The annoncement ended specula-
tion about USDA's preliminary de-
cision on the ARP, which was set at 
7.5% for 1993. The 1990 Farm Bill 
requires the secretary of agriculture 
to make the preliminary announce-
ment by Nov. 1. The final ARP 
percentage will be announced by 
Jan. 1, 1993. 

Also announced was the 1993 
loan level at 52.35 cents for the 
bast- quality, unchanged from 1992. 
What has changed for 1993 is how 
the base quality is described. The 
change in the description was ne-
cessary to reflect the upcoming 
separation of color and leaf in the 
USDA grading system. 

For the 1993 crop, the base qual-
ity will be color grade 41, leaf 
grade 4, staple length 1-1/16, mi-
cronaire 3.5 to 3.6 and 4.3 to 4.9, 
and strength 24 to 25 grams/tex.

Target price: Wheat, $4 per 
bushel; barley, $2.36 per bushel; 
oats, $1.45 per bushel; corn, $2.75 
per bushel; grain sorghum, $2,61 
per bushel; and upland cotton, 72.9 
cents per pound. 

National loan rates (after re-
duction): Wheat, $2.45 per bushel; 
barley, $1.40 per bushel; oats, 88 
cents per bushel; corn, $1.72 per 
bushel; grain sorghum, $1.63 per 
bushel; and upland cotton 52.35 
cents per pound. 

Advance payments are author-
ized at 50% of the projected pay-
ment rate and may be requested at 
sign-up. Other provisions will be 
provided when they are announced. 

NL payments 
for corn and sorghum 
Not limited payments, known as 

Findley Payments, will not be made 
for the 1991 crops of corn and 
grain sorghum. 

The 12-month national weighted 
average market price for corn and 
grain sorghum was greater than the 
price support level before it was 
reduced. 

1992 cotton loan 
deficiency payments 

The adjusted world price for cot-
ton is below the loan rate at this 
time. 

Producers with eligible cotton 
can request a loan deficiency pay-
ment instead of going into the loan. 

The adjusted world price chan-
ges at 12:01 a.m. each Thursday 
and remains in effect until midnight 
on the next Thursday. 

On Nov. 12, the adjusted world 
price was 30.43 cents per pound 
with no course count adjustment. 
This results in a loan deficiency 
payment rate of 13.92 cents per 
pound. 

Loan deficiency payments may 
be made on all or a portion of a 
farm's eligible production. When 
requesting a loan deficiency pay-
ment for cotton, you need to bring 
in the warehouse receipts, class 
cards and a gin tag listing. You also 
need to sign the loan deficiency 
payment application (Form CCC 
Cotton AA). All producers sharing 
in the crop will need to sign the 
application. 

The loan deficiency payment rate 
will not be locked in until all 
signatures are obtained on the ap-
plication. 

1992 crop year 
loan rates 

The 1992 crop loan rates for 
Castro County are $2.20 per bushel 
for wheat, $1.97 per bushel for 
corn, $3.15 per hundredweight for 
grain sorghum, 52.3 cents per 
pound for cotton, $1.65 per bushel 
for barley, 91 cents per bushel for 
oats and $4.67 per bushel for soy-
beans. 

Cooperating gins 
All gins located in Castro Coun-

ty that are in operation have certi-
fied the use of bagging and ties that 
meet CCC requirements to place 
cotton in the CCC loan program. 

Loan availability dates 
The last day to request 1992 crop 

loans is March 31, 1993 for wheat, 
barley, oats and rye; and May 31, 
1993, for corn, sorghum, cotton and 
soybeans. 

May 31, 1993 is the last day for 
cotton and soybean loan deficiency 
payments. 

Beneficial interest 
To be eligible for a price support 

loan or loan deficiency payment, 
the producer must retain beneficial 
interest in the commodity. 

You have beneficial interest in 
the commodity if all of the follow-
ing remain with you: control of the 
commodity, risk of loss or title to 
the commodity.

Wool and mohair 
requirements 

The wool and mohair incentive 
program promotes general econom-
ic welfare and a postive balance of 
trade, and encourages domestic 
production of wool and mohair. 

The marketing year is the calen-
dar year. To be eligible for pay-
ment on wool and mohair, the 
items must have been sold within 
the calendar year for which the 
application is filed. The producer 
must have owned the animals for at 
least 30 days before applying for 
payment, and have had beneficial 
interest in the animals from the 
time they were shorn up to the sale. 

To be eligible for payments on 
unshorn lambs, a breeder's animals 
must have been sold or moved to 
slaughter within the marketing year 
for which payment is claimed, the 
producer must have owned the 
lambs for 30 days and the producer 
must report all purchases of un-
shorn lambs that were not previous-
ly reported. 

MI applications must be filed in 
the ASCS office by Jan. 31, 1993, 
along with the applicable sales doc-
uments. 

Loan interest rate 
The interest rate for loans dis-

bursed in the month of November 
will be 3.125% per annum, subject 
to change on Jan. 1, 1993. 

Final planting dates 
The final planting date for wheat 

and barley in Castro County was 
Sunday. 

Crops planted for the first time 
after this date will be considered 
late planted and may be subject to a 
temporary yield reduction for pay-
ment purposes for 1993. 

Recourse loans 
on farm-stored corn 

Producers with 1992-crop farm-
stored shelled corn that has been 
cracked, rolled, crimped or is of dry 
or wet low-test weight can now be 
pledged as collateral for a nine-
month Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion recourse loan. 

The loan rate will be 70% of the 
county non - recourse loan rate 
($1.379 per bushel for Castro 
County). 

The entire measured quantity 
will be eligible for loan. Corn may 
contain less than 50% of whole 
kernels. This program does not ap-
ply to any other variations of corn, 
such as silage and ground corn. For 
more information, contact the 
ASCS office. 

Long-term 
agreement sign-up 

We are now conducting a sign-
up period for long-term conserva-
tion agreements. The last day to 
sign up is Dec. 1. 

The agreement cannot be more 
than five years. The long term 
agreement signup cannot be more 
than five years and could be very 
beneficial for complying with con-
servation plans that must be fully 
implemented by 1995. 

Recourse loans, 
low quality commodities 

We are now authorized to make 
nine-month recourse loans on low 
quality commodities stored on the 
farm in approved storage structures 
and in approved warehouses. 

Loan rates will be equal to the 
settlement rates for the applicable 
commodity. 

CCC will not assume any loss in 
quantity or quality. Commodities 
cannot be delivered or forfeited in 
satisfaction of the loan. 

Recourse loans are not available
