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County wheat loss estimated at 50%

COUNTY ENTOMOLOGIST ALLEN KNUTSON and local farmer
Donny Carpenter look for signs of life in a wheat head during a
meeting Monday at Hyman Farm Service in Dimmitt. Farmers
attended meetings throughout the county Monday and Tuesday,
sponsored by the Castro County Extension Service office, where they
received instruction on what to look for in frozen wheat. Freezing
temperatures in late March and early April killed about 50% of the
county’s wheat.

Three teams

Experts say it is still too early to make a final assessment, but
conservative estimates indicate at least 50% of the county’s total wheat
crop has been killed by recent sub-freezing temperatures.

Wheat prospects were good in the county: many farmers were not
forced to pre-water their wheat before planting late last fall, and most had
not had to irrigate during the late winter, when above-nonnal tempera-
tures pushed wheat into early growth.

The excellent prospects turned to abysmal after temperatures dipped to
as low as 14 degrees on March 29 and 11 degrees on March 30.
Temperatures never rose above 26 degrees on the afternoon of March 29.

According to studies done by Kansas State Universities and confirmed
by over 150 farmers who attended meetings Monday and Tuesday in
Dimmitt, Hart, Nazareth and Earth, temperatures of 24 degrees for two
hours at the "jointing" stage can cause death of the growing point with
moderate to severe yield loss.

Although the head is killed, the plant will continue to live, and could
build nitrate levels up to a poisonous point as plants continue to pull
nitrogen from the soil. Freeze damaged wheat used for grazing now and
possibly used for hay or silage later should be tested to determine the
nitrate level and avoid toxicity to livestock.

"50% is a conservative estimate," said County Extension Agent Seth
Ralston. "The situation over the whole county would equal 50%, but it
would range from 20% to 80% losses. Some would have less damage, and
some would be even more.

"The damage is more than we initially thought it would be, and in
another week we should have an even truer picture of how much loss
there is."

One problem discovered in examining wheat heads Monday at Hyman
Farm Service in Dimmitt was that some heads were not totally dead, but
were not showing much greenish-white color—the sign of a living head.

"Each producer needs to do some of his own sampling,” Ralston said,
"and reach his own conclusions on what to do. Anyone who didn’t make
it to one of our clinics or has a question may contact either Allen Knutson
or me at the Extension Office (647-4115)."

Another problem caused by the cold is that some plants have taken on a
purplish tint from the freeze damage and could be confused with Russian
Wheat Aphid infestation.

"There is not a lot of Russian Wheat Aphid activity," Knutson, county
entomologist, said. "It is present in some fields, but not at damage levels.
It is important for producers to be sure they have the pest before they treat
for it. Some people could over-react because of what they’ve heard.

"Another problem is there is quite a bit of bird cherry aphid activity
that could be confused with the Russian aphid.”

A dilemma facing county wheat growers is what to do with their wheat
that is in the government program.

"Not to make light of the thing, but the best time to tell what is going to
happen is going to be the first of July," said County ASCS Executive
Director Charley Hill. "Farmers need to certify their acreage first and then

County
discusses
ambulances

County Commissioner Vincent
Guggemos outlined meetings he
has had with James Welch of the
Castro County Hospital Board and
City Manager Reeford Burrous
concerning problems with ambu-
lance drivers during the county
commissioners meeting Monday at
the courthouse in Dimmitt.

Guggemos said ambulance driv-
ers are requesting a raise from the
current $125 per month they re-
ceive to at least $250 per month,
plus a slight raise in prices charged
for ambulance runs. The talks,
however, are still in preliminary
stages.

The commissioners also adopted
a resolution urging the Lubbock
Youth Center, where incorrigible
juveniles are sent, to expand its
facilitics; accepted a bid for an
intercom system at the county jail;
and agreed to back Pct. 2 Commis-
sioner Dale Winders in his attempts
to prevent "a couple of farmers” in
his precinct from plowing up roads.

Commissioners also urged far-
mers and ranchers handling county
to call someone to dispose of dead
livestock. County Judge Polly
Simpson said dead animals will not
be picked up unless a handling
company 1s contacted.
