'65 Wheat Harvest Yields About 
Three And Half Million Bushels 

According to estimates, by people 
that should know, there will be more 
wheat harvested in Castro County 
this year than last year even though 
there is considerably less acreage. 
All wheat has been harvested with 
the exception of the few acres in low 
lying ground where it is still too 
wet and muddy for a combine to 
function. Wheat is not the money 
crop it used to be, but it will, des-
pite depressed prices, pump several 
million dollars into the county's econ-
omy. 

Some farmers have converted part 
of their wheat acreage to milo be-
cause they thought it would be a bet-
ter money crop. Just a few years 
ago we would have preferred more 
wheat acreage. There has been a 
change in the value of the two crops. 
Whether the low price of wheat is 
a result of the defeat, by wheat 
farmers, of the last government 
wheat program is anybody's guess. 
But it is certain that there is some-
thing amiss when the fanner has to 
sell his wheat for $1.30 per bushel 
while bread is selling for thirty cents 
and more per loaf when only a few 
years ago farmers were getting $3.25 
per bushel for their wheat and bread 
was selling for twenty cents per loaf. 
There is something rotten in the mar-
ket place. The imbalance in the cost 
of production and the income from 
farm products will soon have a dras-
tic and tragic effect on the entire

Average yield per acre in irrigated 

fields is running 45 to 50 bushels. 
Last year's average was 35 bushels 
per acre with only a few farmers 
reporting 50 bushels per acre. 

The small percentage of dryland 
wheat farmers report an average of 
5 to 6 bushels per acre. 

Approximately 74,215 acres of irri-
gated wheat has produced 3,339,675 
bushels. Dryland wheat of approxi-
mately 15,000 acres has yielded about 
75,000 bushels. An approximate total 
of bushels harvested this year is 31/2  
million. Last year's total was about 
3 million. The county has an in-
crease of V2  million bushels harvest-
ed on less acres. Last year's allot-
ment was 100,000 acres which pro-
duced about 3 million bushels of 
wheat. This year's allotment of 89,-
215 acres produced about 31/2  million 
bushels of wheat. 

Elevators report a few loads of bar-
ley have been cut in the county this 
year. Potato harvest will start this 
week in the county according to 
Charles Hottel, county agent. 

Carrots and cucumbers and other 
vegetable crops in the county show 
normal progress says Hottel. Cucum-
ber acreage is about 300 this year. 

Grain sorghum is looking real good 
and growing fast. Some fields are 
approaching the boot stage. The hail 
damaged grain sorghum is looking 
better according to Hottel. 

Cotton is in excellent condition 
where there has been no hail dam-
age. The damaged crops east of 
Dimmitt are slowly recovering. 

Soybeans and castor beans are 
showing normal growth. This year's 
harvest of crops including grain sor-
ghum, cotton, etc. promise larger 
yields than last year if there isno 
further weather damage.

Dear Fellow Texan: 

I am happy to report that the 
Senate has unanmously passed the 
Drug Abuse Control Bill, which will 
increase controls in an effort to stop 
the illegal traffic and sale of pep 
pills, goof balls, and other simulant 
and depressant drugs. 

The bill has already passed the 
House and will now go to' the Presi-
dent to be signed into law. I am 
proud to be a co-sponsor of this law 
which will curb the illegal and ill-
gitimate use of these drugs. 

For years our society has strug-
gled to contend with the so-called 
hard narcotics menace, and we have 
felt that they were used only in the 
eriniina and degenerate elemnts of 
our society. 

Meanwhile, drugs such as pep pills 
and goof balls that can affect the 
mind if abused in their use have in-
vaded almost every segment of our 
society from truck drivers to house 
wives to our youth. Many of the 
tragic crimes in our society have 
been committed by people who were 
admittedly using these drugs to ex-
cess and the traffic in them has 
been steadily increasing. 

These dangerous drugs have be-
come popular with some students 
and some youths, even in our more 
stable neighbdrhoods. This bill is a 
needed control on the dangerous and 
socially harmful use of drugs. Le-
gally, these drugs can be bought 
only on a doctor's prescription; how-
ever, testimony revealed that one 
half of the sales of these drugs are 
without prescription, 

Under this bill there will be in-
creased controls over the distribu-
tion of these drugs, strengthened 
laws regarding the bookkeeping and 
inspection requirements relating to 
the drugs and more control placed 
on the intrastate and interstate traf-
fic of drugs. In addition, it will 
be made illegal to possess these 
drugs outside of the legitimate chan-
nels of commerce in them, to dis-
courage peddling asd illegal distri-
bution of the drugs. 

This is an important bill in re-
moving temptation from our youth 
and in removing a means of des-
truction in our society, and I am 
proud to be associated with its en-
actment.

Water remains very much in the 
spotlight over the state. 

As June ended, cattle were in bet-
ter than average condition, says the 
US Department of Agriculture. Pas-
tures and ranges continued to furnish 
good grazing and rising cattle prices 
have resulted. 

On the High Plains heavy showers 
boosted range prospects, but grass 
growth was slowing in many areas 
because of high temperatures winch 
sapped soil moisture. 

In the Trans-Pecos ranges some 
farmers and ranchers were forced 
to begin supplemental feeding. 

Some farmers have been combat-
ting the rain problem by irrigating 
their crops. A joint study by the 
USDA, the Texas Water Commission 
and the State Soil Conservation Board 
indicates that irrigation in Texas 
rose significantly from 1958 to 1964. 
Amount of water used increased 
nearly one third, to 12,500 acre feet 
or an average of 18 inches per irri-
gated acre. 

Amount of irrigated land increas-
ed by about 15 per cent during the 
six-year period. Much of the gain 
occurred in the High Plains -- in the 
upper parts of the Canadian, Colo-
radio, Brazos and Red River Basins -
but some of it also was in the basins 
of the Rio Grande and Nueces 
Rivers. 

By next September studies to show 
how much water will be available 
ground water strata already in use 
will be complete. 

Then will come the job of finding 
additional sources to match yields 
to needs. This will involve search-
ing for new surface water supplies 
as well as desalinization of poor 
underground water. 

When in-basin sources are checked 
out against the needs of each river 
basin, the planners expect to find 
some of the heavy rainfall regions 
will have more water than they will 
need, even to 2020, while others will 
not have enough.

There has been widespread specu-

lation, in the press and in political 
circles, that the United States may 
bail the United Nations out of its 
financial difficulies by paying the 
legitimate debts owed that organiza-
tion by Russia.

If the "idea" behind the United 
Nations is not strong enough to sus-
tain that organization through trials 
and tribulations, how is its future 
going to be assured through the con-
tribution of tax dollars on our part —
to pay a debt that we not only do 
not owe, but which is owed by those 
who oppose us on every turn within 
that oranization. 

No amount of polished phrases and 
wishful thinking can ever erase or 
obscure the plain, simple fact that 
we have again been beaten, and 
beaten badly, in our dealings with 
the United Nations.

Hospital Offers 
New Lab Service 

Plains Memorial Hospital is offer-
ing a new service known as, PKU 
test, performed by the laboratory 
announces Stanley Kennedy, lab tech-
nician. 

This test is given to detect early 
mental deficiency in infants which 
can be cured through a special diet-
ing program. The test is performed 
by taking a sample of blood and 
ruining a special test on each new-
born at Plains Memorial Hospital. 

The PKU test will show if there 
is an early indication of an excess 
of PKU (phenylketonuria). If an ex-
cess of PKU is noted in the blood 
test the child will eventually become 
mentally retarded. An excess of 
PKU can be remedied with a year 
of special dieting. If this condition 
is discovered at infancy, it can be 
corrected and the child will have a 
normal development during child-
hood. This condition is inherited. It 
has been discovered mainly in the 
Caucasian race and to date there 
has been one case  of a Negro baby. 

Phenylketonuria occurs in about 4 
out of 100,000 persons. Among men-
tal defectives, the incident is 0.5 per 
cent. 

Symptoms include I. Q. deteriora-
tion during the first few years of 
life, which then levels off. Progress-
ive mental deterioration after the 
fifth year is an exception. Epileptic 
seizures occur in about 25 per cent 
of children affected by PKU. Skin 
disorders are common. 

It costs about $1500 a year to put 
the child on a treatment routine 
which includes a special diet to cor-
rect the situation. If the child has 
already reached the stage of mental 
retardation, it will cost $7,000 a year 
for treatment and care.

YARBOROUGH'S 
*REPORT * 

Dear Fellow Texan: 

Important progress in the field of 
health was made last week, as the 
Senate passed three bills which will 
assist in the construction of health 
facilities and provide funds for re-
search into major illnesses and di-
seases. 

The first of these bills is the Heart, 
Cancer and Stroke Bill which will 
provide money for research into the 
causes of the diseases and ways of 
combating their occurence. This is 
an important bill as these three di-
seases together cause more than half 
of all the deaths in the United States 
in one year. 

It is estimated that 48 million 
people now living have cancer; in 
1963, 201,166 persons died of strokes, 
and there are at least 2 million more 
who have had strokes that are still 
alive; in that same year, 707,830 
persons died of, and from 25 million 
to 30 million more suffered from, 
heart disease. These statistics show 
the value of a concentrated research 
program into these diseases. 

A second bill, the Mental Retarda-
tion Facilities and Community Health 
Centers Construction Act will author-
ize grants for the staffing of the 
mental health centers being built un-
der the 1963 Act. This is a greatly 
needed feature to provide staffing 
for these centers. The bill also ex-
tends the program for training teach-
ers of mentally retarded and other 
handicapped children, to help meet 
a great shortage and a need for over 
one-quarter of a million teachers in 
this area. 

The third bill passed this week 
was the Health Research Facilities 
Amendment Act which would provide 
for the construction of health re-
search facilities by extending the ex-
piation date of the present law and 
by providing increased support for 
the program. Under this bill many 
research activities will be enhanced 
by adding an additional three years 
for the construction of health re-
search facilities under the existing 
matching grant program with the 
states. 

I have supported these bills in the 
Labor and Public Welfare Commit- 
tee and during their consideration in 
the Senate, and I believe they will 
be helpful in keeping the United 
States first in the world in the field 
of public health.

COMUNIST OFFICER OF LABOR 
UNION 

Archie Brown, an open and avow-
ed Communist for more than a quar-
ter of a century, served on the exe-
cutive board of Local 10 of the ILWU 
in 1959, 1960, and 1961. In 1961 he 
was indicted for "knowingly and wil-
fully serving as a member of an 
executive board of a labor organiza-
tion. .while a member of the Com-
munist Party, in wilful violation of 
Tide 29, United States Code, Section 
504." 

A jury found Archie guilty and he 
was sentenced to six months' impri-
sonment. The Court of Appeals held 
that Section 504 of Title 29 USC via 
lated the First and Fifth Amend-
ments to the Constitution, and re-
versed the conviction. The case was 
presented to the Supreme Court. That 
Court, in an opinion written by Chief 
Justice Warren on June 7, 1965, held 
that the statute was a bill of attain-
der and therefore violated Article I, 
Secion 9, of the Constitution, and af-
firmed the decision of the Court of 
Appeals setting aside the conviction. 

This was a split decision, being 
five for setting aside the conviction 
and four dissenting. The following 
Justices: White, Clark, Harlan, and 
Stewart, disagreed with the conclu-
sions of Chief Justice Warren and 
the other four members of the Court. 

The Archie Brown decision will, in 
my opinion, go down in the history 
of this country as one of the most 
infamous decisions rendered by the 
Supreme Court. It will, I hope, cre-
ate enough furor throughout the coun-
try to force remedial action. 

Those of us in the Congress who 
have long challenged the advisability 
of the absolute power in the Supreme 
Court to declare acts of Congress 
unconstitutional look upon this de-
cision as a perfect example of the 
tragedy against which we have long 
warned. The decision in this case, to 
set free a well-known and avowed 
Communist who had openly and flag-
grantly violated a Federal law, was 
based primarily on a misconstruction 
and a misinterpretation of the term 
"bill of attainder." I have long ar-
gued that, if this can be done, there 
is no limit to the power of the Su-
preme Court of the United States. 
Such decisions are final and not ap-
pealable. 

This problem can be solved by the 
people, through a Constitutional 
Amendment liniting the power of the 
Supreme Court with regard to de-
claring legislative acts unconstitu-
tional. In the meantime, those of us 
who have long sought a solution short 
of amending the Constitution, will 
continue to search for means and 
methods through statutory provisions 
to stop the dangerous course repre-
sented by the decision in the case 
of the United States v. Archie Brown.

ed through San Antonio and included 
in the display were several of the 
European or Russian hogs. The own-
er of the small exhibit was down on 
his luck and wanted to dispose of his 
animals. So he sold them to a 
rancher who wanted to crossbreed 
the wild hogs with domestic stock. 

But the hogs eventually escaped 
or were released. No one knows for 
sure. Anyway, they scattered into 
the hills: And from that inconspicu-
ous start, they soon began multiply-
ing and expanding their range. 

Ranchers claim a Russian hog is 
one of the worst pests ever to roam 
the woods. A big, ornery one will 
tear down fences, root up crops and 
actually kill domestic stock. 

Here's evidence that Russian hogs 
are tough and difficult to hunt. It's 
a tale Bob Snow likes to tell about 
the time he was on the trail of an 
extremely large hog, in the 400-
pounds-plus class. This happened on 
a hunt near Boerne, northwest of San 
Antonio. 

Five times the dogs brought the 
hog to bay. And five times Bob 
blasted it pointblank with his .45 
pistol! Yet the hog refused to die. 

Finally it eluded the hounds, kill-
ing two of them in the process. Snow 
never did bring that boar in. How-
ever, deer hunters found it two weeks 
later some distance away, where 
it had wiggled under a brushpile to 
die. 

On another hunt a boar had one 
of its hind legs shot off, yet it man-
aged to run for six miles before the 
dogs finally brought it to hay. 

We repeat — Russian hogs are 
mean.. and tough!

OUTDOORS IN TEXAS

In that rolling, cedar-studded coun-
tryside northwest of San Antonio 
there roams a peculiar game ani-
mal which most Texans don't know 
exists. 

It is the Russian hog! It's a mean, 
vindictive beast with the proverbial 
chip on its shoulder. 

Probably the foremost authority on 
wild Russian hogs in Texas is retired 
game warden Bob Snow of Kerrville. 
His talented pack of dogs has chased 
game throughtout Mexico and the 
United States. With Snow hot on 
their heels, his dogs have trailed 
many dangerous animals including 
jaguar and mountain lions. 

Of the Russian boar Bob says: "A 
big Russian boar is the meanest, 
orneriest critter on four feet." He 
should know because he's killed over 
100 of them personally. 
dom seen in any other game animal. 
game animal which can match the 
Russian hog in sheer stamina and 
speed. When cornered it a kill-
crazed fighter. It doesn't know what 
"quit" means. 

This animal's artillery is impress-
ive. Long, wicked tusks curl back-
ward from the lower corners of its 
mouth. 

When cornered the hog tosses its 
head wildly, lashing about with the 
tusks as if they were razor-sharp 
sabers. Which they virtually are! 
Many a careless dog has drawn its 

last breath after bringing one of these 
boars to bay. 

A spooked hog never seems to tire. 
It isn't unusual for a boar chase to 
range over 10 miles or more of ter-
rain. 

Like most creatures of the wild, 
when confronted with danger, the 
Russian hog would rather flee than 
fight. But once the occasion arises, 
it will turn with a viciousness sel-
dom seen in any other bame animal. 

Snow carries a small suture kit in 
his hip pocket on every hunt. It's 
almost an expected thing that at least 
one of his dogs will get laid open 
before the hunt ends. When this 
happens, Bob gets off his horse and 
administers first aid, patiently stitch-
ing the dog together. All his dogs 
carry scars of battle. 

These accidents occur, Snow ex-
plains, simply because dogs are 
neither fast enough .nor elusive 
enough to evade the charge of a 
belligerant hog. 

A Russian bear can lash out so 
swiftly and so suddenly that it is 
difficult to follow the action by eye. 
One instant the hog is hacked up 
against the brush; the next instant 
dogs are flying in every direction, 
tossed aside like a bowling ball scat-
ters pins. 

A Russian boar is a meanlooking 
critter. It is muscular and lean in 
the hips, has a protruding snout, 
sharp tusks and coarse hair. It pre-
fers a hilly habitat and roams fur-
tively through the underbrush where 
it seldom is glimpsed by human eyes. 

Only practical way to hunt them is 
with trained dogs. 

No one knows exactly how these 
foreign hogs came to Texas. 

One legend has it that many years 
ago a traveling wildlife exhibit pass- 

tear the hook out of his mouth. 
It all sounds complicated. . .which 

it is. Also it involves judgment on 
your part. But in case of doubt, put 
on the pressure. When it's a big-
mouth bass you're dealing with, you 
may have to horse him in. Don't 
give him any slack line - day or 
night. 

What about night fishing for white 
bass? 

Here's another fish that will take 
your lure at night. It's really his 
preferred feeding time. However 
the minnow is his favorite meal. 

In the spring, whites migrate up-
stream and move out into the tribu-
taries of large rivers and lakes;  seek-
ing shallow water for the spawning 
season. 

Find the right place and you can 
load the boat with white bass. 

You are looking for e  spot where 
there is a current and the bottom 
is sandy or rocky. A stream run-
ning into a lake is perfect. Or a 
river dam where power is generated, 
creating a swift tail race, will do 
very well. Otherwise, locate a spot 
in the lake where a sand bar rises 
to 15 feet or less from the top. 

Fish one of these locations in 
spring and summer, using minnows, 
spoons, or jigs, and you will be re-
warded with a fine string of sandies. 
Night fishing for whites in summer 
is a good and growing sport. 

If you don't know where the white 
bass stay in summer, ask a fishing 
buddy, your friendy tackle shop 
man, or a good camp operator You 
will learn that the white bass favor 
a certain area. 

Go there at night, equipped with 
Coleman lantern, a bucket full of 
silver shiner minnows and patience to 

on the darkest night, there is a little don't apply so much tension that you wait'em out — and you'll have a full 

evening of fun. 
You won't have much trouble find-

ing the place, for other boats will be 
there too. with lanterns lighted. Of-
ten it looks like a small town on the 
water, as fishermen gather to bring 
in the white bass. 

When you are anchored and ready, 
fire up the lantern. Use a reflector 
shield, if you have one, to direct 
the bright light onto the water and 
not in your face. Aluminum foil 
will serve temporarily. 
This illumination will attract small 

flying insects, and they in turn will 
attract shad, and sand will attract 
white bass. That's the theory — we 
won't argue with it. All we want 
to do is catch fish. 

If the theory is based on truth, 
and it may well be, we don't care 
how many other boatmen are in the 
pace — the more the merrier, in 
fact. More lights, more insects, 
more shad, more white bass. There' 
plenty for everybody when sandies 
congregate. 

All you have to dq, in this night 
fishing for white bass routine, is 
hook on a minnow, let it down to 
the proper depth, sit back in the 
boat, and relax. But watch your rod 
tip! These boogers strike like light-
ening — but lightly. 

Night fishing for crappie is an ex-
citing game trio, particularly in the 
summer. 

I've been on a lighted dock where 
all hands took their limit in the last 
hours before sun-up. Here again, 
we're minnow fishing. 

However, crappie will react to 
other baits such as cut bait, small 
spinners, and what have you. 

Whether you go to a commercial 
lighted dock, or set out your own, 
you must have the lights for night

Your feet must last a lifetime and 
if you've been sight-seeing, hiking or 
just walking a lot lately, you're prob-
ably quite conscious of this fact. 

Just because your feet are the 
lowest extremity of your body, does-
n't mean that they deserve to be 
mistreated. Far from it. If your 
feet are to last a lifetime and serve 

fishing. Same principle applies to 
crappie as in night fishing for whites. 
The lights attract the fish -- so if 
you're going for crappie, be equip-
ped with a lantern. 

Finding the right depth is essential 
here, too. 

Most crappie anglers will use spin-
ning gear with a split shot, let the 
minnow down to the bottom and 
slowly reel in. When the first fish 
is captured by this method, the depth 
is established and you know where 
the fish are. They're a clannish 
bunch. So go back to the same 
depth every time and catch your 
limit. 

you well, they require good care. 
If you can heed the findings and 

suggestions by researchers and phy- 
sicians before you have difficulty 
with your feet, you'll be way ahead. 

According to a recent study, three 
times as many boys as girls have 
mild to severe skin problems with 
their feet. The researchers related 
that fact to the girl's students ten-
dency to take off their shoes or slip 
their heels out of their shoes when 
sitting in classes or elsewhere. The 
girls also wore lighter and lower 
shoes than the boys. Both of these 
habits tend to minimize excessive 
perspiration of the feet. 

Perspiring feet are modst feet, and 
moist feet provide an excellent en-
vironment for the growth and mul-
tiplication of the organisms which 
contribute to diseases of the feet. 

Although the locker room has long 
been considered the culprit of foot 
infections, research show that fun-
gous disease of the feet is probably 
not spread by such exposure. 

Instead, there are several points 
you can note and include in, your 
foot-care program. 

Keep your feet dean by washing 
them frequently, always drying them 
thoroughly. If needed, use an anti- 
septic foot powder after drying. 

As for footwear, use lightweight, 
light colored socks to minimize ex-
cessive perspiration. And change 
socks whenever they become damp. 

The shoes, researchers found, nor-
mally contributing the most to good 
foot hygiene are those that cause the 
least perspiration. And as for young-
sters, the researchers found that 
oxfords are preferable to boots, 
sneakers or tennis shoes for all-day 
wear.

There is 
just a little splash when your top 
water bait hits the water, and maybe 
a gurgle when you twitch it now and 
then. But you're never really ready 
when there crimes a sound like a cow 
falling in the creek. 

That's what it sounds like, in the 
still of night, when a hunker hits. 
It'll scare the living daylights out of 
you. 

Your first thought is "careful." 
You want to set the hook. But 

you also want to avoid unnecessary 
tension cn the line. 

I wouldn't worry too much about 
hook-setting when a big bass hits a 
towater lure. Usually, he has tried 
to swallow the thing, or kill it, and 
is well hooked. 

If he's not on when you start haul-
ing the line, wait a minute. He may 
have simply smashed it with the idea 
of stunning the thing. Now: Move 
the lure slightly, from time to time.. 
a light twitch now and then. If no 
strike, reel in slowly and cast again. 
He'll come back for dinner. 

Night fishing demands that you be 
ready when the big bass strikes. Be 
sure he's hooked, then bring him in 
quickly. Don't let him wind your 
line around moss or a submerg.,I 
tree. .if you can help it. That's his 
life-saving trick. At the same tines,

Charles Yeates To 
Instruct Welding 
Short Course Here 

An oxy-acetylene welding short 
cdurse for adult farmers will be held 
July 19 to 22 under the sponsorship 
of the Dimmitt High School Voca-
tional Agriculture Department, ac-
cording to Mr. Paul Hilburn, Super-
intendent and Mr. E. Otte and Jon 
Henderson, teachers of vocational 
agriculture. 

Mr. Charles H. Yeates, welding 
specialist with the Vocational Agri-
culture Division of the Texas Educa-
tion Agency and the Department of 
Agricultural Engineering at Texas 
A & M College, will be the instruct-
or for the course. He is headquar-
tered at Texas A & M College. 

Mr. Yeates holds a B. S. degree 
from Texas A & M College in Agri-
cultural Education. Mr. Yeates 
taught vocational agriculture and 
farm shop for a period of 15 years. 
He also taught automobile mechan-
ics, electricity, electrical and acety-
lene welding and woodworking in the 
Jasper County vocational school.
